Cincinnati, March 25.—In June,1872, 
Belle Secar, a young girl aged 13, was 
outraged and murdered in Mercer Co., 
Ohio, and two men named McLeod and 
Kefnmel, suspected .of the crime, were 
lynched by tho infuriated citizens. A 
few days ago Thos. B. Douglas, of Fort 
Wayne, Indiana, on his death-bed con­
fessed that he committed the outrage, 
and afterwards participated in the hang­
ing of the two innocent men.

Madrid, March 26.—A desperate en­
gagement was fought yesterday before 
Bilboa. The Republican army, under 
Seirano, attacked the Carlists at six in 
the morning, and met with a stubborn 
resistance. The battle was kept up all 
day, and only stopped by night, when 
the Rgpublicana encamped on the posi­
tion they captured from the Royalists. 
The loss of the National troops is 470. 
Gen. Loma commanded the centre, and 
Gen. Rivera the right. It is probable 
that the battle will bo renewed to-day.

London, March" 26.—The ship Hima­
laya has arrived at Portsmouth, from 
the Gold Coast, with the Royal Marines 
and the Rifle Brigade.

New York, March 26.—A mammoth 
grain elevator will shortly be built by 
the Central Road on North River side,be­
tween Sixtieth and Sixty-eighth streets, 
to be 500 by 200 feet.

Pittsburg, March 26.—The large wool­
len factory and warehouse of Goodhull 
& Udencr, and the residence of William 
Pallock, at Kittarning, Pa., were burned 
this morning. Loss $100,000.

Lowell, Mass., March 26.—Cook’s tan­
nery here was buaned to-night. Loss 
$75,000. The building and machinery, 
which were a model of their kind, were 
a total loss.

Raleigh, N. C.t March 26.—The Daily 
Newt has a despatch from Marion to-day 
which says that news has just reached 
there that the shocks on Stono Mountain 
were more violent last night than at any 
time since tho commencement of the 
volcanic disturbances.

London, March 27.—A despatch to 
the Standard from Berlin says the re­
ports in regard to Prince Bismarck’s ill­
ness are discouraging. The patient is in 
a state of great prostration.

The Timet' special despatches from 
Madrid state that Marshall Serrano re­
newed the attack on the Carlists before 
BiUeyt five o’clock yesterday morning. 
At^P^ in the afternoon the Marshal 
telegraphed to Madrid that the combat 
was obstinate on both sides, but the ad­
vantages were with his troops.

London, Morch 27.—The Daily Tele­
graph announces that the remains of 
Livingstone were embarked on a steamer 
at Aden on the 23rd inst., and are now j 
on the way to England. Tho investiga­
tion at Ader resulted in the complete 
identification of tho body.

Vienna telegrams reports that tbo 
Emperor Francis Joseph will visit Naples, 
where he will meet the King of Italy and 
accompany him to lurin.

Lawrence, Kansas, March 26.—At 
Jacksonville, Neesho £ounty,on Tuesday, 
an old man named Ames was tilled by 
his son-in-law, named Pierce, the result 
of family troubles. Pierce was arrested 
and confined inthe calaboose untilyester- 
day morning, when a mob took him out 
and hung him.

New York, March 27.—A despatch 
from Susquehanna depot at midnight 
last night says there are forty engines.in 
the yard there crippled, and the yard 
full of bonded freight trains. The mail 
trains only are allowed to pass either 
way. All saloons are closed. The men 
are sober and orderly, and at a meeting 
last night a proposition from the com­
pany promising to pay the back wages of 
the men if they would go to work to-day 
was declined, and the written proposition 
returned to the representatives of the 
company with the statement that they 
would go to .work when they received 
their pay, and not till then, as they had 
been so often heretofore deceived by pro­
mises. The men have the sympathy of 
the travelling public and press along the 
line.

New York, March 27.—Tho steamship 
Mermick, from Rio Janeiro, is now a 
week overdue at this port. It is probable 
her machinery is disabled and she is 
compelled to use sails.

A large number of stock operators 
were at the Fifth Avenue Hotel last night. 
Considerable operations were made in 
stocks, which advanced about one per 
cent., and sales of gold made at $1.15. 
It is believed there will be considerable 
excitement in Wall street to-day.

Local and Other Items I Dominion Parliament.
Mbs. Robt. Mabshall, Galt, had her 

leg broken in two places by a kick from 
a cow on Tuesday last.

Hollin.—On Monday evening an 
oyster supper was given in honour of 
Mr. John Martin and Mr. Hy. Daws, two 
young men who are about leaving the 
place to try their fortunes in British 
Columbia.

