London’s Grain Market.
To the Editor of the FREE Press.

Dear Sir,—As it is universally believ­
ed by the farmers in the neighborhood of 
London that the grain buyers on our 
market are not dealing fair with them, I 
would ask them to compare the prices 
that are now being paid for oats on our 
market with any other market west of 
Toronto, and they will find that we are 
paying four cents'per bushel more; and I 
have been paying more all season regard ■ 
ing wheat. For first class samples we 
have been paying in price equal to any of 
our neighboring markets except St. 
Thomas, as they can afford to pay more, 
having a cheaper outlet. Our grain buy- 
ers and millers have no advantage over 
small outside stations, as they get equal 
rates to us to points east. The falling off 
of the grain supply on cur market is easy 
understood. Before the amalgamation of 
the different railroads into London we were 
getting better rates than our neighbors, 
consequently we forced the farmers, by 
paying them more,to come to our market— 
hence, large deliveries; and just as long as 
this railway monopoly exists in London 
just so long will we have to share our 
farmers’ product with other buyers at out­
side points, and not until we get railroad 
relief will we ever be able to bring back 
the London Market to the position she 
always occupied—the largest local grain

A Wife’s Complaint.

To the Editor of the Free Press.
Sih,—I was much surprised when told by 

a friend that in the Adrerlieer of Tuesday, 
the 9th Inst., was h notice that our taxes were 
to be paid by the 15th of this month, or we 
would be distrained for them. Now, sir. 
I think this is most unreasonable and cruel 
to the poor. We are in the middle of the 
winter, when all work is at its lowest ebb, 
when there are hundreds of poor working­
men out of empl yment, and extra 
food and clothes arc needed to keep 
life in us, and a great deal of 
sickness around, all entailing an extra 
outlay amongst the poor. This is 
the general aspect of things around; and 
now for personalities. I for myself have a 
weakly husband, who did not earn three 
dollars any one week all last summer, and 
through this winter he has not earned 
half of what he did in the summer. I 
walked a l last summer through cities and 
towns as book cauvasser, and so was able 
to pay our way; but my age will not 
let me do this through the winter, and but 
for the help of a good son we should have 
known what want was for the first time in 
our married life; but even this help fails 
to be able to meet so unreasonable a 
demand as our taxes,with less than a week’s 
notice, as his earnings for two weeks 
do not amount to the sum required.Hither­
to in London East we have had a good 
Christian man to deal with, who knew 
most of us personally, and I am sure this 
will be the first time that many of us will 
have to pay interest because we could not 
meet our taxes at first call, and we cer­
tainly did not think that distraint would so 
soon follow our vote for amalgamation 
with the city.

And again. I know a family where the 
husband Is sick on his club; they have five 
little children; they are meeting payments 
for tneir home, and the mother is never 
well.

And again a widow, who has five chil­
dren, all of whom have been very sick this 
winter; only two are able to work at the 
present time, and it was with alarm the 
mother read her taxes was to be paid by 
the 1st of January, 1886,or she would have 
to pay interest. At that time they were 
out of work. These are around my own 
neighborhood, and 1 await the distraint, as 
I am unable to help myself.

The business of the Company was. then, of 
that nature that we neither expect large 
profits nor speak of losses. The plan had

He then commented upon the valuable 
services of Mr. Harris in England in es- 
tablishing the London Office. 39 Lombard 
street. E C. These remarks were highly 
approved by the Board and the 
shareholders present. The large sum of 
over $688,000, shown in the accounts, 
comprises the sales and renewals of our 
debentures in England and Scotland dur­
ing the year, clearly Indicating the credit 
and commercial standing of the iostituticn 
in Great Britain. The plan of the L ndon 
Office had many conveniences which were 
well understood by the debenture-holders 
in Great Britain, and appreciated there.

The supervision of the government as 
well as that of the shareholders over the 
affairs of the Company, and the publicity 
as well as security which the Registry 
Laws gave, insured a permanent and last­
ing prosperity: and the credit now estab­
lished in the Mother Country would, he 
trusted, not only be maintained but in­
creased, and with that Increase of credit he 
hoped to obtain for the Company money 
upon debenture from time to time upon 
such terms as such credit should command.

