As he proceeded in his testimony it become
apparent that the line of defense would
be justification and extreme provocation,
finally bringing on a serious nervous con-
dition ‘which rendered the witness unfit for
business and made him to a degree irrg-
sponsible for his aets. The President’s
order of immunity, it was also made evi-
dent, would be relied on as applicable to
Gen. Eagan’s testimony before the war
commission, and that the court-martial had
no proper jurisdiction of the case.

TRADE OF THE WRHK

Wheat and Cotton Ad.va.nee Helped
by Appearaunc+ of Specu-
lative Demand.

Canadian' Reports Indicate No
Speeial teatures Though Out-
look Is Favorable.

New York, Jan. 27.—Bradstreet's re-

| by an outburst of speculative interest in
n| 8 number of staples, notably cotton and

wheat, which heretofore have registered
steady gains on actual consumptive de-
mand rather, than on the develorm™ent of
market bullish speculation. Exceptional
industrial activity, particularly in the
iron and steel trades, is another feature
of mote, and here, too, prices are ad-
vancing, reflecting, so far as can be seen,
chiefiy the urgency of consumers’ require-
ments, the claim in fact being made that
| speculation has not, as yet, entered into
the buying in this branch of industry.
The same claim, however, can hardly be
made as regards a number of movements
towards consolidation in this and other
industries, where in fact the movement
towards combination is described as ap-
proaching a virtual craze. While it is
hardly possible to fix the entire responsi-
bility for bullishness in wheat and cot-
ton upon the movement whieh so far has
proved so successful in stocks, the claim
is freely made that considerable profits
realized in the stock market have sought
expression in the channels of staple food
and textile distribution. Stocks at home
and abroad continue smaller than a year
ago and the United States still continues
to furnish about per cent. of the
world’s supply, although exports recently
show a falling off. Improvement in cot-
ton dates back, primarily, to the record
breaking low prices reached last autumn
on estimates of the immense yield of the
Amerlcan crop, while the improved situa-
tion of domestic manufactured goods,
the enlarged shipments abroad,, and the
tendency, supported by reduced crop
movement of late, to minimize large es-
timates is reflected in the steadiness of
recent advances. Activity in demand
for nearly all classes of iron and steel
is reflected in advance for nearly every
class of pig iron and in steel billets, rails
and plates. Better reports are received
from the lumber trade in ‘a number of
cities and all the old advances are main-
tained with confidence in the outlook for
spring business. Wool, though firm, is
slow of sale. General industry is re-
ported active, notably soft coal, mining
and shipbuilding. ; :

SAMOA NOT AN ISSUE,

Germany Prepared to Disavow Any Im-
proper Act of Her Representative .

Berlin, Jan. 28.—After divine service
at the palace on Emperor William’s
birthday, his Majesty received the per-
sonal congratulations of each of the am-
bassadors. He greeted the United States
ambassador with especial corc}iahty and
conversed with him for quite a long
while. During the conversation the Em-
peror expressed great satisfaction at the
fact that the United States and Ger-
many were ‘“‘evidently understanding
each other better than formerly and that
the efforts of persons who for their own
purposes sought to stir up strife had
failed.” ;

The correspondent of the Associated
Press has interviewed Mr. ‘White regard-
ing the statements that the United States
wants Germany to recall the Gert'nan
‘consul at Samoa, Herr F. Rose.
