Loxvow, Ont.,, Nov. 17.—A year ago,
Sunday, Nov, 15, 1885, Marshall Piggott

hide, Suspicions were gradually aroused
by the fact that no word came from' the
missing man that foul play had occurred,
and as the mystery was more deeply probed,
sufficient reason seemed to existto war-
rant the arrest of Havelook Smith,a neigh~
bor of Piggott, on the charge of having
murdered him, A body resembling that
of the mimsing man was washed ashore at
Long Point in December; It had on pants
and shirt, but ne coat, vest or hat, and
those who doubted that it was the remains
of Marshall Piggott pointed to the absence
of those articles of apparel, which he wore
when last seen, as presumptive proof that
the body was that of some castaway sailor,
Agaiost this theory, however, stood the
fact that the body was tightly bound with
gord, Now, exactly one year from the time
when Piggott so mysteriouely disappeared,
‘a discovery is made that has a dark and
ominous significapce in connection with
the case, On Sunday, while three men
were dufging the lake for further evidence
of the violent death which they believed
Marshall had suffered, the drag hook
brought to the surface a dark-looking
bundle, which proved, upon the sand by
which it was covered being removed, to bea
dark coat, firmly bound with cord of about
the same size as that found on the body.
¥rom the inside of the bundle protruded
the edge of a vest and of & slouch hat,
which the men who had dragged the bundle
from the depthe immediately identified as
baving belonged to Marshall Piggott,
Attached to the bundle was the iron end
of & plowshare which had been used as a
sinker. This important discovery was
made at 9.30 o'clock in the morning, and
the three men who made i, not waiting
to untie the bundle, lost no time in
securing a rig and taking the parcel
direct to St. Thomas, where it was
placed in the hande of Chief Few:*
ings. The chief himeelf did = not
open the bundle, which remains as it
was taken from the water, Considering
the length of time it must have been sub~
merged, the cloth appears to be remark-
ably well preserved. R‘he work of searche
ing the lake for traces of Piggott has been
in progress for some weeks. The bundle
was fonnd about fifteen paces east of the
gully on the farm belonging to the pris-
oner, Havelock Smith, and almost directly
opposite the place, so the men state, where
Mr, Chute saw the prisoner handling a
boat. The importance of thisfind will be
appreciated by all who have been following
up the gradually unfolding pages of the
strange story, one hitherto blank chapter
in which it now supplies,
