CANADIAN MISSIONARY ABUSED.

Rev. John Campbell Martin Beaten and
mprisoned in Central Turkey
by Native Oflicers.

Constantinople, Dee, 27.—Despatches
were forwarded from here Nopv. 20th
stating that a Canadian missionary,
Rev, John Campbell Martin, had been
terribly beaten and imprisoned au
Fekke, near Hadjin. Central Turkey.

The details show that his traveling
permits were forcibly taken from him
and that he was brutally treated by
Turkish officials, forced to abandon his
werk, threatened, assaulted, imprison-
ed, deprived of necessary food and
sleep and subjected to various forms of
ill-treatment and indignities, for more
than three days, and all in the name of
the Government.

Ontario and the School Question.

The change of feeling which is com-
ing over public opinion in Ontario on
the Manitoba school question is well
exemplified by The Ottawa Journal,
one of the best written independent
newspapers in Canada. Discussing Mr.
Greenway’s reply to the Dominion The
Journal says: “The whole reply is
aimed at the alleged * Dominion de-
mand that the province shall restore
the Separate Schools of 1890. The lat-
est message of the Dominion did not
demand that. That was not made the
issue. The Dominion asked that Mani-
toba should suggest something to re-
medy a grievance which the Imperial
Privy Council declared the Catholic
minority in Manitoba to have. Mr.
Greenway ignores this, save that he
makes the pettifogging claim that a
“grievance” does not necessarily mean
an injustice, and that the Privy Coun-
cil did not declare that the minority
suffered any injustice. No sane man
reading the Privy Council’s judgment
can really believe in his heart but
that the grievance was based on an
injustice. The Dominion Government
is now morally free to do its best to
persuade Parliament to offer redress
to the Manitoba minority. The degree
of redress remains the vital point on
which further opinion must be based.
The principal that the minority have
a just claim to redress or some kina
should, we hold, be accepted by broad-
minded Canadians. If the Government
must fall in_a moderate and reason-
able maintenance of that principle it
will fall in a good cause and it will
not long be down.”

The Lively Chase Which the Police Had
Atter a Couplc of Horse
Thieves.

On Monday morning at about 3 o'clock
Police Sergeant Watson noticed two men,
each leading a horse, on Jarvis-street. He
questioned them with regard to the man-
ner in which they became possessed of the
equines, when one of the men replied that
he had them shipped from Hamilton, and
had just taken them from the cars at the
Don station.

* “ Oh, I just hired him at the Don sta-
tion, and I suppose he must think I stole
the horses, and is afraid of being arrested,”
coolly answered the stranged.

The officer and the man with the horses
had turned on to Isabella-street, where he
suddenly dealt the policeman a terrific blow
in the face and made a dash down Jarvis-
street for liberty. Sergeant Watson quick-
ly recovered, and gave chase, but in the
drakness the stranger got away.

The horses were taken to stables at 454
Yonge-street for the remainder of the night.
On Tuesday they were identifled as beiug
ewo animals which bad ben stolen from the
gtable owned by W. H; Lewis at 457 King-
street east, which had been burglarized
some time after midnight Monday. <
some time after Monday midnight.

Sergeant Watson reported finding - the
horses, and with Detective Duncan and
P.C. Black arrested Richard Murphy, 491
Queen-street east, and Charles Sullivan, 97
Boith-avenue, in the marsh at Ashbridge's
Bay yesterday afternon. The arest was
made under most ludicrous circumstances
after an exciting chase. The police locat-
ed their men in the neighborhood of Good-
erham’s cattle byres. Sighting the officers,
Sullivan and Murply ran through the byres
down to the dry dock. From this point
they went into the marsh, no doubt trust-
ing to be able to hide in the bullrushes until
dark. The officers followed, however, and
first captured Murphy, who was stuck hard
and fast ‘fh the mud. Sulivan was after-
wards caught by Detective Duncan. By
this time Sergeant Watson got lost in the
bulirushes. When discovered by his fel-
low officers he was dep in the mud, and
was extricated after some difficulty. It
was well on toward dark when the quin-
tette got out of the marsh.

Both prisoners are known to the police,
Sullivan being the man who was recently
mixed up in the Esplanade arson case,
which led to young Willlams’ sad suiside.

TWENTY-IEEEE DEAD-

Deplorable Calamity During an Amateur
Theatrical Performance in
Baltimore.

Baltimore, Dec. 27.-Twenty-three
persons were crushed and trampled to
death in a panic at the Front-street
Theatre to-night. ‘Several others were
injured, ‘some of whom it is believed
will die. ;

The United Oriental Opera and Dra-
matic Company of Boston was billed
to present the Jewish opera, ‘‘Alexan-
der,” and the theatre was filled. About
2500 persons were in the house when
the orchestra began playing the over-
ture.

