Hay and Grain Crops.—Compared 
with its selling price, hay removes 
more of the soil constituents from tbe 
land than most of our other salable 
products. One hundred pounds of hay 
will remove nearly as much nitrogen 
and much more mineral matter than 
100 pounds of wheat. These consider­
ations must all be studied when the 
question comes as to the profitable 
application of expensive manures. 
While, therefore, tbe evidence is some­
what against the use of artificial manu­
res when hay is grown for sale, it by 
no means forbids their employment 
when grass land is used for the pro­
duction of meat, milk, butter or 
cheese ; and, to illustrate this, I will 
merely allude to one manure ingredient, 
viz. : potash. In the large crop of bay 
which we take from plot 11 we carry 
oil annually 140 lbs. of potash per acre ; 
1,000 lbs. live weight of au ox or sheep 
contains about 1 £ to 14 lbb. of potash. 
There are very few actes of land in the 
State of New York which will fatten 
one bullock per acre, and, even if there 
were, the potash carried off would not 
amount to more than one pound. Of 
milk, 100 lbs. weight contains a little 
ever half a pound of mineral matter, or 
about one-thirteenth part of what 
would be contained in luu lbs. of hay, 
while butter robs the land of nothing. 
If land has been impoverished by the 
sale of hay, and hay is to be sold, dung 
is lbe cheapest manure to apply ; but. 
if land so empoverished is intended for 
the future to produce milk, meat or 
other animal products, potash is sure 
to be wanting, and the best manure 
to apply will be either 200 lbs. of sul­
phate or muriate of potash or three 
times that quantity of kanit salts, and, 
in addition to which ever of th 
substances is selected, 200 lbs. of super­
phosphate of lime and from 60 to 80 
pounds of nitrate of soda. If, however, 
the land has been impoverished merely 
by feeding stock, then the exhaustion 
will be more likely due to the absence 
of nitrogen and phosphate, and fertility 
must be restored by an application of 
these substances as manures.

1 had been thinking what poor run 
tiers we are, and wondering why the 
animals can run so far, and it came to 

that perhaps this might account for 
lbe difference, tUat they always take 
air through tbe nose, while we usually 
begin to puff through our mouths 
before we have gone many rods. Some 
animals, such as the dog and the lox, 
do open their mouths and pant while 
running, but they do this to cool them­
selves, aud not because they cannot 
get air enough through their noses.

I found once, through sad experience 
with a pet dog, that dogs must die if 
their nostrils become stopped. They 
will breathe through the mouth only 
while it is forcibly held open ; if left to 
themselves they always breathe through 
the nose.

So possibly, we are intended to take 
all our breath through the nose, unless 
necessity drives us to breathe through 
the mouth.

There are many other reasons why 
we ought to make our noses furnish all 
the air to our lungs. One is, the nose 
is tilled with a little forest of hair, which 
is always kept moist, like all the inner 
surfaces of the nose, and particles of 
dust that would otherwise rush into the 
lungs and make trouble, are caught and 
kept out by this little hairy network. 
Then the passages of the nose are long­
er, and smaller, and more crooked than 
that of the mouth, so that as it passes 
through them the air becomes warm. 
But these are only a few reasons Why 
the nose ought not to be switched ofl 
and left idle, as so many noses are. 
while their owners go puffing through 
their mouth.

All trainers of men for racing and 
rowing, and all other athletic contests, 
understand this, and teach their pupils 
accordingly. If the boys will try this 
plan, they will soon see what a differ* 
.ence it will make in their endurance. 
After you have run a few rods holding 
your mouth tightly closed, there will 
come a time when it will seem as 
though you could not get air enough 
through the nose alone ; but don’t give 
up j keep right on, and in a few mo­
ments you will overcome this. A little 
practice of this method will go far to 
make you the best runner in the neigh­
borhood.—^. Nicholas.

Paste for Wall-Paper.—Take sifted 
flour, add sufficient cold water to wet 
it, mixing well. To each quart add a 
teaspoonful of fine salt, and the same 
of powdered alum, then pour on boil­
ing water, stirring all the time until 
tbe mixture thickens. Pour on the 
boiling water slowly, and stir briskly.

Plain Indian Pudding. —One pint of 
well cooked Indian meal mush ; when 
cold add two beaten eggs, half a teas- 
spoonful of salt, one teaspoonful of 
extract of lemon or vanilla, a piece of 
butter the size of a walnut, two table­
spoonfuls of sugar, and one and one- 
half pints of sweet milk, stir well, and 
bake half an hour. A few stoned and 
chopped raisins is an addition.

I would like to tell young house­
keepers, how to make a nice pudding 
on short notice, 
crackers, roll fine, one pint of milk, 
the yolks of two eggs, one-half cup of 
sugar, and a little salt. Bake half an 
hour, then beat the whites of two eggs, 
add sugar, season with lemon, pour 
over the pudding, set in the oven, and 
brown delicately. It needs no sauce.

Banana Pie.—Slice raw bananas, add 
butter, sugar, allspice, and vinegar, or 
boiled cider, or diluted jelly ; bake 
with two crusts. In the South they 
use cold boiled sweet potatoes in this 
way, and regard the pie as choice.

Irrigated Strawberries.

Often when writing of strawberry 
culture we have remarked that nothing 
seemed to make strawberries swell so 
rapidly, and produce a large crop of 
fine fruit, as two or three thorough 
soakings of water just when the fruit 
trees, about the time the fruit is swel, 
ling, require an enormous amount ot 
moisture, as so much water Is required 
to make up the juicy parts of plants. 
But most trees have some roots that go 
down some distance below the surface, 
where the moisture is more regular 
than near the top of the ground, 
strawberry, in proportion to the total 
weight of the whole plant, has probably 
to collect morq moisture for its fruit 
than almost any other plant , hence its 
roots, small and fibrous, do not go 
many inches below the surface, and are 
thus peculiarly sensitive to a lack of 
moisture in a dry ifme.

This hint it is well for these who cul 
tivate the strawberry for domestic con­
sumption to bear in mind. They will 
find, if these waterings are abundant 
and thorough—not mere sprinklings 
nose of a watering pot, but copiously 
from the spout, so as really to flood or 
overflow the bed—they will be repaid 
so liberally as to wonder that somebody 
had not told them about it before.

Sawdust fob Bedding.—As we raise more 
hay and roots than grain, there is a want 
of bedding for our cattle. I have had 
several inquiries in reference to siwdust 
as a bedding material, and have rather 
discouraged its usé, believing that it 
absorbs soluble matters of manure, and 
does not give them out again readily to 
tbe crops. Will some of your readers 
give us their experience with sawdust, on 
two points, viz. : 1. Its effect on the ferti­
lizing qualities of the manure ? 2 Whether 
it has any injurious effects upon the feet 
of cattle ?

[Sawdust, if dry, is a good absorbent for 
manure. Some kinds of wood are better 
than others. Those which decay soonest 
is best. If green or wet, it is of little 
value as an absorbant. It will give off the 
matter which it absorbs as well as straw.
Sawdust in manure, if some fermentation 
has taken place, is acquiring a high repu­
tation in some parts of England, especial­
ly for celery and other garden vegetables.
