H. D. Blackadar in Rambles 'Round.

Mr. H. D. Blackadar of the Acadian Re-
corder, who with his wife spent a day or two
in this town a short time ago, has been favor-
ing the readers of his paper with brief and
spicy articles descriptive of what he saw in
the different places visited during hie outing,
and among others we find the following allu-
sion to
BRIDGETOWN,

This town, says the writer, is 45 miles
from Kentville, passing by Canning, Kings-
port, Coldbrook, Cambridge, Waterville,
Berwick, Aylesford, Auburn, Kingston, Wil-
mot, Middleton, Lawrencetown and Para-
dise, in something less than two hours—and
as pretty and enjoyable a place as there is in
Nova Scotia is reached. The Grand Central,
proprietor Langley, is excellently kept,
bright, clean, and with a good table. It is
sitnated at the confluence of the main streets,
so that from its verandah a view can be had
of all that is passing up, down, and around.
The roads are good for driving or walking,
and there one can in a few minutes get right
out into nature’s domain. Bridgetown sug-
gests the idea of comfort and thrift. It has
the electric light on its streets as well as
hotels and shops. It does not seem so long
ago when in a place like Bridgetown one
hesitated to venture out of sight of the hotel
after dark, because of the insecurity of pe-
destrianism—this is all changed. There is,
too, an excellent supply of water, a pressure
from the hydrants alone sufficient to reach
the highest buildings. Nearly all the prem-
ises in Bridgetown are isolated, having inter-
vals of clear space between.

The veteran lawyer, T. D. Ruggles, is still
to the fore; his reminiscences are of course
interesting, as he knows of every Judge and
practitioner on the Western circuits for the
past half a-century, and up to within a few
years he would be *“‘in” most of the impor-
tant cases. He is wealthy, and passes se-
renely the evening of life, having several sons
located close at hand.

Mr. John Ervin, barrister, formerly of this
city, is also practising in Bridgetown, and I
passed a pleasant evening at his house recall-
ing the time ‘‘ when we were boys;” he has
been about 11 years settled there, and does
some fruit-raising and is engaged in other
enterprises.

Mr. R. 8. McCormick is manager of the
Bridgetown Monitor, and also I think of the
Digby Courier. He has a well-equipped
establishment, and is entitled to make more
profit for his industry and enterprise than I
am afraid is available for the kind of field
labored in. For there is the same drawback
that one meets everywhere with papers in
outside counties—that is, so much that costs
time and money that is expected for nothing,
and the cash is found to be going out as a
rule faster than it is coming in.

Mr. W, E. Wier, well. known in Halifax,
is bookkeeper for a mill manufacturing es-
tablishment, and his family reside in Bridge-
town. Will is looking first-rate.

There are several very presentable church
edifices in Bridgetown, the Presbyterian in
particular being eof striking exterior; it is

P. E. Island Notes.

The rich green fields and the increasing
foliage of the groves give pleasing evidence
that spring has really come. We have had
much cold weather and but little rain since
winter left ue, but this has not been alto-
gether unfavorable to our farmers. A better
season for tilling the ground and sowing
seed has not visited our island for many
years. There has been no interruption of
any kind in this work, and many of our ag-
riculturists have already about completed
their planting operations.

Altgough markets have been discouraging
during the past year and a good deal of ma-
terial, such as oats and potatoes, remain un-
sold, yet our farmers have faith enough in
the future to plant as largely as in previous
years. They have learned by experience
that years of overstocked markets are ofien
followed by seasons of scarcity. Inany case
they have land to cultivate, and they must
do something with it whether produce rates
high or low. The ordinary method of rais:
ing miscellaneous crops seems to suit this
country best, for there is usually a demand
for some of these products, and the rest can
be made use of in feeding stock or in other
profitable ways.

Politics, bicycles. and *‘ bloomers” have
broken out pretty badly among our people.
They are not quite so bad as small-pox, but
are decidedly worse than the measles. All
these maladies sgem highly infectious, and
when once the disease gets hold upon the
system it becomes chronic.

The political mania seems to be growing
more marked as the weeks go by. Judging
by the crowds who gather from time to time
to listen to the brilliant declamations of our
political leaders we are confident that few of
our people are whog{l free from some taint
of the distemper. e symptoms are a lit-
tle puzzling to the doctors themselves. No
one can teﬁ just how badly the popular body
has become affected nor can we very safely

redict what may be the issue of the matter.
%Ve shall all know by the middle of June.

As to the bicycles and the bloomers they
are spreading more rapidly than the potato-
bugs. They bid fair to displace not only
the old-fashioned steam cars but also the
more advanced electric coaches. And the
end is not yet. To see our sedate grand-
mothers sailing along on aity wheels like
spirits from another world, and clad in the
bifurcated style of clothing recently adopt-
ed, awakens serious questionings as to what
will be the end of this wonderful movement.
Lawyers and preachers have been drawn in-
to the fatal whirlpool. The mysterious
prophecies of Ezekiel respecting *‘ wheels
within wheels ” may possibly allude to the
present condition of modern4ocomotion.

But our people are not all squandering
their time wheeling. The busy factories for
butter and cheese give employment to many
hands. Although the patrons of these in-
dustries have been disappointed somewhat
in the returns from the products of last year
yet they are hopeful that better results will
reward their efforts this season. Our island
butter has given much satisfaction as to qual-
ity and purity. No difficulty has been met
with in securing ready sales for all that has
been manufactured. The work of making
cheese has not yet commenced among us this
season, but in a few weeks all the factories
will open out in this line. Respecting these
infant industries there is among our people
a feeling of confidence that larger benefits
are yet to be gained from them.

