and it shall be in the powerof the Council at their
discretion, to associate such society.

2. Every associated society sball pay to
the Cathelic Union an annual sum, to be agreed
upon between the Council aud such society.

3. Tt shall be the duty of the Council of the Ca-
tholic Union, on the application of any such as-
sociated society, to give such counsel or assistance
as the Council shall dcem expedient, and as may
be permissible under the rules or bye-laws of the
union.

4. The chairman or other head of any associated
society shall be ez-gfficio » member of the general
committee of the Catholic Uvion ; and the members
of the associated societies shall be ontitled to be pre-
sent'at genernl meetings of. the Catholic Union,

The President then gave an account of the recent
international Jdeputation to the Holy Father, at
which the Catholic Union of Great Britain had been
represented by a' deputation, consisting of Lord
Beaumont, Mr.De¢ la Barre Bodenham, and' other
members of the Union ; and invited the attention of
the mecting to &n important communication from
Germuny regarding the dirtressed condition of the
Catholic clergy ‘in that country.

Morethan
30,000 persons left town by railway alone, while the
roads Jeading to Vortobello and other places of fa-
vourite resort were crowded by pedestriang and
conveyances full of godly persons bent on seli-
denial. From carly forenoon to snupset the pier at
Portobello was thronged with .an ever-changing
crowd, and, a band being in attendarce, ' the pro-
mepade was of & moet enjoyable charactrr.t New-
haven also swarmed with vigitors, attracted thither
by its good repute for fish dinuers, The steam-
boats and railway carriages were crawmed with ex-
cursioniste er route to various places of intervat
within easy distance of Edinburgh. By nightfall
several of these fasting pilzrims appeared to be in
an advanced state of intoxication, but doultlees in
reality were suffering from tbe c¢ifccts of unwonted
abstinence and from the ecstatic state of their feel-
ings on the occasion. The Presbyterian places of
worship were “but poorly attended,” but the at-
tendance at the pudblichouses left nothing to be de-
sired, for they were, it is stated, “ well patronized,”
and drove a brick trade, self-humilintion being the
order of the day. Those who areignorant of the
Scotch character may draw miataken infercnces from
the apparent exhilaration which prevailed in this
city of penitents; but the truth probably is that the
people of Edinburgh fult it their duty to deny them-
selves their greatest dellght—namely, assembling
for public worship, and sternly to repress for the
day thut serious deporiment which they induige
themselves by assuming on ordinary occasions.—

UNITED STATES.

Speakirg of the depression of trade in the United
States during the past year, Consul Archibald in
his Commercial Report on New York says that the
principal causze hias been a general wint of confi-
deuce in financial azd commercial circles, resulting
immediately from the disasttous financial crisis of
1872, but in reality from a long period of evartrad-
jug, excessive speculation, and general extravagnuoce,
Mereantile tirms and business men, whose capital
had previously been impaired, have sticcumbed to
the pressure o the times, failing to obtain credit
whici, under more favorable conditions, would pro-
bably have been accorded to them. As a principal
menns of restoring contidence the vicious pmctice
which has heretofore obtained of expanding mercan-
tile credits must be effectually done away with and
repliced by a cnsh and short credit systemn, which
will, as it already bus dore in xome muensure, place
commercial transactions on a sounder and healthior
bas:s. That there has been during the prst year s
disposition on the part of merchants generally to-
wards s safer and more conservative mode of trans-
acting business is unquestionnble, and a continu-
ance of this conrse, thaugh it may for the time ul-
tirately conduce to financial prosperity, and to the
improvement of the geveral trade of the cauntry,
and of that important centre of commerce, New
York in particuler,
