Article XIV-Arms

44. Members may possess and carry military arms lin accor~dance witlh 1vant Canadian military orders, having due regard to the custom and prai
of the defence forces of Taxizania.

Article XV-Deceased Members and Their Estates
45. The military authorities of Canada shail have the right to take possion and make all arrangements in respect of the body of a member or a,)endent who dies in Tanzania and may dispose of his or her personal propaifter the debts of the deceased inember or dependent incurred in Tanzi

and owing to persons ordinarily resident therein are paid.
