
iEEAi, PROISIONS

ARTICLE 1

OBLIGATION TO GRANT MUJTUAL ASSISTANCE

(1) The Contracting Parties shtail, in accordance with titis Trcaty, grant each other the widest
measutre of mutual assistance in criminai matters.

(2) -M"ta assistance in criminel matters shail be any assistance iVen b y the Requested Stat in
respect of investigations or poednsconducted in the Requesting State relating to offenses
created b n" y legisaton in force indthat State and whose suppression faMl within the jurisdiction
of its judicial authorities.

(3) Assistance shall include:

(a) location of persans and abjects, including their identification;

(b) service af documents, including documents seeking tic attendance of persons;

(c) praviding of information, documents and other records, including extracts of
criminel records, juicial records and gavernment records;

(d) delivery of property, including'lending ofexhbits;

(e) takting of çvidence aid obtaining staements froin persans;

(t) search and seizure;

(g) nuakin detaned persans and othmer available ta give evidence or assist
investigations;

(h> measure ta lacate, restrain and forfeit Uic procceds of crimie; aid

(î) cther assistance consistent wiUi the abjects of this Trat>'.

ARTICLE 2

EXECUTION 0F REQUEST

(1) Requests for assistance s"ui ha meuted prmty in accordance with the Iaw of the
Requested State and, insofar as it is Mi hmm=ble. with that Iaw, in Uic Mmnne requested
by the Requesting State.

State shail, upon requ,,t Wnom Uic Requesting State of the dîne and Place of
execution of the request for assistance.
