His Excellency
The Administrator in Council:

His Excellency the Administrator in Council, on the 
recommendation of the Minister of Labour and under the 
authority of The National Emergency Transitional Powers 
Act, 19J^5, is pleased to amend The Reinstatement Regu­
lations (Order in Council P.C. 77 dated January 11, 1945 as 
amended by Order in Council P.C. 6769 dated November 6, 
1945) and they are hereby amended by the rescission of 
subsections two and three of section 3a and substitution 
of the following therefor :

‘(2) Where a person was, immediately before becoming 
a member of an interim force, on active service in the 
present war in the naval, military or air forces of Canada, 
his service shall, for the purposes of section three of the 
Act, be deemed not to have terminated whether or not he 
continues on active service as long as he continues to 
perform full-time duties as a member of one of the said 
forces until

(a) the thirtieth day of April, 1946; or
(b) if he has applied for retirement or discharge from the 

said service before the thirtieth day of April, 1946, 
until actual termination of his service.

‘(3) For the purposes of section three of the Act the 
service of a member of the interim force shall be deemed 
to have terminated on the thirtieth day of April, 1946, 
unless he has, prior to that date, applied for retirement or 
discharge.’
