The house resumned, fromn Thursday, June 1,
consideration of the motion of Hon. Mitchell
Sharp (Minister of Finance) that Mr. Speaker
do now leave the chair for the bouse to go
into committee of ways and means.

Hon. J. W. Monieilh (Perth): Mr.
Speaker, when I concluded my remarks last
Thursday evening I indicated that I would
reserve any furtber comments on the budget
untîl I more closely could examine the minis-
ter's remarks and their implications. My in-
mediate impulse was to say simply that as
there was nothing in the budget, there was
probably flot much more to say. My belief
was that it was a do nothing budget.

Further study has caused me to conclude
that the minister has been very remiss in bis
duty to Canadians as a whole. He reminds me
of somebody who has more or less washed bis
bands of the wbole sorry business. His atti-
tude and remarks the other evening were
those of an auditor, not a minister of finance.
He appeared to be simply reporting to parlia-
ment that it really was not his fault if expend-
itures were up 20 per cent in the current
fiscal period. Nor, bie implied, sbould he be
held responsible in any way if we face the
bighest cost of living in our history, a cost of
living wbicb be admits is going to increase. It
would seem be has no control over cabinet
expenditures. He appeared to bow to the
inevitable and simply accept his colleagues'
demands for higher and higher government
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
