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Should the District Grand Mastor bo dissatis-

fied with the conduct of any of his District Grand
Officera he may submit the cause of complaint to

the District Grand Lodge, and should it appear

to the majority of the Brethren present that the

complaint be well founded, he may dismiss such
Grand Officer and nominate another; but no
Grand Officer can be removed witliout the appro-

bation of the District Grand Lodge.
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There shall be a Masonic Festival annually, at

the Qaarterly Communication in March, which
shall be dedicated to Brotherly Love and Re-
freshment, and to which all Regular Masons may
have access, on providing themselves witli tickets

from the District Grand Stewards of the Yea:

No Private Lodge in the District shall have a
Masonic Feast on the day of the District Grand
Festival.

Any District Grand Officer neglecting to pay
any reea or Fines which may be incurred under
any of these By-Laws, his Office may be declared

vacant, and anv Rank or Distinction acquired in

consoquence of his appointment forfeited.
