gress and intellectual activity of the age, but to keep still in front
of It as leaders in the work, each in his own sphere and pince
what, indeed, may we not hope, under God, to see the Church
accomplish ? Wo should see her accomplishing her holy mission
and acknowledged by all, even her enemies, to be " the light of the
world, and the salt of the earth."
