In the samples of fruit which I
brought -with me, I have one lemon
which alone weighs one pound seven
ounces, and the grape fruit and oranges
cannot be surpassed for flavor, quality
and size.

“Every effort.is being made by this
company to further the interests of our
colony, and it is our desire to place
this colony on such a footing that peo-
ple making their homes there and ex-

next year. Some of our neighbors were!
not so fortunate, as many already hadl
their plants set out, and, consequently,
have been destroyed, as well as their|
tobacco barns.

“Havana's beautiful Prado, as well]
a: many of her beautiful parks, were;
robbed of their beauty by the high
wind, which razed almost all the palm
trees to the ground. However, we trust|
that Cuba may see many a day ere she|
is visited by, such another storm.

“I' may say that our company did
remarkably well from our tobacéo crop
last year, and the outlook for the com-
ing year is excellent. I was requested
by the manager of the company, who
purchased our tobacco crop this year,
tc give him the first opportunity to
purchase our crop next year, stating
that the tobacco from our plantation
was the finest in the market.
