HALIFAX IS SAFE.

No Enemy’s Vessel Could Enter That Cana-
dian Stronghold—The Big Guns
Can Do Good Work.

Halifax, Aug. 29.—Yesterday it was
demonstrated beyond a doubt that in
time of war no enemy’s vessel could
enter the port of Halifax, It would
mean speedy and complete destruction
to any craft that attempted it. The
big guns at York Redoubt and Mac-
Nab's Island were fully tested and the
success achieved was even greater
than expected. The guns were tested
upon a moving target 20 feeet long and
8 feet high, and although the range
was about 3000 yards the firing was
{excellent, The twelve and eighteen-
}ton gun were brought into requisition
| at York Redoubt and six-inch breach-
loaders were fired from MacNab’s.
The guns from York Redoubt sent 250
and 400-1b. shells whirling through the
air, and the breach-loaders at McNab
fired shells weighing 100 pounds. The
: marksmanship was extra good. The
! shells crushed right through the target
and kept the staff on board the tuel
ibusy putting it in repair. An officer
| stated afterwards that the test was a
most successful one and exceeded ex-
pectations. It plainly showed, said he,
that no hostile ship could enter Hali-
fax harbor.

BLAZE AT HAMILTON.

Biscuit and Comfectionery Weorks Visited
by Fire Said to Have Been the
Work of an Incendiary.

Hamilton, Aug. 30.—(Special.)—About
2 o'clock this morning fire broke out
in the factory of the Hamilton Biscuit
and Confectionery Company, Cannon-
street west, and it was four hours be-
fore it was extinguished. The fire was
of a mysterious character. When the
firemen arrived flames were coming
from the office on Cannon-street, and
there was a vigorous conflagration in
the factory proper, which is a sepa-
rate building and quite a distance
in the rear of the office. The fire-fight-
ers kept the fire under good control,
preventing it from spreading to adjoin-
ing buildings, and preserving some of
the stock, although the damage to the
stock, consisting of biscuits, etc., will
be large, the factory being pretty well
gutted. The roof fell in.

Messrs. Reid & Snyder, the proprie-
tors, say the plant and stock were
worth $22,000, and the insurance was
$15,000, not including the building,
which is owned by the Pattison estate.
The companies.in which the stock and
plant were insured were: Phoenix of
Brooklyn, $1500; National, $2400; Mer-

Liverpool & London & Globe, $2850 ;
Northern, $2850. The police are con-
vinced that the building was set on
fire, and the detectives are trying to
ferret out the case. Several hundred
dollars’ damage was done to Lovell
Bros.” cigar factory, adjoining the
building that was burned.

Sunday in Bosten,
Hditorial from Boston Herald, Aug. 28.

A correspondent of The Herald writes
from Toronto, Canada, to obtain In-
formation as to ‘the observance of
Sunday in Boston. He says the peopie
of Toronto are about to vote on the
question, “Shall or shall not street
cars run on Sunday?’ .and that "an
eminent Boston divine” has preached
a sermon in a Toronto church in which
he has stated the costs of the opera-
tion of Sunday cars in Boston. ‘The
' name of this “eminent Boston divine,”
which he gives, is not familiar to us,
but his statements are so recklessly
untrue that we are inclined to think
that he has little knowledge of Bos-
ton. The saloons of Boston are not
open on Sunday, as he states them to
i be; the law closes them on that day.
! Neither do we know of any theatrical
performances, as he charges, on that
day in the present condition of the
city. Our correspondent further states
that this “eminent Boston divine”
charged that street railway employes
worked seven days in the week for six
days’ pay. This charge is clearly false.
The men who work on the street rall-
ways on Sunday are paid for their
. extra service. In the reply to the in-
i quiry of our correspondent, ‘“Do you
}ﬂnd that the running of street cars
{ has been detrimental to the religious,

imoral and business welfare of your |

{city, or has it been beneficial?”’ we

HR. LOONT'S NASTY BREAK.

