. THE DIVISION UNDER GEN. WESTMAGOTT

‘Dispersed Rebelli\ous Tribesmen at Arhanga
Pass on Sunday Morning,

I'he Ameer of Afghanistan Asked to Mediate on Behalf of the
Afridis and Orakzals, with the British Officers—The Valley
Around the Pass is Thickly Studded with Villages Full of
Grain and Fodder—General Sir William Lockhart’s Capture

of Sempagha Pass was Accomplished by Good Generalship
—The Rebels were Drawn to the Flanks and Then the Centre
was Attacked —Early Close of the Campaign Expected—The

Cost Will Be Heavy.

Stmla, Oct. 381.—Special despatches
received here from Gundaki to-day an-
nounce that, owing to the difficulty in
getting transport over the Sempagha
Pass, General Sir William Leockhart
was unable to attack Arhanga Pass,
13 miles from the Afghan frontier, at
Safe D-Poh Saturday, but he has been
reconnoitering in force the enemy’s
position, which seems to be strong, and
which is held by masses of the insur-
gent tribesmen.

The vailley around the pass is thickly

studded with villages, apparently full of
grain and fodder. The compar#tively
“easy capture of Sempaghai Pass was
due to a manoeuvre of General Lock-
bant, who feigned an attack upon the
enemy’s right, which was immedately
reinforced by the commanders of the in-
surgent tribesmen. But by so deing
the chiefs weakened their eentre, and
the British commander, acting with
great quickness, threw the main colum<
of his troops against the enemy’s centre,
The tribesmen were thus taken by sur-
prise and their leaders did not have
time to recall the forces sent to rein-
force their right and they~ were obliged
to abandon their positions, as a hurri-
cane of shells swept entrenchment after
entrenchment, which were immediately
occupied by the British troops. Only
four British soldiers were killed, and 20
wounded during the engagement.

ARHANGA PASS CAPTURED,
. 4 & —
Gen  Westmincott's Force Expelled the
Tribesmen With But Littie Trouble.
Simla, Oct. 31.—According to a des-

patch from Karappa, the expected ad- |

vance to Athanga Pass was made this
morning. ‘General Westmacott seiz> 1
the villages covering the line of advance,
and the artillery, brought into action at
8.30 o'clock, soon expe the tribesmen
from the ‘Samgars. Only slight opposi-
tion was encountered. The crest was
reached and the pass captured by Gen-
eral Westmacott at 10.30. The Britizh
sustained only trifling Joss. Captain
Searle of the Sikhs was slightly wouns-

ed.

The Mullah of Saicaxbar has fled to
Jeklabad, and Sir William Lockhart is
now descending into the Afridi Tirah.

Tae Ameer 18 Friendly.

The Ameer-of Afghanistan received a
deputation of the Afridis and Drakzais
at Cabul, his capital, on the 17th of the
month. In notifyving the British agent
at Cabul of the fact, he wrote that 'the
tribes were “full of alarm and repent-
ance,” and had asked him to submit
their apology to the British Govern-
ment, and to ascertain the conditions of
parden. He enquired of the agent whe-
ther negotiations were possibie, addmg:
“If, orders have already been issucd
for czm punishment of the tribesmen,
medidtion is useless, as they deserve

ry punishment.” In conclnding his
letter to the British agent, the Amcer
sarmly asserted his “undeviating friend-
ship for Great Britain.”

In a separate letter to Loord Elgin, the
Viceroy, the Ameer says that he is try-
ing to arrest the Haddah Mullah, and
that if he succeeds ne “wix expel the
priest from Afghanistan. He also pro-
miges to prevent Afridis who. take re-
fuge in Afghanictan from interfering
avith British territory.
€The Ameer has been thanked by the
Government for both these friendly
communications, and has been furnish-
el with a copy of the proclamation
which tyeneral Sir William Lockhart is-
sued to the tribesmnen prior to begis
ning the advance of the punitive expe-
dition.

THE AFRICAN SITUATION.

London,  Oct. 30.—The Africam situa-
tion has been aggravated by the French
semi-official note, made public on Tues-
day last, and already published. Then
the situation was further aggravated by
the reply of the British Colonial Ot-
fice, issued the same day, declaring that
there did not seem to be any reasonable
fear of complications at Nikki, capital
of the Borgu territory, *provided the
Fr_gnch Government behaves reasonib-

y.

It was added, however, at the Colon-
fal Office that Great Britain has deter-
n_unegl more effectually to police her ter-
ritories, and that if the French persist
in trespassing complications will natur-
ally arise.

Specintor is Pessimistic.

