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THE TARIFF NOT A DEAD ISSUE.

Not so long ago the Liberal party declared
in favor of free trade, as they have it in
England. They abandoned that policy and
now they say that Canada has exactly the
kind of tariff that is suited to the condi-
tions of the country. They state that the
tariff is a dead issue, that is, that finality
has been reached and there is no need of
further tinkering with the tariff for ten
Jears at least. As Sir Wilfrid Laurier had
to abandon his free trade ideas and adopt
the protection tariff of the late Govern-
ment practically, as he found out, so he
will find himself compelled before long to
renounce his present ery that the tquﬂ isa
dead issue. The tariff is not a dead issue.
It will never be a dead issue, as long as
the United States retains its present hostlie
tariff. The sentiment in favor of protection
is so strong In Canada that Sir Wilfrid
Laurfer will either have to accede to the
demands of the people in this connection
or else step down aund out 6f office. The
Canadian people are-almost, boiling ' over
with indignation at the Government’s dila-
toriness in protecting Canadian interests
against American aggression. According to
Mr. Thompson, manager of the New Jersey
refinery that treats Canadian nickel matte,
for every $28,000 that is spent in Canada
for mining nickel ore and reducing it to
matte $100,000 is spent in the United States
in reducing that matte to pure nickel. If
there are eight hundred employed in pro-
ducing matte in and about Sudbury, there
must be three times that number of work-
men in the United States who gain a liveli-
hood by refining the matte that comes from
Canada. The country is righteously indig-
nant that this great force of United States
workingmen should find employment in their
own country tkrough the foolish and stupid
policy of the Canadian Government. Mr.
Hardy was compelled to listen to the
clamor that was raised in Ontario against
United States lumbermen, and the capital-
ists who had secured a monopoly of Niagara
Falls. Sir Wiifrid Lavrier must ltkewise
give heed to the storm that is brewing be-
cause of his do-nothing policy.. Canadians
must be protected in their own markets
against the- manufacturers of the United
States. That is what the people of this
country will insist on. Mr. Sifton may teli
us the tariff js a dead Issue. We imagine
it was a pretty lively corpse that appearad
before the Government last week and de-
manded a $2 import duty on United States
lumber. Protection will be the issue of
the next general election. A Dingley tarift
will do for Canada what it has accomplish-
ed for the United States. Great Britain is
getting ready to abandon her free trade
delusion. Protection in the United States
has developed the industries of that country
to such an extent that American manufac-
turers are now taking business from their
British competitors in the latter’s own ter-
ritory. In electric machinery, locomotives,
structural iron work, bridges, the United
States has outdistanced Great Britain. If
the latter wishes to keep the United States
out of its markets it will be obliged to re-
sort to protection. No other recourse Is
left open to it. The World does not sup-
port the request of the lumbermen for a $2
duty on American lumber as a retaliation
against the Dingley tariff of $2 on our lum-
ber. We support it because we belleve it
is In the best interests of the Dominion.
The anti-American lumber policy which Mr.
Hardy was forced to adopt is now bringing
forth good results. A contract has just
been made by Messrs. Fisher & Turner of
Bay City, Mich., with Jdmes Playfair and
Chew Bros. of Midland for cutting 20,000,-
000 feet of logs into lumber. Under the old
regime all these logs would have been towed
to Bay City and there manufactured into
lumber. Other American lumbermen are
making similar contracts with other Cana-
dian sawmlills. The tariff issue is not dead.
It only sleeps.

CANADA AND THE GREAT EXHI-
BITION.

The Dominion of Canada is not unknown
in Europe. The German Emperor has con-
descended to notice us for our freshness in
demanding the abrogation of the German
treaty. The Czar has learned of Canada as
having the greatest railway system in the
world, his own perhaps excepted, and as
having afforded an asylum for the Douk-
hobors of the Caucusus. France knows us
well, and we have quite an acquaintanceship
with the countries of Southern Europe. We
are known more or less extensively in
China, Japan and other countries of the far
East. All the world will be represented at
the Paris Exhibition next year, and inhabi-
tants from all parts of the globe will wend
their way thither. It is all-important,
therefore, that the Dominion should make
a display worthy of her present position
and her future greatness. Canada has some-
what of a reputation in the world. She
ought to use the Parls Exhibition as a
means of extending it. The Paris Exhibi-
tion ought to prove the greatest immigra-
tion advertisement that Canada has ever
had. The amcunt of-space available for
(Canada is very small, being a little short
of an acre, viz., 27,100 square feet, in the
British Colonial Building, and 12,000 in the
British Building. The exhibit will be un-
der the control of the Dominion Govern-
ment, a commission having been appointed
for this purpose. A pamphlet concerning
the exhibition has been issued by the Go7-
ernment, and all who desire to be repre-
sented in the Canadian exhibit ought to get
a copy of the pamphlet. The Government,
we are told, preposes to arrange for some
exhibit in certain classes, but even in those
must very largely depend on the various
local organizations and on private indi-
viduals to supply specimens—for instance,
in mineral, agricultural, fishery or forestry
exhibits—which will ensure a fair represen-
tation of all parts of the country. In the|
classes of manufactured articles the chief |
dependence must be place upon the enter-
prise of private companies and individuals.
The Government undertakes, at the public
expense, the transportation of all ‘exhibits
from certain seaports of the Dominion to
Paris, and to look after che exhibits at the
fair. The Government caa afford to go to
considerable trouble and expense in making |
our exhibit worthy of the occasion and of |
the opportunity.

