Budapest, May 5—Maurice Jokai, the

distinguished Hungarian novelist,jour- |

nalist and politician, who  was receatly
rerorted to be seriously ill from inflam-
mation of .the lungs, died this even-
ing. Jokai was born &t Komarom, a
royal free city and capital of the
cocunty of the same name, situated at
the conflience of the Waag and the
Danube, 46 miles west northwest cf
Fudapest, on Feb. 19, 1825, He was
.educated at Pressburg, the seat of
the ~Hungarian parliament, till 1845,
and ‘at the Calvinist College of Papa,
a town in the County of Vesz-
prem, Hungary, afterwards be-
coming an advocate. An ardent
patriot, he took an active . part
in the revolution of 1848-9, under lhe
leadership of .Louis Kossuth, and in
the subsequent struggle which re-
sulted in the dual system of govern-
ment established under the leadership
of Deak in 1867.

At the age of forty he began the

publication of the series of novels and
romances, which has made him known|
thruout the civilized world. Amonz
theseé may be specially noted “A Hun-|
garian Nabob,” a translation of which

was ‘issued in 1898, and “Black Dia-
monds,”” which appeared in English 1n
1896., Jokai was a prolific writer, and
his works are characterized by virilily,
psychological analysis and vivid por-

traiture. In addition to his numerous;

volumes he also acted as chjef editor
of the Néamzet,'a hoted Budapest jour-
nal, and held thig' porition down to
