Chicago Packers Now Control
200 Foods Unrelated to
Meat Packing.

HARD TO GET FACTS

Secretive Methods Employed
by Big Firms in Suppress-
ing Information.

Washington, Oect.
the claim that the big five packing cori-
panies of Chicago bid fair to dominate
the wholesaie grocery trade, and al-
ready handle more than 200 foods un-
related to the meat packing industry,
many of them directly competitive as
meat substitufes, is made in part IV. of
the federal commission’s report on the
industry, published today.

‘“The extent to which the packer
should be permitted to enter unrelated
food lines (even assuming legitimate
competitive methods),” the report said,
“is a matter which the public interest
alone should determine,

"“Two questions, primarily economic,
are involved:

“Does this widening of activily resuilt
in additional economics of production
and distribution?

Secret Methodg Utilized.
“Does it result, and will it continue

to result to the public in lower prices!

and better quality Bt product and ser-
vice?

“Owing to the maze and, secrecy of
the packers’ methods
much of his business,” the report adds,
“‘exact statistics on many of the com-
modities are not available for the coun-
try as a whole, which will show just
how far the packers’ control has
reached. Many companies manufactir-
ing or handling these commodities are
controlled by packer interests, no hint
of which is divuiged by the names un-
der which they operate, and even a
thoroughgoing examination may fail to
uncover the packer connection in every
case. P

‘“There sufficient evidence,” the re-
port continues, ‘‘that the ‘big five’ are
dividing the fleld among themselves.”
The report declareg the meat packers
““are large speculators, and
control of capital and credit enables
them to buy in such a way as to re-sell
upon a market in which their purchases
have forced up the price.” Tt also as-
serts that the packers ‘‘have extraor-
dinary buying and marketing power due

to certain advantages, perhaps not al-!
unjustifi- |

lawful,
able."”

COMES TO END
SUNDAY, 0CT, 26

All Railway Clocks Will Be
Changed On That
Morning.

Montreal, Oct. 16.—The day-
light saving time, which has
beensin effect on ail Canadlan
rallways during the summer, will
change at 2 a.m. on Sunday,
October 26. This announcement
is' made in a circular sent out to
the railways from the offices of
the Canadian rallway war board.

At the hour mentioned all rall-
way clocks will be put back from
2 o’clock to 1 o'clock, thus re-
establishing “winter” time. The
board’s order affects directly
only eight rallways of Canada,
placing them on the same foot-
ing as regards time as the Unit-
ed States railways.
