'WOMEN IN ITALY
. MUST “GO SLOW”

Italy is determined to retain her hold
on a wonderful and. quite dead past and
to be satisfled with progress .that does
not progress unduly, The Italian gov-
ernment has just issued an order that
excludes women from some 50 classifica-
tions of government employment. It {s
affirmed that the Itallans, holding ‘‘con-
servative views on the appearance of
women in public life,” are alarmed at the
possible extension of feminism in their
country and are now taking steps wise
as the above to prevent it. But it would
not be fair for the suffragist of northern
countries to blame the Italians for this,
as the northerner does not understand to
what extent the harem idea obtains in
Latin countries. The Mohammedan re-

rd for women is not particularly flat
oring and the Italian is merely too polite
to go as far. Therefore it is that the
curious tradition has grown up in Italy,

- or has been handéd down on to it from

the east, that the woman is best kept
in a pen or compound, and is mot to
think very much, Every now and then
some unruly Itallan woman breasks out
into a thinking spell, to the grief of
the conservative Itallan male and the
horror of the traditionalist.
