PROGRESS 1S
BEING MADE
IN BRAZIL

Since wne Revolution Great Strides
Have Been Taken By .the
Natives

“The development of Brazil within the
last twenty years since it became a repub-
lic has been marvellous,” said C. H. At-
well, formerly a resident of that eountry,
but now of New Orleans, at The Belve-
dere. “But little is known by the average
man of that great country, and yet its
area is greater than that of the United
States and Germany combined. It is a
country of magnificent opportunities, and,
while great strides have been made in the
last twenty years, it is still but on the
threshold of its possibilities. It has mil-
lions upon millions of aeres of \’irﬁin soil
and forests awaiting the immigrant.

“The increase in population has been
rapid since the revolution of 1889. - In '1890
there were but 14,000,000 inhabitants; in
1900 there were 17,000,000, and the next
census will show at least 22,000,000. These
immigrants have worked wonders in the
crude agricultural methods formerly in
vogie. Now the land is worked by modern
machinery and the yield per acre has been
doubled. Manufacturers have been start-
ed and are now on the high road to pros-
perity. But, above all, the last years have
witnessed a transformation in the natives
themselves. From an indolent, careless set,
ready at all times to follow the lead of
some demagogue who was seeking power,
t!wy have become an industrious, progres-
sive, and ambitious people. The days of
revolutions are over in that country. The
people are too busy with their material
de_\'elopmeni to fight. They are building
railroads and opening up their magnificent
waterways. From 4,300 miles, when the
monarchy was overthrown, the railway
system has grown into 11,380 miles, with
over 2.000 miles under coastruction. Bdrazil
l_vas also built up a merchant marine and
it is growing bhoth in numbers of ships and
in the amount of trade carried.”—Balti-
more Ameriran.

bond issues. In cases where the street
raihvay used ‘the stre@t@ihe railway some-
times paved the streets between the rails
and for a certain difthnee on each side.
When they did not do this they contrib-
uted $1,000 & mile to the cost of the pav-
[ing ‘and $250 périyeat for its upkeep. In
Montreal neither of #hese plans were
adopted, but the sum was raised out 'of
the general assessment. In ~t. John he
believed the permanent streets cost should
be met by a bond 1ssue.  He had prepared
a resolution bearing on the matter in gen-
éral terms. £t

President Estabrooks asked for a free
discussion of the whole matter.

H. B. Schofield called attenffon to a
statement of Ald. Frink that permanent
streets to the extent of $79,000 or $80,000
could be constructed this vear without an
increase in the city debt as débentures to
that amount were maturing and would be
retired. If this were so it was a most
opportune time to begin. He thought the
first thing for the city to do was to’secure
the services of some. official who had had
experience in street paving. The sum of
glbout $70,000 a year was spent in repair-
ing streets and this had to be done every
year. Permanent paving would save much
of this. As to the streets to he paved
first he did not think the board of works
had made the best selection. He favored

William street from Kipg to Princess or
Duke and Dock and Mill street from the
Market square to the Union depot.

Mayor Bullock said some members of
the common council did not seem to be
in favor of permanent streets even if they!
The selection of |
streets to be paved could very well be
left to the council and the city engimeer
and he advised the members of the board
not to interfere with the streets selected.
The paving was all of the same kind and
the job could be more cheaply done if
done all at once instead of piecemeal. He
then read an estimate of the cost as fol-
lows: Main street, $15,000; Pond street,
$34,000; Smythe street, $16,000; Nelson
street, $12,000, and Water street, $9,000,
ar a total of $86,000. The whole of the
bonds maturing thig year could not . be
entirely wiped out but there would be a
reissue. By means of this $2,000 a year
would be saved. During 'the past ten
years $50,000 had been expended on street
work in patching, ete. The council would
have $4,000 available this  year and it
swould only be necessary to provide an ad-
ditional $2,400 to raise $80,000 for perman-
ent work. This would mean an increase of
one cent in the rate.  As for the future,
he thought that would provide for itself.
The work would prove so successful that
citizens would be highly pleased with it.
In 1911 debentures to the extent of $397,-
500 will mature, there is $150,000 to meet
this and consequently the city is in a posi-
tion to expend $80,000 per year for per-
manent streets for the next three years.
