degree of pain in the rogion of the liver. It seoms to
me & rocurrence of hose symptoms that accompany
attucks of what is called by physicians, a liver com-
pluint, to which I huve been a good deal subject. Tho
appetite instead of beiny keen becomes imperfect, with
# peculiar taste of the mouth, as if something was
wantivg in the funetions of digestion, for which ea-
thaitics are only a temporary relivf, not a remedy.

The common Tomate, used in making gravy, at
once removes this taste of the mouth, in u little time
quickens the action of tho liver, and removes all the
above noticed symptoms snd feelings. I regurd it as
uu invaluable urticle of diet, er, if you please, as of
medicine, or of medical dietotics,  With me it bas al-
ways been an ebject of solicitude, to find out such diet
as should supercede the necessity of wmedicine. Ex-
cept in pickle, which I eavuot use, I est Tomato in
ull imaginable modes of dressiug, and find it perfectly
ulupted to my wants. In the hope of being of some
use to othere, these facts are stated. The Tomato is
of grest uve to me.

It was planted six yeurs ago, drops its own seed into
the ground, and has produced bushels every year, with
no other treuble than once digging the same ground,
in spring, and vue or two boeings, om & spot of per-
haps six feet square.

Lle of an oqual quautity of cucumbers. But, one
other olject romains to Lu stated.

Tinchne to the opinion, though without having ful-
ly tried it, thut the Tomato may be made into a rich
sauco, for meat; and be kept through the year, or
from evason to seasom of the fiuit. The gravy, 1
kuow, even in the hottest weather of summer, wil)
keep perfectly unclianzed lor several days, in a com-
raon open dish in the pantry ; and this 1'know, He vy
cook does uot like the article, I Lave coutrived to
keep it over when she neglects my directions.

If properly prepared, and bottled and cerked, it
will certuinly keep good in an ice bonse, or perhaps in
a common collar, or under wuter, or in a low und uni-
form temperature, At any rate, if found to bLe as
useful to others us to me, it will bo quite desirable to
find eut how it muy be preserved for use. As a pic-
kle kept in brine or vinegur, I could not use it, and 1
am inelined to thiuk that its ¢ood qualities weuld be
much diminished, for any ore, by this mede of pieser-
vation. It seems to me, that ef all the articles of
diet or medicine that have come te my knowledge,
the Tomate acts most directly upon tho liver, and

er, aud the abdeminal viscera, I have through life,
been subject to the necessity of using cathartics, until
having discovered the good effects of the Tomuto.
In all cases, except in such above described, my flow
of animal spirits has nlwuys been uniform, rather a-
bundant than etherwise, sustaining severe mental of-
fors, even to twelve and nineteen hours each twenty-
four, for six weeks in succassion, always without oth-
er stimuli than ordinary foud and drink. Wine never
exhilivates. excepe as it incrouses my genoral health,
and ardeut spirits always depresses the tone of my
mind. How far they may be yegarded as peculiari-
ties, I know not, but T think proper to state them, for
the sake of a clear understanding, and sincere dosire
to be uselul to others,

When niilieted with an inaction of the bowels, hend-
ache, u bud taste of the mouth, straitness of the chest,
and a dull, painful heaviness of the region of the liver,
the whole of these symptoms are remeved by Tomato
sauce ; aud the mind in the course of some few hours
is put into perfect tune like a wew violin. These
facts merit «. narration, and I can bus hope they muy
bo of use to many persons. The true plan of life for
men of mind, and especially for men of study. nud
much mental offort, is s0 to'live, as to have our food
supply nll that is necessary of medicine, A wise man
will soun learn to relish what agrues with his tomper-
ament, and veject all else, in food and dvink. To
which T will euly add, that much employment of the
mind, particutarly in men of slow habits of body, and
slow action of the bowals, enlls for a lurger proportion
than thoy generally use, of liquid food er driuk.
