Chatham, England, June 21. — Sub­

marine X-l, the largest and most pow­
erful underwater craft in the world, 
was launched here last week. The 
“mystery ship," as she has been called, 
displaces 2,780 tons on the surface and 
3,600 tons submerged, which is greater 
by more than a thousand tons that any 
similar craft now afloat.
