Alliance — London Papers
Hail It as Notable Accom-
plishment—Clear Way on
Ratio Question, but Shan-

Washington, Dec. 19—The Washing-
ton conference was prepared to announce
to the world teday *its first
achievement—the four power agreement
designed to preserve peace in the Paci-
fic and providing in direct terms, it is
understood, for abrogation of the Anglo-
Japanése alliance

The conference was called to hold its
fourth plenary session at 11 a. m. to
receive the

acceptance of ‘the agreement binding
them not to go to war over any dispute
arising in connection with the Pacific
Islands until the elapse of a definite per-
iod giving opportunity for peaceful dis-
cussion and settlement. The delegates
were hurriedly summoned to meet by
Chairman Hughes on receipt of the
French acceptance of the proposal

Naval Ratio. : ‘
While the question of naval ratios, ac-
cording to some of the foreign dele-
gation spokesman, was not to be taken
up at least directly at the plenary ses-
sion, its: relation to the four powers’
agreement was regarded as vital and
hefre was seen to be a rapid clearing of
the way in the treaty development for
final agreement on the naval preblem.

Another vital influence in this direc-
tion was seen in the strong intimations
today that ‘an informal understanding,
at least, had been reached by the inter-
ested delegations to!settle the question
of Pacific bases and fortifications-on a
status quo basis—by agreeiment against
their further extension.

A momentous stage of the separate
Shantung conference also had been reach-
‘ed today with the Chinese and Japanese
delegations prepared to take up the ques-
tion. of ownership and control of the
Kiso-Chow-Tsinan Fu Railway in the
Japanese leasehold, upon which, accord-
ing: to the Chirese viewpoint, hinges the
success or failure of the entire effort here
to settle the Shantung disputé. China
seeks complete, undivided authority over
the railway and unless this was granted
it was said by Dr. Koo, of the Chinese

London, Dec.- 10—(Canadian Press)—
The work thus far accomplished by the
‘Washington conference, especially the
agreement for a four power treaty as a
substitute for the Anglo-Japanese al-
liar:ce, is highly praised in the editorial
columns of this morning’s newspapers.
The commentators, in expressing their
enthusiasm, give hearty and unreserved
praise to President Harding and Secre-
tary Hughes . for the parts they have
played.

The Morning Post describes the four
power. agreement as “indisputably the
greatest achievement in constructive
statesmanship of our time, fraught with
powers for good so large that they een-
not yet be rightly estimated.” It adds:
“Although the proposed treaty concerns
the Pacifi¢/ its existence necessarily in-
volves, cordial corporation on all other
matters between the U. S. and _Great
Britain, the two nations which,” above
all, are resolved to-maintain peace.”

The Daily Telegraph believes that the
quadruple alliance, if approved . will
established in the Pacific something in
the nature of the Monroe Doctrine.
While warmly appreciating the advant-
ages which it considers Great Britain
derived from the '‘Anglo-Japanese al-
liance, the newspaper says: “It is a mat-
ter of satisfaction that the latter may
now be merged with the new in an an
agreement better suited to the new. con-
ditions.” The Daily Chroncile . says:

“There are still many gaps in the de-
fenses that are being erected against
war and the wicked extravagance of
armed peace. but enough already has
been accomplished to issue the Wash-
ington conference a higher place in the
history of the peace movement than any-
thing achieved at The Hague.” .

The newspaper hopes the meeting will
be followed by an economic conference
and one to discuss land armaments in
Europe, at which.Germany and Russia
would be represented.

The Westminster Gazette thinks Presi-
dent Harding’s claim® that the conference
“ijs going to succeed beyond our fond-
est hopes” is justified by all the inform-

IS AGREEMENT
FOR TEN YEARS.

Washington, Dec. 10—The draft of
the proposed treaty between the U. S
Great Britain, France and Japan, which
is to supplant the Anglo-Japanese al-
liance and pave the way for the accept-
ance of the Hughes proposal for' naval
reduction was. formally laid before the
arms conference today by Senator Lodge.

It is a ten year agreement in which
the" four nations bind themselves to re-
spect their existing rights in insular pos-
sessions and dominions in the Pacific and
in the ease of disputes which cannot be
settled by diplemacy agree to a joint
conference among themselves. Any one
of the parties may withdraw on twelve
months notice, after the expiration of
ten years. The treaty requires confirma-
tion by the senate.

The
time limit was placed at August 1922,
and the early completion of the work in
time to care for the increased consump-
tion of the winterport season has been
the subject of congratulation to those
responsible.

There are still a few odd jobs to be
completed before the line is entirely
finished and about thirty men are now
engaged placing foundations and anchor
blocks at the elbows and making the
final adjustment to air valves, etc.
