From Frugality To Luxury

It is significant in the rapid development
of Germany from being one of the most
frugal countries in Europe to being one of
the most devoted to luxury that of the rare
complaints made at this time of the year

,| those that are most energetically put for-

ward are against the dearness of caviar
&hd the tyranny of the tip. Both seem
to indicate rather indirectly, but no less
plainly, that there is a superfluity of funds
somewhere, but both are treated as mat-
ters of moment,

In the first place caviar has risen 25 per
cent. in the course of the year, and has
been given a further increased price during
the last few weeks. This may not mean
much tc the ordinary American, for the
foreign market for caviar is restricted. On
the other hand Germany today has a big-
ger consumption of the article than any
other country in KEurope, eveu including
Russia.

It is not that it is cheap, for it is any-
thing but that, and may generally be reck-
oned as the dearest item on the menu,
challenging Napoleon brandy and April
strawberties in the matter of price. But it
is to be met with everywhere where the
occasion is to eat, and even in the beer-
houses that serve a copious luncheon at
any hour between ome and five for the
total sum of thirty-one cents, it is always
on the menu (though not included iy, the
thirty-two cents), standing in & corn€r, so
!many grams of such or such a brand of
| caviar, at so, much—generally starting at
about thirty-one cents, and ascending to
seventy-five cents a portion.

In the hotel restaurants it is one of
the peculiarities that one becomes the most
quickly accustomed to on first visiting
Germany. A huge block of clear ice is
brought in, very often lighted by electric-
ity from mthm, and on the top is a small
box of caviar, out of which it is helped
with all the respect and care that one
might exact for the oldest of old wines.
When it is added that in Berlin the shops
selling caviar and caviar alone are as num-
erous and as handsomely equipped as those
of, let us say, an Italian warehouseman,
and that several of the largest and most
prominent of the illuminated roof "adver-
tisements in central Berlin are devoted to
its praise, it will be seen what an import-
ant role it plays in'the economics of the
(German table, and: how much irritatien is
caused by its enhanced price.

The reason is the increasing demand can
be met this year only by a considerably
diminished supply.

“I gtudied the snipe because I am very
fond of birde and wanted to write a good
essay,” he told me. "I just wrote down
what I saw—I have read very little about'
them.”

“He knows something about every bird,”
she said. “He is always watching them
and talking about them.”

When the local examiner saw Reggie's
paper he attached the following note to

The boy has gone one better than imnost
of us! I'have today received a letter from’
a friend which shows that what the bay
says about eeeing the young in the nest
upsete the statements of some of the first-
rate authorities who say that young enipe
run about as soon as they are hatched.

In his essay, which he wrote without
help—his parents did not even know that
he had entered the competition — Reggie
writes:— e

My bird is the common snipe. I've seen
some snipes in our village in the winter
time. Sometimes if the winter is
severe these poor birds die, as their long
beaks are rather soft.

I'm very glad some of the snipes stay in
England all the year round, because I like
to watch them.

On May 5 I saw another bird with mine.
I watched to see what they were doing.
I saw my bird and hie mate hunting for
a nice place to build a nest.

New York, Jan. 2i—A cable to the Tri-
bune from Lond'on says:

Board of Trade regulations issued today
to become operative on March 1, provide
that British sea going ships shal] carry
lifeboats and life saving appliances for all
on board.
