Baker Produces Wheatless, Egg-

Boston, Oct. 30—Millions of pounds of
raw sugar come into the port weekly, but
the stringency does not abate, and now
the blame is placed on soft drinks and
confectionery, instead of the fact that
cargo after cargo is being “hipped to
Europe or sent back to Cuba after be-
ing refined. To add to the hardship it is
not possible now to import from Canada,
for many a man got in his supply that
way. One citizen sought to obtain a
lot frop St. John last week and sup-
posed that it could be sent by parcel
post. To his horror he learned that the
posta.ge would be a cent an ounce, mak-
ing the cost more than double, as sugar
is now eleven cents a pound. That
~thousands of barrels are being held for
higher prices is unquestioned, despite
the law just put on the books that im-
poses a $5,000 fine, two years impris-
onment, or both, on speculators in the
necessaries of life. Anothet period of
rationing is in sight and there is talk of
three pounds a month a person, but the
problem is to catch the sugar.

Wheatless, eggless, sugarless cakes and
cookies, born of the necessities of war-
time conservation, are the achievement
with which Max Braun of Hartford
startled the veteran bakers at a New
England convention yesterday after-

“If the allies could only see that in
Lsthonia and Finland they have an open
door to Russia, and that by sepding
them food, clothing and ammunition,
they would be creating buffer states
against Bolshevism and giving aid to
those who have driven this menace back
from Europe into its own miserable
mire.”

Tweaty-one Lives in Grave Danger

‘ in Ohio
Caught Back of Flames While

Made - Mule Drags One Man
to Safety

Amsterdam, Ohio, Oct. 30—With
flames spreading back toward twenty-one
miners trapped in the north passage of
No. 2, mine of the Youghiogheny and
Ohio Coal Company mine, officials last
night felt no hope for the men. Rescue
parties formed from other workmen were
able to remain in the mine only a few
minutes because of the heat and smoke.

Company officials say that the miners
were entombed when an electric gener-
ator operating a fan exploded and set
fire to the wood braces. It was said the
flames started 200 feet from the elevator
shaft.

Partly suffocated and his clothing and
hands burned, a trip driver emerged
from the burning mine early last night.
He related how he lay on the floor of a
mine car and his mule pulled him to the
shaft. He said that the other miners
had started farther back in the burning
passage- ¢

A crowd of more than 1,000 men, wo-
men and children thronged the entrance
to the mine, watching the work of res-
cue, eager for any word as to the condi-
tion of the men back of the flames. Nb
explosion had been reported last night.

The-rescuers late in the night had
reached No. 14 entry, about fifty yards
from where the men are believed trap-
ped. They reported the flames had eaten
away the timbers, which caused a cave-
in and made the work . of the rescuing
party more difficult-

here as of the greatest moment. It in-
volves the right of Canada, by reason of
her industrial importance, to name one
of the members of the governing body
rather than to take her chance of elec-
tion as one of the nations of lesser im-
portance from the industrial point of
view.

The international labor office, which
will be controlled by the governing body,
forms part of the permanent organiza-
tion created to further application of the
labor principles embodied in the peace
treaty. Its governing body is to consist
of twenty-four members. Twelve will
represent the governments, 'six will be
elected by employers’ delegates to the
international labor conference, six by
workers’ delegates to the conference.

Of the twelve government representa-
tives, eight will be nominated by the
members of the conference which are of
“chief industrial importance.” The re-
maining four will be nominated by the
other government delegates to the con-
ference. ’

The Issue.

The issue arises over which eight na-
tions are of “industrial importance” and
therefore empowered eack to name a
representatiye on the governing body.
The organizing committee of the labor
conference has reported in favor of the
United States, Great” Britain, Frapce,
Italy, Belgium, Japan, Switzerland and
Spain.

If German delegates are admitted,Ger-
many, by reason of her industrial im-
portance, will be entitled to a seat on the
governing body, and Spain, being at the
end of the list, will cease to be num-
bered among the eight. Now, the posi-
tion taken by Canada is that she should
rank as one of the eight nations of “chief
industrial importance” and to that end
has deposited a protest.

The dominion government holds that
she is entitled to be so regarded on the
grounds of population, and of relative in-
dustrial importance. When the council
of the League of Nations convenes, and
this is expected soon, Canada’s protest
will be one of the first questions for ad-
Jjudication. :

Proceedings at yesterday afternoon’s
sitting of the international labor confer-
ence were confined largely to the reading
and translating of the organizing com-
mittee’s report, but speeches by dele-
gates from Spain and from the Latin
American republic led to exciting pas-
sages and tangles in procedure. French
and English are the official languages of
the conference, but the Spanish speaking
delegates, saying that they numbered
|twenty-six out of eighty-four present,
!loudly asserted that Spanish should be
added as a third official language.

The question whether draft of stand-

/ing orders should be provisionally ap-
i proved was under discussion. Mr. Rowell,
‘ Canadian government delegate,had moved
{approval. Viscount De Eza, Spanish
government delegate, in a long speech
in Spanish, demanded to know it ap-
Iproval would imply deferring the official
| recognition of Spanish until after the
| conference.
He was assured that the standing or-
‘lders were merely provisional and that
their adoption was necessary to enable
the conference to proceed at all. The
subject was still under discussion when
M. Louis Guerin, employers’ delegate
from France, complained that proper
study of the organization committee's
report would take time. He suggested
adjournment till Monday.

Immediately, Leon Jounaux, secretary
,of the French confederation of labor
tand French workers’ delegate, protested.
i He thought an adjournment till this
| afternoon sufficient. .

i The Polish employer delegate took ex-
|ception to both. In his view delegates
|could make themselves sufficiently ac-
quainted with the report by working at
'night. He suggested, amid considerable
| murmuring, adjournment until 9 o’clock
this morning.

i The discussion on adjournment was
‘Warmly proceeding when Mr. Rowell in-
| terposed on a point of order. “Is the
"question before the conference not that
of approving the provisional standing or-
der?” he asked sharply. “I beg to submit
that question as to when we shall meet
again are not now revelant.”

Mr. Wilson, United States secretary of
labor, who is acting as chairman, ruled
that Mr. Rowell’s point was well taken
and called a vote. Without dissent, the
motion was carried, although one Ser-
bian delegate complained that he had
not had an opportunity to see the stand-
ing orders and therefore could not vote.
The Spanish speaking delegates support-
| ed the motion.

i Mr. Draper, Canadian workers’ dele-
sgato, moved adjournment of the confer-
jence till this afternoon, and with the
i adoption also of his motion, the confer-

| ence adjourned. "
