Bills Before the Connsil.
A sphcial meeting of the common
council was held Saturday afternoon, to
consider the bills prepared for legislature,
The first bill submitted was entitled an
act to authorize an assessment for Free
Public Libraries in St. John. The motion
that $2000 for the city and $500 for the
North end library be the grant, was car-
ried. The bill was passed and ordered
to be engrossed and sent to the legisla-
ture.
The next bill was an act to authorize
the assessment of $4,000 for repairs to the
exhibition building. Adopted.
The bill entitled an act to amend the
law relating to the height of wooden
ware houses, authorizing the building of
the same to the height of 25 feet, was
adopted.

The next bill was passed without dis-
cussion:—An act to extend the time for
granting liquor licenses in that portion
of St. John formerly known as Portland
in case of the repeal of the Scott act.

Considerable discussion was evoked
by the reading of a bill entitled an act
to amend the Union act, making it law-
ful for the Council to change and vary
add to or withdraw from the departments
of public safety and public works, and
providing that the board of the depart-
ment of public works for the manage-
ment of the water system shall consist of
the chairman of the department and
four s. With ref to the bill
it was explained that this simply
made one mode of assessment for the
whole city. The bill was ded in

JUDGE BOTSFORD’S DEATH.

e Meets with a Sad Accldent, and Ex-
pires After Much Saffering—An Aects
ive Life in Politics and Law.

The announcement that Judge Bots-
ford died yesterday moérning at Moncton
from injuries received Saturday evening
was heard in St. John with surprise and
the deepest regret. The accident refer~
red to seems to have happened in a pe-
caliar manner. From what is told by
those who witnessed the
accident it appears that
the judge, who had been visiting at the
Moncton club house, Main street, was in
the act of putting on his overcoat when
he slipped and fell through a window in
the second story of the building. He
turned completely over and landed on
his back, falling to the ground, a dis-
tance of 16 feet. When picked uphe was
unconscious.

Examination discovered the fact that

no bones were broken, but internal injur-

ies were quite apparent. He was, later in
the evening, taken to his residence,

Church street, where, after a short time,

he recovered consciousness. From 11

Jclock Saturday night he grew steadily

worse, and breathed his last at 11.45 yes-

terday morning. The internal injuries
consisted of paralysis of the bowels,heart
and spine.

No one was present in the room when

Judge Botsford fell through the window,

nor was the unfortunate, gentleman, be-

fore he died, able totell how the accident
occurred but it'is thought that he had
been suddenly seized with faintness.

An Acadian Burylug Ground at Petite
Riviere.

Denys’ “History of North America,”
published in 1672, shows that Rauzilly,
French governor of ‘Acadie, formed a
settlement at Petite Riviere, Lunenburg
Co. In 1632 he built a fort and chapel
at ¥ort Point, at the mouth of the river
LaHave, where he resided. The old
burial ground is located on the narrow
space between the foot of the Hhill on
which the village stands and the shore,
about half a mile from the mouth of the
river. Most of the graves are enclosed
by a nearly circular stone wall about
two hundred feet across. This wall
was originally ; four or five feet in
height, but is now almost entirely cover-

ed by sand which has been blown over
it by the force of the wind and waves. In
some places it has fallen down, in others
it is visible several inches above the sand.
