RUSSIANS LEFT RUSSIAN WARSHIPS

In an interview at Vancouver with a 
News-Advertiser representative, Kang 
Yu Wai, the great Chinese reformer, 
said:

“Since leaving China I have travelled 
round the world, passing through South­
ern Asia, and Europe, and have visited 
many branches of the Reform Associa­
tion. There are now millions., of mem­
bers in all parts of the world,'arid we ex­
pect to see that the great Chinese people 
wilf all adopt the manners and customs 
which mark the progress of other na­
tions.

“I am surprised at the rapidity with 
which the movement is gaining hold in 
China. Students are In all the principal 
cities of the world studying modern 
methods and becoming imbued with 
modern ideas. Some of these students 
are sent 6y the government, others by 
the association, while others go on their 
own account. The work of reform in 
China will not be so difficult as in Ja­
pan. In the latter country much time 
and labor was taken up in the transla­
tion of European books of learning and 
science, and as the languages of Japan 
and China are very similar, the same 
translations may be used.

THIRTY DEAD ON FIELD. REACH PORT SAID.

Tokio, Nov. 23.—3.00 p. m.—Army 
lieadquarters yesterday received the fol- 

t lowing telegram from the Manchurian 
headquarters:

*On Monday, November 21st, at 6.30 
in the morning, our detachment ad­
vanced towards Weitzuku, north of Sien- 
chuang, and attacked and occupied the 
enemy’s camping grounds. Subsequently 
a superior force of the enemy gradually 
pressed our left flank and rear. Receiv­
ing reinforcements, we drove the enemy 

; toward Ghenliejin at 9.30 a. m. 
enemy’s strength was about six hundred* 
infantry and three hundred cavalry, with 
four guns. The enemy left 30 dead 
bodies on the field. We took six prison­
ers, as well as spoils, including 30 rifles, 
entrenching tools, ammunition, etc. Our 
casualties were one lieutenant wounded1 
and1 28 men killed or wounded.”

Port Said, Nov. 24.—A division- of the 
Russian second Pacific squadron has ar­
rived here.

Ferryman ^Briggs, John Dobson, an 
engineer of St. Thomas, and Daniel 
Uss-her, a conductor of Ridgetown, Ont*., 
saved themselves by hanging to the over­
turned boat, but the other four passen­
gers were drowned.
