THE POLICY OF THE BXECUTIVE

and its legislative and administrative
work in all departments of the govern-
ment, and I venture to think that
upon the whols, its policy has been
eonsidered souad, its legislatinn useful
and its ad ministeation efficient.

I/do not propose to make an elabor-
abe review of our 'work ‘as a govern-
ment, covering the seven years during
which we have held office. It will
serve to recall to public recollection
the leading principles to which we have
sought to give effuct, to indicate in
general tarms, as [ will do later in this
address, the enactments we have be:n
instramental in placiag upon the statute
book. Nor do I purpose to enter upon
a defence efther of our policy or of our
general management of affaivs. If in
matters of polioy the government have
been much at fault, its faults have
been shared not only by the entive
body of yoyr represe ntatives, oppo-
sition and government supporters alike,
but as well by press and people, for,
excepting the differences which have
arisen from the imposition of an in-
creased stumpage tax, and in relation
to the inlang tisheries, soarvely a serious
complaint has been raissd of our policy
either withun or withuut the legislature.
One position before the country upon
questions of public policy may be
taken to be a small one, otherwise the
country ‘would long since have had
alternative proposals before it on snme
at least of the subjects with which we
have bninnllod upou to deal.

Turning to that description of govern-
mental servioe which may be called
administrative, 1 presums the subject
.

THE PUBLIC BXPRNDITURB
-ongages , much the largest share of
‘attention, and as is the case with all
governmbnts, excites the meot criticism.
Even here it is a significant fact that
our oppunents in the legislature have
rathecfjeomplained of our niggardliness
than our extravagance, and have
commended rather than censured our
financial managament. That the lead-
ing members in the house opposed to
the guvernment have yielded us a
tribute of praiw in this connexion, not-
withstanding that Gnding fanlt is
allowed to be the special privilege of an
opposition, says much for the fairness
of our opponents, but it also says much
for us.

It will not be suggested by any one,
[ will assume, that vhe attitude of our
opponents has been due in the slightest
degree either to indifference to public
interests or want of oapoity on their
part. .
