Bunday schools
should be teained and encouraged to
think of some beneficence other than
their own “supplies.” and each member
of the “cburch should, unlees receiving
help from the church, expect to give
somethiog to the church or be discip-
lined, sa'the church deems fit, {or covet-
ousness.

Bystem in beneBcence ' takes into
consideration both time and proportion.
The amount then takes care of itself.
The time for regular giving should be
the first day of the week, and the so-
eslled envelope system is most conven-
ient.

Toe proportion is very important,
and we earneatly recommend : 1st, that
every Christian Iay aside regularly
from bis earnings a certain proportion
first for the Lord ; 2nd, that every Chris-
tian prayerfully, and as he expects to
give an account for his stewardship,
consider if that voluntary proportion
shall be less than one-tenth of his in-
come.

Again, whatever system is adopted it
should be elastic, so that it would ex-
and, but not contract. The Apostle
Panl uses the word “bounty” in writing
of liberality to the Corinthians. His
word implies not not only a generous
gift but s gift which gives with bless-
ings, a gift and prayer so mingled that
they become worship. This idea of
giving would do away with the cent
collections for the most part.

Lastly, to be practical we commend
to the consideration of the association
a letter pablished in the MEssENGER
AxD Visiror, April 11th, 1894, addrens-

In December, 1£13; Mise Mazia Regi-
oa Christioa Zeller, of Zsflogen, Swit-
serland, was betrothed to Rev. Thos.
Gobat, & most sucoessiul Abyssinian
missionary. They were married om
May 23ed, 1534, and shortly afterwards
started on their perilous journey to
Abyesinia. Their voyage on the Red
Bea was made in Arab dhows, or sailing
vensels ; and they crossed the desert on
oamels or mules. Not long after their
arrival at Masowah, Mr, Gobat became
very ill. After rome dejuy they reach-
od Adowa with great difficulty. Mr.
(iobat became much worss snd there
wis confined Lo bis bed for two years,
They were without friends, excepting
the natives who showed much kind-
ners in their way, entirely without
medical advice cr arsistance, sod with-
out medicioes.  Here M. Gobst's
first child was born, snd Mr. Gobst
setmed very nesr the Fternal Gates,
After montbs and months of weariness
and suffering for both of thase children
of God-—during which time M. Gobat
had been twice prostrated by cholera—
a doztor happentd to be in the country,
was copsulted, and Mr. Gobat wss or-
dered to go to Europe at omce if he
wished to save bis life.
