at the same time. That the passenger fra- 
ffic beasuchi a great trunk line—a route then 
so e-y and so swift —would be an immense 
source of r muneration none can doubt. F:‘ 
instance if she had been ready when the trop 
were being despatched for lodia and taken 8,- 
000 men at only the same rates as were 
charged by vessels requiring 90 days to the 
voyage, one such voyage, with 8,000 troops, 
wou’d actual y have a most paid f rthe res- 
sel. But ‘o carry out fully such a great truck 
scheme will require one more similar veste 
and perhaps two. It is estimated that two 
vessels each of 14 000 or 16,000 tons could 
now be built for very little more than the 
Great Eastern has cost. The whole question 
then of her success, or whther other vessels 
of the same size will ever be constructed 
new rests upon the trial of her speed. If her 
rate fulfils the pre-ant high expectation, she 

, must bec: ome an enormous source of profit 
to the new sharbo di re, as wth her spied 
must c me the Government sub-ides to. 
maisor Government subrids must pe done 
away with altogether. Four or five months 
more, however, must decide the all-important 
question of the Great Eastern’s speed. It 
success’s’, th re-ult will a’ once mark a n?w 
era io cou men-e and sbio bui ding, and ce- 
ate as extensive change as the first introduc- 
tion of locomotive for land traffic. Small 
ocean-going steamers will, for large cargoes 
and rapid voyages, be superseded, like the 
mail coaches of old, and only act as fee ders to 
the termini of trunk lines for ships like the 

Great Eastern.

VICTORIA VANCOUVER’S ISLAND, 
October 6, 1858.

Io my last letter from Fan Francisco ] 
stated that I would visit the Fraser River 
gold mines, and report upon them from pers- 
cal observation. Ao apportugity occurred of 
my doing s io the following manner :—

In conseque nce of rum urs of an alarming 
eo’lis on bet ween the miner- and the Ind an-, 
the Governor determined to visit the interior 

• in person; and the ac ount of the collision 
whirl was brought to him by a deputation 
from the miners at Fort Yale and Fort Hope 
was given with such minuteness, detailing 
the massac r- of 45 white men and the c m- 
mison of other atrocities, and the demand 
for assistance was so pressing, that the Gov- 
ernor made a requisition upon Her Maj sty’s 

. naval and military officers on the station for 
men to acc u par y him to support the civil 
author’ses if necessary.

1 accompanied this party, and now give you 
the jott ngs of the trip.

I regret the delay in forward ng this letter 
but I coold n t bely it, for the last mail by 
which 1 intended to convey it, left a few hour- 
before I got back to Victoria.

Point 
Roberts is a narrow peciusula which rues 
into the Guf of Georgia, and some interest 
attaches to it at pre-eut from the fact that the 
49 h parallel of north latitude, which is the 
boundary line between the British and Amer- 
ican possessions crosses the point, giving to 
America a small portion of the northern ex- 
tremity of it, as determined by the astrono- 
mere of th e two nations on the commission.— 
A joint national monument is to be erected 
here.

THE VERDICT.

The change from Vancouver’s Island is at 
once manifest. Everything on the continent 
is on a grand scale.

I must try and give you some idea of the 
river, which is fast becoming so famous. The 
entrance proper is between Point Pelly on 
the north and Po nt Garry on the south bank. 
An extensive flat belt of low alluvial land 10- 
terrenes between the mountains I have just 
mentioned and the Gulf of Georgia. The 
river runs through this delta, a considerable 
portion of which it overflows. Outside the 
mouth of the river the navigation is rendered 
difficult and tedious by shallows, but Captain 
Richards, of Her Majesty’s surveying ship 
Plumper, bas discovered a deep and safe 
passage, which, when buoyed, will afford easy 
access to large vessels. The wid h of the 
river at and for some little distance bey ond 
the entrance is about two utiles. The river 
is more remarkable for its depth than its 
breadth. The impediment to its navigation 
for many hut dreds of miles is caus d by the 
strength of its current and its rapids. The 
water is clear and pure, of excellent qu lity, 
cool and agreeable to drink, without altra- 
tion.

The soil on both sides is evidently rich 
from the exuberance of the reg station. The 
south bank is covered with a crop of long 
coarse grass and s’ rubs, grou, ed into dense 
thickets; while the north side produces bu’- 
rushes in the marshes, and belts and clump- 
of D uglas pine and (ther coniferæ 00 the 
elevated dry -pots. An Engl shman is as- 
tomshed at seeing the pine f mily select.such 
tih soil as it does here. It indulges the 
same taste on the north coast of California 
and elsewhere on the Pacific. This fact 
puzzles the bon and ea ned members who e 
labours are giv n in the blue book On the 
Hudson’s B y Com; any, if 1 mi take not.— 
In British Co umbra the pine takes the mat- 
ter very indifferently. It spreads itself in 
one uob oken shee from the bottom of the 
deepest valley to the top of the hi best bill. 
Rich soil and poor, de soil and thin soil, 
black reget ble mould and gray clay, seem It 
suit it equally well ; and sometimes, as if to 
show its contempt of luxurious feeding, at 
flourishes in the clefts of rocks without any 
sort of soil that I could distinguish, nourished 
by moisture.

