Thurso, N, B. He brings no news of Frank-
lin’s expedition. He succeeded in depositing
the sopplies, and is accompanied by Lient,
Cresswell of the Investigator, with despatches
from MacClure, from which it is to be gathered
that the Investigator, had completed the north-
west passage between the two oceans, having
passed into the Arctic Sea by Behring’s Straits,
and returued home ')y Davis' Straits. The
Breadalbane transport was totally wrecked by a
nip of the ice. The crew were rescued, and
brooght home by the Pheenix, The Investiga.
tor had not lost a single man. Inhabitants have
been discovered further northwards than known
previously ; they were very friendly, ard great
uantities of copper were found, apparently in
a very pure state,

That which every man has hitherto failed to
perform M’Clure bas doneyand that, too, it af-
fords us the utmost gratification to state, with
the loss only of three of his crew in the course of
his perilous service of three years' duration.
Comnmander M'Clure, it will be remembered,
was first lieutenant of Sir James Ross’s ship En-
terprise, in the first searching expedition for Sir
John Franklin, and was promoted for that ser-
vice. He then volunteered for the second ex-
pedition by way of Behring's Straits, and pro-
ceeded thither under Capt. Collinson, of the En-
terprise, at the beginning of 1850. Capt. Coll-
inson, however, parted company with Command-
er M'Clure, and bore up for Hong Kong for the
first winter, but Mr. M’Clure stood on towards
the nortb-east for:winter quarters, and the last
we heard of him was in Behrings Straits, where
Capt Kellet, in her Majesty’s ship Herald, ar-
rived just in time to sce him dashing on towards
the ice. Capt. Kellett then deemed it advisable
to recall the commander, and made the signal ac-
cordingly ; but M’Clure parted from his senior
officer with the truly Nelsonian reply, also by
signal, * Can't stay !"—“ Own responsibility.”
That was the last communication that took place
with the Investigator on the Behring's Straits
side of the Norih Pole; but most singular is it
that having parted with Capt. Kellet in this man-
ner and in such a locality, this very Command-
er M'Clure and this very Captain Kellett should
meet on the next occasion on the other side of
the pole—in fact, that Capt. Kellett, should be
the very man to rescue M'Clure and his brave
follows from starvation, and give him the helping
hand to accomplish that almost superhuman_en-
terprise which be fo:bad him from undertaking.
All honour, then, to M’Clure and to the countty
that sent him forth. By his own undaunted en-
ergy he bhas developed those characteristics of
the British sailor that nb other country can pro-
duce, and has afforded another proof to the
world of the supremacy of Great Britatn in en-
terprise and civilisation, science and courage, in
arts and arms. Cammander M’Clure promised
when he left the shores of England, that be would
win his post rank—find Franklin or “ make the
]\-\-‘ ‘ﬂu' .

THE MEETING AT THE POLE.

The first meeting of Lieut. Bedford Pim with
the party from the Investigator is thus described
in a private letter, dated “ Her Majesty's ship
Resolute, Melville Island, April 19 1858":—

* This is really a red letter day in our voyage,
and shall be kept as a holyday by our heirs and
successors for ever. At 9 o'clock of this day our

1 was not long in reaching him and giving him
many hearty shakes—no purer were ever given
by two men in this world.

His description of Pim’s
making the Harbour of Mercy would bave been
a fin» subject for the pen of Captain Marryat,
were he alive. M’Clure and his First-Lieute-
nant were walking on the floe. Seeing'a person
coming very fast towards them they supposed be
was chased by a bear, or had seen a bear.
Walked towards bim ; on getting onwards a hun-
dred yards, they could see from his proportions
that he was not one of them. Pim began to
screech aud throw up his hands (his face as
black as my hat) this brought the captain and
lieutenant to a stangl, as they could not hear suf-
ficiently to make out his language. At length
Pim reached the party, quite beside himself, and
stammered out, on M'Clure asking bim, * Who
are you, and where are you come from,'—* Lieu-
tenant Pim, Herald, Capt. Kellet” This was
more inexplicable to M'Clure, as I was the last
person he shook hands with in Bebring’s Straits.
He at length found that this sol' 1" inger was
a true Englishman—an angel ¢. igit; be says:
¢ He soon was seen from the ship ; they bad
only one hatchway opeapand the crew was fairly
jambed there, in their endeavour to get up.—
The sick jumped out of their hammocks, and the
crew forgot despondency ; in fact all was chang-
on board the Investigator.”
