1. To the Pharisees. The Sadducees
and Pharisees were enemies to each oth-
er, yet they combined to overthrow
Jesus, It was a hypocritical and malig-
nant combination of extreme parties.
Their demand was that Christ should
adapt himeell to their views and become
a party to their purposes. Their evi-
dent intention in demanding a sign was
to represent Jesus to the people as a
false Measiah, and thue destroy his in-
fluence even if he escaped their hands.
The Pharisees had accepted the tradi-
tion .of the elders without any sign at
all. 1t was not evidence that was need-
ed. Hypocritical curiosity was mnot to
be gratified. Jesus would not win their
confidence by nere ostentations. He
was not performing wonders to please
the eye, but to instruct the heart, They
had sufficient aigns of the times. The
scriptures were signs enough that the
time of the Messiah wes at hand. All
of Christ’s miracles were signs.  As his
baptiem there was sufficient proof of
his Measiaship. The character of Christ
was a sign of (God’s care of his chil-
dren. The Pharisees dictated to Christ
a8 to the method in which he should dis-
play his divinity. Jesus pronounced them
better prophets of the weatber than in-
terpreters of those prophecies which it
was their duty to expound. He was
grieved at the unbelief of those who had
80 _long heard him, grieved that they
should stand in their own way and re-
ject him. MHe fully comprehended the de-
cisive importance of that oceasion. He
visited all parts of the land of lsrael
that the people might have the advan.
tage of hia presence with them. "Their
hypoeritical request was rebuked by a
refusal and withdrawal. 1t was the ai-
lent commencement of a new era.
paratory to his passion.

II. To his disciples. Very little did
the disciples understand ‘this crisie.
Their confusion wa< a prelude to their
confusion on the eve of Christ's betray-
al. Knowing that they would have te
meet the inflnence of these enemies af-
ter his death, Jesus felt a compassion
for them aud a eare for their future.
He compared the doctrines of the hari-
sses and Sadducees to leaven, with spec-
inl reference to its di veness. It rep-
resented the dangec to which ilis-
ciples were expgsed.  ustwithatanding
their superior hdvaniages arising from
the instructicns he had given them. o

By the time it is
gone over, but not eaten too clows, the
paddock of rape, sown in early spring,
as soon as the gronnd is warm, is
ready.

By the time these
have been fairly eaten down the rye
will have come again and matured a fair
crop of grain, every kernel of which will
be utilized. Naturally, the process of
change from one paddock to another,
will be modified by the conditions, the
best results obtaining when excesaive
growth is checked by changing from one
to another and each one walched to mee
that it is not eaten too cloas. Of course
most healthful aud cheapest food pos-
sible iy 8o simple that it must commend
itself to every would-be pork maker.
March pigs growan in this way should
be ready for market in October, re-
quiring only enough grain to be carried
along steadily, and finally iinished
short ovder ior the early market. Jor
this finishing, corn and pumpkine, grown
alongside the paddocks, constitute the
best aud moat economical food to be ob-
tained, reducing cost of production and
labor of feeding to the lowest dollar,
while insuring a gnality of produet im-
possible to matiie in close prns or with
awi'l-fad auimals, There is good evi-
denee in support of the claim that one
has but to estabiiah himself in this in-
dustr ; =oma auch plan as here out-
lined. sing  bis stock entirely irom
the oid-time methsais of pigaty or bavn-
cellar growing, i advertising a heaithy
profduct wade only on forage crops, in
open pastiires with home-grown grain, in
e a permanent market at
advanced prices.  The absolute purity
wnd  <leaniiness of the product,
and freelom from all poasibie taint from
impure surroundings and atale swill feed,
wiil attract buyers. Jt will he ununder-
stood here as everywhera that an abund.

“The crossing of the wild wheat in
other grades will insure erops in drouth
and in arid lands. 1t will be the aalva-
tion of the eastern countries,” added
Prof. Aavonschu.
