shall be acting in that behalf, shall be at liberty to narne or
describe the person or persons by any part of the name or
names of such person or persons which may be -given to or
known by them, or such of them as may be so acling ; but if
no part of the name or names be given to or known by the said
Commissioners, or such of them as shall be so acting, they or
sucli of them as shall be acting may describe the person or
persons proceeded against in any manner by which he, she or
they may be capable of being identified ; And it is hereby
declared that all such proceedings as aforesaid; containing the
narne or description, or purporting to give the name or descrip-
tion of any such person as aforesaid, according to this Act,
shall prima facie be deemed to be sufficient ; any thing to the
contrary notwithstanding.

Sheriff, &c., to XIV. And be it enacted, That all Sheriffs, Gaolers and
obey process. Peace Officers, to whom any such process shall be so directed
