Inauguration of an unemploy­
ment Insurance fund to be main­
tained by the workers, employers 
and the state.

Reform In electoral system to 
provide for the alternative vote In 
single member constituencies and 
for proportional representation in 
the large urban centres.

Permanent voters’ lists to re­
duce the cost ef elections, such 
lists to be kept constantly up to 
date.

The creation of a central de- 
discount bank to make credit 
facilities more easily available at 
lower interest rates.