Mn. Montqomeby on Wednesday sold 
his thorongh-bred bull “ Challenger” for 
$190, and a heifer and calf for $100, to 
Messrs. Watt & Son, of Teviodale.

Challenger” last year carried off first 
prizes at different shows in the County.

Huge Ego.—A Spanish hen, owned 
by Mr. Wakeling, of Westminster, has 
furnished that gentleman with a break­
fast in the shape of an enormous egg. 
It measures in circumference 8£ inches 
by 6£ inches and turns the balance 
easily at a quarter of a pound.

Not Incendiary.—The report tele­
graphed from Uxbridge of an incendiary 
fire in the house of Mr. Joseph Gould 
was altogether in correct. The shavings 
which were supposed to have been placed 
in a flue specially to be set on fire, were 
left accidentally by a carpenter in laying 
a new floor last fall, and there is no 
reason to believe that fire-raising was 
designed by anyone.

Campbell vs. Campbell.—The Whitby 
slander ease is being tried at the York 
assizes. The slander complained of was 
that the defendant, James Campbell,had 
stated that his siater-in-law,the plaintiff, 
had criminal intercourse with George 
Gordon (the defendant in the former 
crim. con. action,and that he could prove 
it. The defendant pleaded not guilty, 
and justification. After hearing the first 
witness, issue was joined on the latter 
plea—the uttering of the language be­
ing admitted. Damages were laid at 
•10,000.

SuddehDeath.—A very sudden death 
occurred near Glenmorris on Saturday 
morning last. It appears that Mr. James 
Sharpe, jr., who has for some time back 
been troubled with heart-disease, had 
been in Galt on Friday driving cattle, and 
was then in goSd health. Retiring to his 
bed that evening he seemed perfectly 
well. Daring the night his brother, who 
slept in the same room heard him groan­
ing, and going to him found him almost 
insensible. Assistance was secured at 
once, but tho poor fellow never rallied, 
and very shortly after breathed his last. 
Mr. Shaipe’s age was about 36.

Burolabs Caught.—It is in refreshing 
contrast with the long list of unavenged 
burglaries to" hear/of two instances in 
which the rascals were promptly caught. 
At St. Catharines on Wednesday night a 
burglar effected an entrance into the re­
sidence of Rev, Mr McLeod, of Chippawa- 
An alarm being given by a dog, the 
burglar was arrested before he could 
leave the premises. He gave his name 
as John Stewart. Some burglars who 
have been operating on the ticket office 
on the Brockville and Ottawa Railway at 
Almonte have also been arrested. They 
stole 700 tickets for various stations. It 
was the intention to blow open the safe 
and decamp with what money they could 
get, but they did not cany out their in­
tention. Good evidences to their guilt 
has been given by a boy to whom one of 
the burglars presented twenty-eight of 
the stolen tickets.

In the fall of 1861 a hard-working 
colored man named Perry Young, living on 
a small farm between Sandwich and Mal­
den, became imbued #with a desire to 
destingnish himself on the field of battle, 
and, renting his farm, to another colored 
man, he removed his wife to .Detroit and 
marched away to the front. Upon his 
return, in 1864, he found that certain 
parties in Windsor had frightened his 
tenant off the farm and taken posses­
sion. He took measures to dispossess 
them, but found innumerable difficulties 
in the way. . Previous to his removal he 
had been engaged in a law suit about a 
horse, and judgment for $60 was ren­
dered against him. This he paid in two 
instalments, taking receipts therefor, but 
it was claimed that he let this judgment 
by default, for which execution was 
levied on the farm. The production of 
tho receipts in court vindicated ^Toung, 
aud resulted in six months’ imprison­
ment of the party to whom he made the 
payment. Ever since he has devoted 
every dollar he could spare to feeing 
lawyers to assert his rights, and on Mon­
day he had the satisfaction of receiving 
a letter from his attorneys at London 
stating that the Sheriff of Essex had 
been directed to put nim in immediate 
possession of the farm.

The Meredith Garnishee Bill:—The 
Bill introduced by Mr. Meredith during 
the present session, to amend the law re­
lating to the attachment of debts, as re­
spects the wages and salaries of 
mechanics aud others, xeoeived.tho Lient- 
Governor’s assent. It will not come into 
effect until tho first of October next, and 
then will not effect or impair tho right of 
any creditor whose debt has been con­
tracted before that date. The Act pro- 
vides that

"No debt due or aconring to a mechan­
ic, workman, laborer, servant, clerk, or 
employe, for, or in respect of, his wages 
or salary, shall after the first day* of 
October next, be liable to seizure Or at­
tachment, under the provisions of the 
Common Law Procedure Act, or of the 
Act passed in the thirty-second year of 
Her Majesty’s reign, intituled ‘an Act to 
amend the Acts respecting Division 
Courts,’ or under the provisions of any 
other Act relating to the attachment or 
garnishment of debts, unless sttoh debt 
shall exceed the sum of $25, and then 
only to the extent of such excess.”