It was a pleasure for him to speak in 
the highest terms of the way in which the 
Manager and the staff had performed their 
duties.

horses frightened by the Army. Virtue's 
house is twenty feet from the road.

To Mr. McKillop— The defendants were 
not taking loud, or cursing and swearing.

Q—Does McDonald swear habitually? 
Objected to by Mr. Judd
Q —Did you hear any of the defendants 

swear in front of Virtue’s house?
A— No
Witness had been fined once for disturb­

ing the Army. He was talking in the 
barracks, and refused to go out when Miss 
Rees ordered him He pleaded guilty and 
was fined $5. When Virtue came out of 
his house McIntyre said—“You can’t do 
me up, Virtue ”

Hugh McEachron said Riddell, McKel­
lar, McDonald and McIntyre were stand­
ing by when the Army formed a circle. 
The circle was formed right around the 
boys, but after marching around the circle 
a couple of times the Army went off to­
wards the McKellar House, then turned 
around and came down the street again to 
the point where they had first 
formed a circle. From there they 
went to Virtue’s house. The defend­
ants made no disturbance either there 
or on the road to Virtue's. McIntyre tried 
to go in the house after the Army, and 
Billy Virtue shoved him back. McIntyre 
asked to be let in, and Virtue refused. 
McIntyre said if Virtue would come out in 
the road he would do him up.

Mr. Judd—It was saM quietly?
Witness—Yes, sir. (Laughter).
Q.—How far was McIntyre from Virtue?
A.—Ten or fifteen feet.
To Mr. McKillop — The Army was 

just forming a circle when he saw it. 
Didn’t see whether the defendants march 
ed up with the Army; they didn't seem to 
place themse Ives just where the Anny was 
terming a circle; didn’t see any of them 
drinking; Alex. Finlayson was the only 
one who appeared to have been drinking; 
the others acted straight enough.

Re-direct—I heard no command to halt 
when the Army formed the circle.

Archibald Riddell—First saw the Army 
at the McAlpine House corner. Saw 
McDonald, Riddell, McIntyre, and I think 
Finlayson. Smith was there and McKel­
lar also standing on the side of the street. 
The Army was coming in their direction; 
it came up and walked around them, and 
then continued its march. There was no 
disturbance either there or in front of 
Virtue's house.

To Mr McKillop—Witness’ son asked 
Mr. Skill, of the Army, if he would let 
them In If they would go down; Skill said 
it. didn’t rest with him, but in­
vited them down to see. Couldn’t 
say whether the young men defendants 
walked up from the McAlpine House with 
the Army. They were lively and full of 
life, but witness did not believe they had 
been drinking. Couldn't tell why the 
defendants left the sidewalk and stood on 
the street. At Virtue's bouse saw no dis- 
turbance, except when Virtue shoved Mc- 
Intvre back from the gate.

Q — I suppose you’re the same dismissed 
County Constable yet t

A.—O, yes. I suppose you couldn't get 
through without that.

Mr. Essery—And you're still a better 
member of society—move in a higher 
circle than vou did as constable?

Mr. McKillop—I wouldn't have that 
sworn to if I were you.

Witness—I think 1 am. I have been ap­
pointed an assessor of Glencoe since my 
dismissal. Mr. Orange has also been ap­
pointed assessor while this charge has been 
pending.

Elgin Mitten was in Newbury on the 
night of January 24th in company with 
John Orange, jr , and William Stevenson 
They went out at 3 o’clock In the after­
noon and got home at one o'clock in the 
morning.

The evidence of the defendants was 
tendered and the Magistrate ruled it out.

That closed the case.
John Orange, jr., was acquitted on this 

charge
The Magistrate decided to hear the argu­

ment on Tuesday next at eleven o’clock, 
and to give judgment on the Saturday 
following, the defendants’ bail being re­
newed to that date.

The charge against Robert Donnelly, 
McDonald and McKellar of disturbing the 
Army on the 26th—said to be the worst 
disturbance of the lot—will be tried, if 
possible, on Saturday.

The Court adjourned accordingly. ----- ~ •