Suddenly cries of “Fire,” were heard,
in the upper galleries and in an in-
stant the excitement became Intense.

A rush was made and soon every
aisle was congested and every door-
way jammed with the frantic Poles
and Russian Jews who mainly com-
posed the gathering. Strong men in
the rear of the panic-stricken mob
climbed upon the shoulders of those
in front, crushing the weaker men,
women and children to the floor to be
trampled to death by those still fur-
ther in the rear.

The death list will probably exceed
twenty-five.

Chamberiain Pardomed.

BOND ANDJ@_IFF BILLS,

BEXCITING DISCUSSION IN THE
HOUSH OF REPR:HSENTATIVES.

Impassioned Appeal of a Western Man For
Free Coinage of Silver—The Bond Bil
Amended — Amendment to the Tarifl
Proposals—The Lumboer Schedule as i
Now Stands.

Washington, Dec. 27.—In.the Senate
the House bill, “To temporarily in-
crease the revenue to meet the expen-
gses of the Government, and provige
against deficiency,” was received from
the House,read a first and second ‘time,
and referred to the Finance Commit-
tee.

The Bond Bill Amended.

The opposition to the bond bill, which
developed with unexpected rapidity
among the Republicans in the House
yesterday, an opposition which, it is
claimed, threatened to defeat the pass-
age of the bill, resulted in its amend-
ment by the Ways and Means Com-
mittee this morning, so as to prevent
the retirement of the legal tender
notes. The implied retirement of these
notes in the bill, as originally agreed
upon, furnished the inspiration for
much of the hostility to the measure
among certain of the Republicans who
belong to “the sound money wing of
the party.” The action of the commit-
tee to-day nullifies this hostility.-

Tn the House the debate on the Bond
pbill was opened by Mr. Dingley, who
advocated its passage In a speech of
scarcely an hour’s duration. He said
its provisions would tend to strengthen
and protect the gold reserve by mak-
ing it a fund for the redemption of
greenbacks only, and not a fund to be
drawn upon for current expenses.

The passage of the bill was also ad-
vocated in the course of the afternoon
by Mr. Grosvenor (Rep., Ohio), as a pa~
triotic duty ; by Mr. Lacey
Ohio), and Mr. Johnson (Rep., N.D.).

It was opposed by Mr. Turner (Dem.,
Ga.), who said the Administration
wanted all the paper money retired,
and that if he had had an opportunity
to do so, he would have offerel to so
amend the bill; by Mr. Patterson
(Dem., Tenn.), who said the duty of
Congress was to restore confidence in
the currency ; and Messrs. Swanson
(Dem., Va.) and Wheeler (Dem., Ala.).

The sensation of the day came at a
late hour in the afternoon, when Mr.
Johnson -(Rep., Cal.) voiced in an im-
passioned manmer the opposition to
the measure in the ranks of the major-
ity. He said it gave the lie to every
Republican speech and every Republi-
can platform, and he pleaded with his
political associates to vote against it.
He was cheered by the Democrats and
many Republicans as he predicted the
defeat of the bill, and declared that
the only true relief to be obtained was
in the free and unlimited coinage of
silver.

Proposed Tariff Amendment.

Mr. Burrows to-day offered !‘n the
Senate an amendment to the tariif bill,
which imposes until August1, 1898, a
duty equivalent to 60 per cent. of the
duties imposed by the McKinley Act
and subject to the conditions and limi-
tations of that act upon the following
articles :

Schedule A—Acid, sulphur or oil of
vitriol,not otherwise provided for; cop-
per, sulphate of, or blue vitriol; coal
tar, all preparations of, not colors or
dyes, mineral oils; sulphate of iron or
copperas;indigo, iodine, cottonseed and
croton oil, plints, colors, etc.; potash;
sulphate of soda, glauber salts and
salt or nitre cake.

Schedule B—Iron ores, cotton ties of
iron or steel; copper and manufac-
turers of.

Schedule D—Flax, hemp, twines and
binding.

Schedule G—Agricultural products,
fresh milk, broom corn, cabbage,cider,
eggs, plants, etc., peas, fresh fish, tal-
low, grease of wool, salt.

Schedule H—Lemonade, soda water
and other similar waters.

Schedule N—Sundries — Feathers,
paintings, statutary, hatters’ plush,ar-
ticles under section 3, act of Oct. 1,
1890—coffee, goat ckins, raw hides,etc.

| CITIZEN'S CHARTER

Gas Pointers for Aldermen
and Civic Electors.

REAL MEANING OF THE JUDGMENT

If the Decision is Sustained,
Gas Must Come Down.