Commercial matters and general business
are by no means bright on the island, but
there is nevertheless a steady movement for-
ward. The people seem to be working con-
tentedly and hopefully, having no lack of the
necessaries and comforts of life. The ten-
dency for our young men to go away to
other lands to make a living seems to be
growing less, as is evident from the many
new farms opening up-in various places and
from the neat, new houses which are being
erected in all directions.

A pleasing feature of our social life is seen
in the interest manifested by the people in
religious matters. Among all denominations
there is a good degree of health in this re-
spect. ‘During the early spring special meet-
ings were held in many parts of the country
and large additions have been made to the
membership of the churches. The average
island congregations compare favorably with
those of the sister provinces. We by no
means wish to make the impression that the
people are doing all they should in spiritual
life or that they are enjoying as much of the
blessings of the gospel as it is their privilege
to do, gut we think they are keeping abreast
of other communities in these respects.

We remember our friends at Bridgetown
and vicinity with undiminished interest.
And as the recording angel slowly writes the
names of thcse of your citizens who pass
from time to time over to the unseen coun-
try we share in the sorrow which is felt by
the bereaved friends. The death of Mr.
Lockett was to us a great surprise and a
source of sincere regret. His loss must be
deeply felt in the community.” Few men
were more kindly in disposition, more hon-
orable in business, or more highly esteemed
generally than he was. The silent pen has
not yet completed its work. The record will
have other names entered upon it from time
to time. It remains for us to work and
wait till the name of each reader has been
quietly written on that inevitable list.

Much sickness, in the form of colds and
inflammation, has arisen on the island as a
result of the late chilly winds. But the
milder breath of June will, we hope, intro-
duce more healthful influences and cheer us
with warmer days.

British Lumber Market.

Liverpool, May 16.—There is an active
businees in progress in nearly every branch
of the trade, and all the surroundings show
signs of a liveliness which we hope may con-
tinue for some time to come. The numerous
vessels which were so busily engaged dis-
charging their cargo have with one or two
exceptions left the.docks, but the quays at
which they have been berthed are covered
with piles of deals or flooring, or with the
timber they have unloaded. All the spruce
deals are being despatched as quickly as they
can be got away either by rail or by canal,
the demand evidently being as strong as ever.
We believe a cargo of these goods has been
sold at 1s 3d per standard more than any
sale recorded this year, and in Manchester
considerable business was done in large lines
at prices about 2s 6d to 5s per standard over
those made the week previous.

BOSTON LUMBER MARKET.

The Boston lumber trade just now is rath-
er quiet as a whole, although spruce is meet-
ing with a moderate demand. The arrivals
of cargo lumber from the provinces are freer,
with prices steadier. Spruce matched boards
are the leading feature and in strong demand
at $13 50 to §14.50. Laths, shingles and
clapboards are unchanged. Many of the
mills in Bastern Maine and other places re-
port a scarcity of water and unless a heavy
rain comes soon this will influence the mar-
ket in favor of higher prices.

Among the Spaniards
who are just emerging from .the lethargy of
century, Canada is regarded as an instance
of what a colony can become under proper
management, and many writers of note ad-
vise the reconetruction of the government of
Cuba on Canadian lines. Adolpho Posada,
professor of political economy at the Univer-
sity of OvieJ: has a paper on this subject
in the Espana Moderna. We summarize
his article as follows:

Hasty persons persist in believing that
social ills can be cured by the application of
some political panacea, some form of govern-
ment which they judge only by the excel-
lent results obtained in-the country of its
origin.. We have a typical case in the Cuban
question. The difficulties of the situation
in Cuba, in & great measure caused by our
traditional errors. and our backwardness,
naturally calls for a solution. *‘What is to
be done,” is the universal cry, ‘‘to furnish
Cuba with a prosperous policy? What kind
of rule will ensure progress and peace effec-
tively?” People are gradually convinced that
Cuba must have some prudent measure of
autonomy, with more or less liberty. But
the idea of autonomy, easy enough to express
in a theoretical way, is far less easy to car-
ry out practically. In principle, political
autonomy is expressed by the English self-
government, and means the right of a certain
social entity to administer its own affairs,
while yet it remains within a larger, and, in
some respects, superior organization. Our
eyes are naturally turned towards Canada.
Rightly or wrongly, the impression has gone
abroad that the pearl of the Antilles must
be governed like Canada. The idea is se-
ductive enough. The Dominion is certainly
a strong argument in favor of autonomy, a
beautiful case in point.

Canada has passed through terrible crises,
has had its internal dissensions, has not been
free from bloody uprisings, and looks back
upon periods when its political existence was
in great danger. But Canada has now es-
tablished herself as a State within a State,
has become a semi-national power, is strong,
prosperous, and a veritable school of parlia-
mentarian usages—all under autonomical
government. Clearly, all Canada’s prosper-
ity is not due solely to reforms in political
organization. It could not have been ac-
complished without the brave spirit within
the race, fit to raise great empires. Much
isalso due to Canada’s geographical situation,
and no less to the general progress of the
world.” .

While thus the writer showers praise upon
our neighbors, he warns his countrymen and
the Cubans that they must not expect to see
all the outwardbenefits of Canada’sautonomy
in the case of Havana, as soon as that island
is given self-government. Canadian prosper-
ity, as well as Canadian autonomy and fed-
eration are solid and staple because they are
of slow growth and the result of much patient
labor. He also explains that Canada, though

semi-independent, is a source of strength |

rather than weakness to the Mother Coun-