Herc's the Way Mr. A. W, Wright Referred
to Lount's Slur on Hugh John Mac-
donald 1o North Grey.

Among the things that will not soon
| be forgotten in connection with the
late campaign in North Grey is the
attack made on the Hon. Hugh John
Macdonald by Mr. Willilam Lount, M.

P., and the reply to it by Mr. A. W.
‘Wright. Mr, Lount has stigmatized
Mr. Macdonald as “A weakling, phy-
gically, mentally and morally.” Mr.
Macdonald and Mr. Wright had both
been members of the first Red River
Expedition under General (then Col-
onel) Wolseley, and so Mr. Wright's
reply was a defence at once of a com=
rade in arms and of a political friend.

“Until last Saturday night,” said
Mr. Wright, “this campaign had been
conducted in a manly way. On neither
side, s0o far as I have been able to
learn, had there¢ been any resort to
personal abuse of opponents until the
advent of Hon. Mr. Hardy and Mr.
Lount. It is to the discredit of these
two gentlemen that they have lowered
the character of the campaign. I will
venture to say that among the respec-
table Liberals who heard the Premier
,of the province, there was only &
| feelings of regret, perhaps of shame,
i that even a sense of the dignity of his
{ high position could not prevent him
‘from descending to the use of lan-
, guage, when referring to a political
! opponent, far below the ordinary de-
| cencies of debate. As to the member
for Centre Toronto, respect for myself
and my audience must prevent my
usging the only words that would fit-
tingly characterize his language. Pos-
gibly a contemptuous silence might be
the most appropriate treatment, ana
yet I feel that, perhaps, something
ought to be said concerning his words
and himself. According to Mr. Lount,
Hugh John Macdonald is ‘A weakling,
physically, mentally and morally.
Well, this ‘physical weakling’ was
strong enough as far back as the days
of the Fenian Raid to shoulder a rifle
in defence of his country, and never
has there been an occasion since that
time when true men were needed for
the country’s defence, but Hugh John
Macdonald was found in the ranks of
his country’s defenders. I have never
vet heard of a Lount shouldering a
rifle—at any rate, not in defence of his
country. I well remember this ‘physi-
cal weakling’ during the first Red
River Rebellion. He was one of the
detachment sent by Woleseley up the
Kaministiqua River on a service where
none but -brave and true men were
anted,and I have heard his comrades
on that trying trip speak in glowing
terms of his devotion to duty. Later
on I have seen him working on the
roads, with his coat off, and his sleeves
rollied up, allowing none in an expedl-
tion where all were chosen men to do
more or better work. Then, in the try-
ing trips up the Mattawan and on the
portages and in the rapids, where the
Canadian volunteers won the unstint-
éd praise of their commanding officer,
there was none more active or more
devoted than this ‘physical weakling.'
Again, during the last rebellion, he
bore himself gallantly at Fish Creek
and at Batoche. As to whether he be
a “weakling mentally,” those who
heard him last Friday evening and
again to-night may judge. Of all men,
William Lount, Esq., Q.C., member for
Centre Toronto, should be the last to
question the moral character of any
Conservative. If he had a spark of
manly feeling or gratitude, he should
not so soon forget that he has just
come through a campaign im which
he owed much to the forbearance, the
generous, the chivalrous forbearance,
of the Conservatives of Centre Toronto.
The records of the divorce proceedings
in the Senate are not a sealed book,
they are open to the inspection and
perusal of all; and if Mr. Lount were
not dead to all feelings of gratitude
and to all sense of shame he would not
cease to remember that his opponents
generously forbore to use those re-
cords to his confusion. For my part, I
will not insult any man with a claim
to decency, much less the son of the
greatest Canadian, by defending his
character from the attack of a man
whose name has left an indelible and
a disgraceful stain on the statute
books of his country.”