Londen, Oct. 30.—The Spectator takes
a pessimistic view of the situation be-
tween the Urited States and Spain and
expresses the opinion that the chances
are in favor-of war, “which would
gravely concern England, because of the
consequent rise in the price of whenat.
»uqld owing to the extent of British ship-
ping, dangerous marine questions in
regard to privateering, the neutrality of
search and the supply of munitions
would arise, while Spain’s dnsolvenecy
would involve a grand crash in banking
circles in Paris.”

Parsons Wi1ll Try Again.

London, Oect. 30..—Charles Parsons,
the inventor of the steam turbine whi:h
was fitted in the 100-foot torpedo boat
Turbinia, giving her a speed of 33
knots an hour. is about to construct at
Newcastleion-Tyne a vessel of the tor-
pedo boat destrover type, with turbine
engines. It is stated that she will have
a speed of 36 to 40 knots an hour.

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CROW’S NESP--GRADEIENTS.

Str William Van Horne Says They Will be
Less Than Those of Any Other Rafl-
road Across the Rockies.

Montreal, Oect. 81.—(Special.)—Sir
William Van Horne, who - was inter-
viewed by The World to-day, said that
the maximum gradients on the Crow’s
Nest road from the main line at Dun-
more to Rohson, on the Columbia River,
crossing both the Rocky and Selkirk
ranges, would not be one foot in a
hundred. In other words, the maximum
gradients of the Crow’s Nest are only
about half of those of the other meun-
tain lines in the United States anl
Canada. The president’s attention was
also called to the statement in the Lon-
don press to the effect that a good por-
tion of the C..P. R.’s increased earn-
ings was, made up of the freight taken
over the Crow's Nest construction, and
be replied as follows: “The statement is
absurd, as the entire freight for the
whole of the Crow’s Nest line would be
about covered by one average wesk's
increase in earnings. The story was
doubtless started by somebody interested
in depreciating the stc~' ° As for the
rumored building of a smelter in Ross-
land or Robson, Sir William Van
Horne said: “We intend to do all that 1s
necessary to proteet the interests of the
country and the company in this re-
gard.”

He also declared that the C. P R.
were about to build a line of their own
from Robson to Rossiand, a distance of
28 miles.

A tragedy was enacted in a small tailor-
ing establishment upstairs at 21 Richmond-
street east on Saturday afternoon, and
James Hutton, 69 years of age, is now in
jail charged with. murdering his son, John,
with whom he lived and worked, at the
address where the awful affair took place.
John Hutton, the vietim, was 39 years of
age, and was an industrious fellow, He
made up clothing for the Army and Navy
Company and for other large stores. He
did his work in a small room on the first
floor of the building on the southwest cor-
ner of Richmond and Victoria-streets, and
it was while at his work in this room that
he met an untimely death at the hands of
his aged parent.
Sfory of the Tragedy.

This is the story of the tragedy, as near
as it can be ascertained, as Mrs, Hutton,
wife of the deceased, who was the only
witness of the crime, is so upset that she
cannot give a coherent versiom. ‘
At about 4 o'clock in the afternoon old
Hutton delivered some finished work to
the Army and Navy store and he returned
at about 5 o'clock, under the influence of
Jquor. A friend of the Huttons, James
Black, a middle-aged man, who livesc on
Queen-street east, was in the shep when

missioned by Hutton thé younger, or Mrs.
Hutton, to go to” McCarron’'s saloon for a
guart of beer. The old man was told that
he would not get any of it, as he had had
sufficient already. This wade the father
Sulky, After Black had gome out the mur-
dered, map handed a coat to his father and
told him that the job had to be doune by
7 o'clock.

The men were working at a bench right
opposite to each other, and Mrs. Hutton
was working at a muchine with her back
to both of -them. - She turned on hearing
her father-in-law’s angry  remark, and saw
him grab a pair of tailor’s long shears. He
said, “Jack, you son of a —"" and then
jumped forward and struck the younger
man in the chest with the sc rs. The
son emitted a sharp cry of pa‘n, and at-
tempted to take the murderous weapon from
his old father’s hands. Both men fell upon
the floor, the son underneath.

“My God! Annie, he has killed me!” gasp-
ed the dying man, as he censed to struggle
and lay prone upon the floor, a stream of
blood «flowing from his breast.

James Black, the man who went for the¢
beer, is a reshectable, hard-working man,
and he went voluntarily to Police Hean-
quarters to tell what he knew of the sad
affair and to assist the officers.

An Inguest To-night.

Coroner Greig !ssued = warrant for ami/
enquiry Into the case to-night at the
morgue. Yesterday a post-mortem examin-
atlon was made, On the body of deceased
was a cut about two inches dn width In
the right side of the breast, just above tne
right nipple. The cut-was that of a stan
wound, which had extended downwards
through to the left side, penetrating the -
left lung and touching the heart. This,
was the wound that caused detah. On:the
right shoulder there was another sab
wonnd, and also & cut gyeF the left eye.