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Bay Canal. - The company Is hopeful of get-
ting the Government to guarantee the in-
terest on the’ of the work, or at least
on $17,000,000, for twenty years, at 2 per
cent. Mr. Tarte thinks the project is a
commendable one, and other members of the
Government are also of his way of think-
ing. We would not be surprised to learn
any day of the Government's endorsing Mc-
Leod Stewart’s project and becoming surety
for interest amounting to $340,000 per an-
num. The construction of this canal may
prove an economy in the transportation of
grain from the Northwest. We do not deay
that, but we do say that not a dollar should
be spent or guaranteed by the Government
on any rival of the St. Lawrence system un-
til the latter, in its enlarged capacity, has
had a fair. trial. - The 14-foot system will
not be available for traffic till next season.
It will take two or three years after that
to ascertain its effect on transportation
rates. The Georgian Bay Canal may be-
come a practical question in four or five
years, but it certainly would be foolish to
commit the country to another big canal
projeét before we have completed the en-
largement of the St. Lawrence system. The
latter must have a fair trial before it Is
condemned, for the undertaking of the
Georgian Bay Canal is a virtual condemna-
tion and abandonment of the whole 8t.
Lawrence system, upon which we have
spent so many tens of millions of dollars.
Let us complete and try the St. Lawrence
14-foot waterway before we undertake any
further experiments. If the enlarged sys-
tem .falls to attract a share of the business
that now seeks export by way of Buffalo
it will be in order to build the new route
by way of the Ottawa River. The building
of the proposed air line between Georgian
Bay and Toronto has a prior claim for Gov-
ernment assistance. If the Government
were to guarantee 2 per cent. on the cost
of this line, it would only be $60,000 a
year, and capital would soon be forthcom-
ing to build the line and submit to Govern-
mental regulation of rates. The transpor-
tation problem, as far as canals are eon-
cerned, is in a transition state. It would
be madness to launch out into a new and
expensive project until we know what the
present system is capable of.

MICHIGAN AND BEET SUGAR.

A large number of new beet sugar fac-
tories will be built in the United States
this year. A circumstance that is of spe-
cial significance to Ontario is the fact that
eight of them will be located in Michigan.
There is already one factory in operation in
that state. Its success has apparently been
80 pronounced as to justify the farmers go-
ing into the business in a wholesale way.

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THE FINNS AT HOME.
A long article in Sunday’s New York Tri-

bune is devoted to Finland and its people.
If we are to believe all that is sald about
the Finns in this article they will certainly
make a very desirable class of settlers for
this country. In Finland, we are told, pub-
lic opinion .is an. irresistible force, and it
s wholly enlisted on the side of morality
and justice.. The population has been
spoken of as one immense family of 2,500,-
000, all' the members of which, when once
they have attained a certain standard of
public usefulness, are more or less known
to one another, and each one feels that in
all the turning points of life the eyes of all
his countrymen are fixed upon him, and a
disgraceful act is remembered for genera-
tions. A good name and fame, therefore,
are a concrete reality in Finland, where
without it a man is disqualified from open-
ing' a place of business, from occupying a
post of trust in the office of any large
firm and from serving the State in any ca-
pacity.

They are grave, serious people, who un-
derstand a joke even less than the Scotch,
and chaff to them is absolutely unintellig-
ible. Life is a serious matter with them.
They sing continually, but all their music
is sad and their dances have nothing rolick-
ing or boisterous in them. The men and
women enjoy great freedom; they are edu-
cated In the same schools, and are brought
up to ignore sex; the chaperon is unknown,
and still at soclal gatherings there is an
unexpected restraint. There is mno such
thing as being ‘“bested” by the Finns.

Their Case As Stated to Sir Wilfrid
Laurier By Mr. James Scott
on Saturday,

COMPETITION OF THE STATES.

An Import
Duty on American Lumber to
Keep Up the Pace.