A few miles up, the river narrows to a 
mite. The body of water is immense ; the 
depth must be equal to tost of the ocean.— 
The Leviathan could ascend for 35 miles, if, 
accord ng to our captain’s dctum, she had a 
stern wheel. The captain was not correct. 
Side wheel boats, can go up for 35 miles to 
Fort Langley. There, owing to the strength 
of the current and of the rafi‘s, a stern wheel 
boat is required. The stern wheel gets over 
be shoals better,. 0, because it disp aces less 
water than the side wheels. As we ascend 
some 10 miles up, the country on both sides 
become clothed with trees, and the view is 
confireed to the glaces that pierce the profuse 
and tangled thickets. The current gets 
strong, too strong for sailing vessels, which 
could only warp up.

A BAD APPOINTMENT.—It is the acknow- 

ledged duty of a Government to appoint to 

office men of good character and suitable 

qualifications: and all men, of whatever 

shade of political opinion, must condemn the 

placing in office of unfit men. The recent 
appointment of Mr. Larwill is disgraceful to 

the country, and great credit is due to the 

Montreal Transcript and to the Kingston 

News, poth supporters of the present-ministry, 
for their bonest condemnation of this ap- 
pointment. We append their remarks :—

s. THE NEW REGISTRAR FOR KENT.—We 
are sorry that we canoot approve of the ap- 
pointment made by the present Ministry, 
nominating Mr. Larwill ex-M. P. P., to this 
mpor ant and responsible office. The new 
Registrar is qualified neither by education or 
to fulfil its du ies ; and it is a pity that the 
Government should have entrusted them to 
one so uofit. We have letters in our own 
possession, wh ch show that even the rudi- 
ments of education could not have been given 
Mr. Larwill, and that as he rose, io worldly 
wealth and position, he has not improved 
himself in mind. Has Mr. Larwill passed 
the Civil Service Examination Board; or 
why has it been neglected to enquire into bis 
competency ? It 18 painful for us to have to 
make these remarks, but justice to ourselves 
and the public demands the expression of our 
honest and straightforward opinion.—Mon- 
treal Transcript.

suits against certain members of the present 
Cabinet, has at length been rendered, and, 

as many of our readers will probably be sor- 
prised to learn, are in favor of the defendants. 

In rendering their decisions, the Judges pro- 
fees to be guided entirely by the letter of the 

Statute, and its obvious interpretation, de- 
clining to be influenced by other considera- 
tons, even where grave public interests and 

the constitutional rights of the people are in- 
volved and seriously compromised. The 

remedy, therefore for the evil in question, and 

its prevention in future, must be looked for in 

the repeal or amendment of the clauses of the 

Act in question, which has been so shamefully 

abused, and prostituted, to the most selfish 

interests and unworthy motives.
As to the verdict itself, we fear it will be 

submitted to with a very bad grive by the 

great body of the people of Canada. The 

circumstances which gave rise to this prose- 
cutien, were such, as to call forth the disgust 
and disapprobation of s me of the warmest 
friet ds of the minstry, and from among their 
own ranks has it been quite as warmly de- 

pounced as by the opponents of the op- 
position. The people generally can see 

in it not only a grave constitutional 

error but a fou! blot upon our whole system, 
and will T member with indignation that the 

bigbest judicial authority in the land has been 

powerless in convicting the perpetrators of so 

great a crime.

DE. RYERSON’S REPORT.

The report of the chief Superintendent of 

Education for 1857 is, as usual voluminous, 
and besides ample Statistics shewing the 

condition and progress of the schools, there is 

a vast amount of information on collateral 

subjects which at the present jurc’are can- 
not fail to be read with interest and attention.

We have not been able to make 109m for 
the summary in full, (as we should like to have 

done,) but may remark that in every partic- 
ular there 15 the most pleasing evidence of 

steady progress and marked improvement in 

the several items of school statistics which 

are here set forth in a manner so luminous 

and comprehensive 25 to merit full approbation 

of the people of Upper Canada.
We are well aware that there are those 

who dissent from this opinion,—and that 

during the past year, (as well as previous 

ones,) there have been found professed friends 

as well as open fees who have sought to de- 
tract from the merits of our present school 
system and to malign the motives of those who 

administer it, but as the Report very truly 

remarks, (E If the school system were as per- 
fect as the Bible itself,—(i. e. if it were of 

Divine origin,) there would not be wanting 

opponents to it; there would still be those 

who would wish its overthrow, or who would 

thick they could greatly improve it."
An increase of 444 has taken place in the 

number of free schools ; and an increase of 

19 in the number of Roman Catholic separate 

schools, making the total number of these in 

Upper Canada 100.
The Editor of the Globe has thought fit to 

make this section of the report the ground 

work of on attack upon Dr. Ryerson, charg- 
ing him with instability of purpose and a de- 

sire to palliate the evils of the separate schorl 
enactment. We think that a candid perusal 

of Dr. Ryerson’s successive reports as com- 
pared with his present one, will not confirm 

this opinion, and no one can be more intimate 

with the fact than the Editor of the Globe, 

that the establishment or existence of separate 

sehools has never been regarded by Dr. 

Ryer-on otherwise than as a necessary evil, 
which the peculiar circumstances of the 

country rendered it desirable to tolerate. If