Ottawa, March 26.

Govçrnor-Genezal proceeded in state 
from Rideau Hall to the Senate Cham­
ber.

On the return of the Commons to their 
Chamber, Hon Mr. Mackenzie at once 
rose and in a brief speech proposed tho 
Hon. T. W. Anglin as Speaker. He was 
seconded, in French, by Hon. Mr. 
Dorion, and, there being no other nomi­
nation, was conducted to the chair,amid 
hearty cheering by,, his proposer]} and 
seconder. Sir John Macdonald and H<?n. 
Mr. Holton having respectively addressed 
their congratulations to the Speaker 
elect, the House adjourned •till to-day, 
when His Excellency will deliver tho 
Speech from the Throne.

The Hon. Mr. Penny will move and 
the Hou. Mr. Panet second the Address 
in reply to the Speech from the Throne 
in the Senate.

Excellency the Governor-General pro­
ceeded in state from Rideau Hall to the 
Senate Chamber, when he was pleased to j 
deliver the following

SPEECH FROM THE THRONE : 
lion. Gentlemen of the Senate, Gentlemen 

of the House of Commons :—
I have convened Parliament at tho 

earliest moment consistent.with the de­
lay entailed by the recent dissolution.

Your attention will be invited during 
the present session to measures having 
reference to the representation of tho 
people in Parliament, embracing the 
system now prevailing in Great Britain 
and in most other countries enjoying 
constitutional Government, of taking 
votes by ballot ; and to the establishment 
.of .a general Court of Appeal.

Measures will also be submitted to you 
for the amendment of the laws relating 
to Controverted Elections, the Militia, 
and Insolvency.

The enactment of 1872 respecting 
the Canadian Pacific Railway having 
failed to secure the prosecution of this 
great enterprise, you will be called upon 
to consider what plan will best and most 
speedily provide the means of tranr» 
continental communication with British 
Columbia ; and a report of the Chief 
Engineer will be laid before you showing 
what progress was made during the pre-' 
sent year in the surveys connected with 
the proposed line.

The destruction of the Railway Office 
by fire involved a serious loss of' maps, 
plans, and papers, the possession cf 
which would have made the report more 
complete.

The Canal and harbor improvements 
are being vigorously prosecuted with a 
view to ensure adequate accommodation 
for the rapidly growing trade of the 
country.

The report of the Chief Engineer of 
the department of Public Works on the 
proposed Canal between the Gulf of St- 
Lawrence and Bay oflFundy will be sub­
mitted for your consideration.

With the progress already made in the 
construction of the Intercolonial Rail­
way, another year will be required to 
complete it. A report indicating its ac­
tual condition will be ldid before Parlia­
ment, and a measure will be introduced, 
to vest m the Department of Public 
Works the powers now exercised by the 
Board of Railway Commissioners.

The question of what compensation 
is duo to the Dominion for the fiishery 
privileges conceded to the United States 
by the Treaty of Washington has given 
rise to a renewal of negotiation • tending 
to widen reciprocal, trade relations with 
that Country. At the instance of my 
Government the Imperial authorities 
have given directions to the British 
Minister to diseases the whole subject 
with the Administration at Washington, j 
and have associated with him for this | 
purpose a Canadian Commissioner. 
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The accounts of the last financial year 
will be laid before you, as well as a state-. I 
ment of the receipts and expenditure of 
the present year at the earli$t possible 
period.

I regret to say that tl*e receipts of the 
current year will not b° sufficient to I 
meet the expenditure. It will therefore I 
be necessary for you to consider the best I 
means to be adopted for making good 
the anticipated deficiency.

Tho estimates for the, ensuing year will I 
be laid before you, they have beèn pre- I 
pared with as much regaid to economy | 
as is consistent with the efficiency of the [ 
public service.
Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate, Gen- I 

tlemen of the House of Commons,
The combined efforts of the Dominion I 

and Provincial Governments to promote I 
immigration have* met with a reasonable I 
measure of success, thus adding a con- I 
siderable number of desirable persons I 
from other countries to our industrial I 
population.