The/ Company’s Offer to Make a 10-Cemt
Reduction is a Virtual Confession of
Fraud—Quecr Tales That Will be Téld
When Accounts are Taken—Useless
Mains Extended Beyond the Suburbs,
While Citizens Have Been Refused Gas
—Acts That Call for the Interferemee of
the Attormey-Gemcral.

“The civic elections are now upon us
and it Pehoves citizens to send to
council ‘only those who will fight the
gas company and prevent further ex-
tortion. Light is a prime necessary of
life and all citizens, from the’ rich
capitalist to the poor widow watching
a sick child through the nightare dt-
rectly interested in obtaining cheap
gas and all have been made to suffer
by the company’s wilful disobedience
of the law. Citizens of all creeds and
classes have been backing and en-
couraging The World in its determined
efforts to compel the company to obey,
the law and reduce gas and to prevent
aldermen, either through ignorance or
design,from lending a helping hand to
the company. :

Remarks have been made as to who
are behind The World in this fight
and we now say that it has always
been the settled policy of this journal
to stand up for the rights of the people,
and in this particular instance we are
speaking for the 20,000 consumers of
Toronto in their efforts to get cheap
gas. ;

Virtual Confession of Fraud.

The company has already offered &
10-cent reduction. Even this inade-
quate offer would never have .been
action and
The World’s exposures. The offer was
not made voluntarily, but was wrung
from the company, which to that ex-
tent stands self-convicted of defraud«
ing consumers. 5 i

Gas should be about .30 per cents
less. But a reduction, however largey
does not settle all matters in dispute.
The overcharges, amounting to, about
$600,000 since 1887, must be returned
and the Reserve, amounting to $8560,~
000, must be made up and invested in
debentures.

The city auditor reports that gas for
1896 should be reduced 36 cents. The
city is certainly bound to believe its
own auditor in preference to the com-~
pany. Every man naturally desires
his gas bill to be as low as possible,
and when any omne raises his wvoice
‘against a feduction and-in favor of &
monopoly ‘the disinterestedness of his
motives ia_at once open to question.

‘Matters in Dispute Expisined’

‘The matters in dispute with the
company are somewhat technical and
complicated, but we now propose, for
the benefit of citizens and aldermanic
candidates, presenting and making in-
telligible some of the salient features.

The company was incorporated im
1848 with a capital of $200,000 and di-
vidends were limited to 10 per cent.
By various amending acts the capital
was increased until in 1887 it amount-
ed to $1,000,000. In that year the shares
were selling at 80 premium and the
company decided to double the stock,
making it $2,000,000, and to allot the
new $1,000,000 stock among the share-
holders at par, thus presenting them
with the 'premiums.. Application fom
this purpose was made to the Provin-
cial Legislature, but was opposed by
Mayor Howland and the city’s repre=
sentatives on the ground that profits
were limited to 10 per cent—and they,
also insisted that if the capital should
be increased the premiums from the
new stock should not be divided am~
ong sharehoiders, but be used to form
certain funds cheapening gas.

Cheaper Gas Almed At. '

After considerable discussion & com=
promise was arrived at and the com-
pany was empowered by statute 60
Vie., chap. 86, to increase the stock
by $1,000,000, but was still prohibited
from taking higher profits than 10 per
cent. or dividing the premiums am-~
ong the shareholders. =

The principal object almed at by
that act was cheap gas. It provided
among other things that the company;
might annually charge against earn-
ings 5 per cent. on the value of the
plant in use for repairs—directed that
a Reserve Fund amounting to 50 per
cent. of the paid-up capital should be
formed out of $394,000 then on hand
and out of earnings and premiums—
and furtber required that. after for=
mation of these funds—payment of ne-
cessary expenses, ete.~all surplug pro=
fits from any source whatever were to
be placed to the credit of the “Spe-
cial Surplus Account,” to be used in
reducing gas. .

A Trust for Consumers

The Reserve Fund hes never been
formed—the company sinking the
money in unnecessary plant and
works sufficlent for a city of over
500,000 population. It should have been
in debentures to be drawn upon only,
when earnings were insufficient for
dividends, directors’ feecs, etc., and be-
yond these purposes it was a trust fom
consumers—was to be kept intact in
debentures and if the company sold
out was to be handed over to the city.

The Repairs-Fund was to be formed
by an annual charge of 5 per cent.
against earnings on the value of the
plant in use—which at present is about
$2,400,000. The bigger the plant the more
the company can charge the consums
ers for repairs. The total paid-up capi-
tal is $1,700,000, and plant and works
should not exceed capital The total
value of the assets is’ over $3,000,000.

The “Special Surplus Account” has
never been formed at all. Had the
Reserve been formed the overflow
from it and all surplus profits fromy
all sources must have been placed to
credit of Special Surplus Account,
cheapening gas.

The company has deliberately and
intentionally disobeyed the statute and
has refused to form the funds.