Variety to Rhe
above brilliant array of represenrta-
tives of the most enlightened and clvi-
lized race is imparted by the preseiice
of Li Hung Chang, the Bismarck of
the empire to which he owes alleglance,
and who represents fhe great gelf-con-
tained nation of the East, which has
for centuries preferred the barbaric
splendor and pomp and the vice and
degradation of a bygoue age to the
enlightenment and civilizing influ-
ences of Christianity.

Many Extenstons and Imprevements.

Turning to the Exhibition proper,
this year, more than ever before, will
it become a great edueating factor in
making known to the werld the re-
sources and wealth of the Dominion.
At the invitation of the managément
a party of representatives from the
press on Saturday afternoon visited
the grounds, under the guidance oI
Mr. H. J. P. Good, who has been ap-
pointed by the assoclation as general
press agent, and who will attend to
the needs of the press. On every hand
the preparations were found ia an ad-
vanced stage.

Prominent among the improvements
noticed was the cxtensive addition
which the Canadian Pacific ‘Railway
Company, ever alive to the opportuni-
ties for éeveloping‘ the immense terri-
tory which it serves, has made to its
building, in order that suitable accom-
modation may be proviided for its min-
eral exhibit. This will include speci-
mens of all kinds of mineral-bearing
ore from all knowa *“paymng’ mines,
which are being developed in the terri-
tory which the road traverses, between
Sudbury and the Paciic Coast. The
company will also have iils usual agri-
cultural and natural history exhibit.

The new . building erected by the
W. C. T. U. at the west end of the
grounds is a handsome structure, with
every accommodation for the conveni-
ence of ladies.

The dining hall, which will this year
be under the charge of Harry Webb,
has been enlarged and improved, and
the old Dairy Building has been given
over to bicycles. E

On Saturday a number of exhibits
were already in position, and it was
announced that all the space had been
taken. A new hall has been fitted up
for the dairy exhibit under the east
end of the grand stand, where better
facilities can be afforded exhibitors
than in the old building.

The Special Efeetric Attractions,

The building formerly occupied by
the “Little World” has been doubled
in size and connected with an electric
Scenic Theatre, in which Sosman &
Landis will produce their “Cycle of &
Day.” This is a new attraction, and
is a marvelous electrical display, in
which the spectator is carried through
an entire day in the Alps of Switzer-
land. All the beauties of mountain
scenery and a realistic thunder storm,
followed by a rainbow, are shown, the
curtain falling on a moonlight scene
of great beauty.

Other special attractions, which are
entirely new, are the ‘“‘Cinematograph”
and the “Hexiograph.” The former is
to be located in a large building which
has been erected just east of the Po-
lice Station. This has been the reign-
ing sensation at the Empire Theatre
in London for many months, The Hex-
ifograph is a great attraction, produc-
ing magnificent pictures, in which all
the natural colors are preserved with
great fidelity.

Rebearsing the Festival of Nations,

On reaching the racecourse a scene
of great activity was observed. Upon
a stage 100x80, which has been erect-
ed opposite the grand stand, Signor
Franciatolli, the celebrated ballet mas-
ter, was conducting a rehearsal of the
grand ballet spectacle, ‘“The Festival
of Nations,” in which about 70 ladies
take part. This was the first rehearsal
in which all the ladies had participated
at one time, as the management had
been unable to secure a hall large
enough for the whole company to work
together. The party were greatly en-
tertained and received quite an in-
sight into the difficult work which the
conductor of a large ballet encounters
in securing harmony of movement he-
tween the orchestra and the marching
and dancing representatives of the va-
rious nations. However, after giving
a fine illustration of the fluency of
his native tongue, and the dexterity of
his movements, Signor Franciatolli
had the satisfaction of reaping the re-
ward of his efforts and satisfled the
spectators that this feature of the spe-
cial attractions will be better than
ever before.

Workmen were engaged in excavat-
ing for the small lake into which
Messrs, Hermon and Tuskin will leap
from the pole which towers aloft about
90 feet. They will alight in seven feet
of water.