When the Georgian Bay lumbermen wait-
ed on Sir Wilfrid Laurier and his colleagues
on Saturday last they had a good case.
Among the statements laid before the Gov-
ernment was one by ex-Ald. James Scott,
Vice-President of the Georgian Bay Lumber
Company. Mr. Scott’'s statement was as
follows:

In asking the Government to consider the
request of the Lumbermen’s Assoclation for
the impesition of an import duty on lum-
ber, 1 do not base the argument on the
usual economic theory of protcction, for 1
know full well that the Government favors
a policy, not of protection, but rather one
of free trade, and that, for practical rea-
sons generally understood, the tariff at pre-
scnt in force in Canada is allowed to retain
mdny features which are purely in the
nature of protection, and it is because of
this fact that the interests of many of the
Canadian industries are fostered under the

tariff I feel the greater liberty in urging
the Government to a favorable »vlew’ of the
request of the association, and thus to pre-
vent injury to another and most important
industry of our country.

A Great Industry,

The lumber-industry is admitted to be,
next to agriculture, the most imporfant in
Canada, whether viewed from the army of
men employed, and the consequent advan-
tage accruing therefrom, or from the value
of the output of the mills and the addition
to the country’s wealth by the preparation
of raw material for the consumer’s use, or
even from the value to the country of the
manufactured article exported. The extent
of the investments in timber and plant, and
the money spent in the active operations
from the standing tree to the consumer's
premises, or to the rail of the exporting
vessel, are so great, and the ramifications
of their influence, direct and indirect, on
business generally, so numerous and so in-
tense that the prosperity of the lumber
trade 48 to a great cxtent the measure of
the country's prosperity.

Lumber the Barometer,

When the lumber trade is prosperous, ex-
perience and observation show that the
conntry is also prosperous, and vice versa.
This does not arise, to any great extent,
from such effect as the favorable condition
of the country in other respects may have
on the lumber trade, for the home consump-
tion of Jumber is not by any means the
cbief factor, though, of course, it has a
rroportionately favorable effect, but it does
arise to an infinitely greater extent from
those other conditions under which the raw
material is prepared for the outside consum-
er by the employment of many home forces
and agencies, and by the wealth directly
brought into the country therefor. If the
lumber trade of Canada had to-depend
wholly on the home market, it would be-
come at once a very insignificant affair, and

eneral prosperity would soon be paralyzed
gy the great and sudden decline in the
employment of labor, and in the consump-
tion of various articles manufactured in
Canada, as well as in the power of purchas-
ing such staples as breadstuffs, and the like,
which so closely enter into the daily life of
a people who depend on their labor. This
much in reference to the importance of the
trade, and of fostering those conditious
which conduce to its prosperity.

Conditions Have Changed.

To-day the trade in lumber between Can-
ada and the United States stands on a dif-
ferent footing from that on which it stood
in years gone by. As far back as 1870 a
stiff import duty was imposed by the
United States, but the very favorable con-
~ditions then prevailing here enabled the
Canadign producer to compete with the
American producer in his own home
market. Those conditions, however, do
not now exist, mor have they ex
isted for a good many years.
At present the cost of production is quite as
high as, if not highér than in the United
States, But the American producer has
many advantages over the Canadian. He
has the advantage of being able to utilize
nearly every part of the log at his mill
door, and of being able to find at home in
a free market ready sale for all the pro-
duvcts, ineluding what is to the Canadian
an expensive waste. But the Canadian has
to construct expensive plant for the de-
struction of such waste, and to Incur con-
siderable expense in running that plant--
thus losing doubly as compared with the
American, These facts are not seriously
denied, or if denied, only by those who are
ignorant of them, or have a speclal inter-
est to be served by the contrary conten-
tion. Seeing that the Government
through the Canadian Commission, have
details concérning the relative costs of'lum-
ber, it is not necessary to deal further with
that point.

Southern Pine.

For several years southern pine has com-
pletely displaced for many purposes white
pine, even in many of the United States
markets, which previously absorbed large
quantities of Canadian lumber; and as
southern pine is produced entirely by negro
labor—a labor as cheap as can be got In
North America—and from standing timber
which has cost the producer merely a nom-
inal sum as compared with the cost of
Canadian pine, the lumberman in Canada
who has to employ white labor is crowded
to the wall. Along the western border ss
far as the Pacific Coast the keenness of
competition is felt from more favorable
conditions which prevail on the American
side, even if there were not a two-dollar
duty against the Canadian.

Cheap Traflie in the U, 8,

The American lumberman in his home
market has a great advantage in cheaper
transportaion both by rail and water, but
particularly by rall, and as lumber Is now
generally produced at considerable dis
tances from the markets the cost of trans-
portation is a large item in determining
values. It Is well known that the keenness
of competition by rival lines in the United
States has given much lower rates to the
American than camx be obtained by the Can*
adian lumberinan, even for shorter dis-
tances in Canada. But as this question of
transportation is to be specifically dealt
with by another speaker, I content myself
with this simple statement of fact.