The result of the brief inspection of
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Saturday was such that The World
can confidently assure the thousands
of its subscribers that the Exhibition
of 1896 will excel in its attractions all
previous efforts.

70 PROTECT UNITED STATESERS,

The U.S. Man-of-War Bancroft Being Gol

Ready to Proceed to Constantinople

Without Delay. ;

Washington, Aug. 29.—The Navy
Department has selected most of the
officers for the Turkish cruise of the
Bancroft, and their orders have been
gent directing them to report on boatd
the vessel as soon as possible.
officers are Lieut.-Commander C.
Belknap, to command; Ldieut. T. B.
Veder, executive officer; Ensign Kit-
telle and Asst. Paymaster Hatton.
Other naval orders issued to-day de-
tached all the Bancroft's old officers
and assigned them/ to duty at the
naval academy, It was practically de-
cided this morning that the vessel
would have to be fitted for sea at the
Brooklyn navy yard, before she would
be sent, as soon as most of her officers
report here. She will be docked and
her bottom painted and in all proba-
bility this will be the full extent of
her changes. The full complement
of men will be 101. At the State De-
partment to-day it is impossible to
learn whether Minister Terrel has suc-
ceeded in inducing the Sultan to grant
the Bancroft permission to pass the
Dardanelles. All information is refus-
ed in the absence of Secretary Olney,
while assurances are made at the de-
partment that there is no demand for
the Bancroft’s visit to Constantinople
at this juncture, other than has exist-
ed for some time past In the recog-
nized moral support that the presence
of such a vessel would give to the
American Minister and her utility as
a refuge for Ameficans in case riot-
ers get beyond control of the local au-
thorities.

A Fartisan Governor.
Hamilfon Spectator.

It has long been the boast of Cana-
dians that the Governor-General of
Canada—the representative of Her Ma-
jesty the Queen in the Dominion—be-
ing appointed by the Home Govern-
ment was entirely free from the’in-
fluences of party politics in Canada,
and was able to conduct the business
of his high office with strict impar-
tiality. But Canada can no longer
make that boast. It remained fer the
Earl of Aberdeen to cast aside the
usages of the office of Governor-Gen-
eral, to refuse to act upon the advice
of his constitutional advisers. and to
transact the business. of his otfice ;in
such manner as would be helpful to
one of the great political narties of
the Dominion. It-has always beex
known that the Earl of Aberdeen had
strong party feelings; but the pcopie
of Canada hoped that he—as other
Govednor-Generals 'had, done—would
cast aside his party prejudices and do
his share in the government of Can-
ada, with reference only to the law as
laid down, and without consideriag
whether his public acts were likely to be
of benefit to any one party. But the
people of Canada have been disappoint-
ed. They have suddenly awakened
to the alarming fact that the Gover-
nor-General has rejectedthe recom-
mendation of his constitutional  ad-
visers and has adopted a course which
he admits was intended to benefit .the
Liberal party.

His Excellency does not even at-
tempt .to excuse his departure from
the usages of his office on constitu-
tional grounds. He sets us a set. of
rules for himself and acts upon these.
He distinctly says that he will not
consent to the appointment of four
senators, because the Senate now can-
sists mainly of Tories. He treats the
appointment of judges the same way,
and refuses to consent to the appoint-
ment of other officers, because the OI-
fices to which they had been recom-
mended had been vacant longer than
a certain time, the limit being arbi-
trarily established by His Excellency
himself.

To translate the Governor’s letter
into plain English, he refuses to ap-
point senators and judges because they
are Tories.

Canada cannot afford to allow the
partisanship of the Earl of Aberdeen
to go unchecked; she cannot afford to
have it said that the Queen’s represen-
tative in this country inquires into the
party politics of those recommended
for office by the Government, and con-
sents to the appointment or rejects it
as the man may be a Grit or a Tory.
