The United States Govermment will strive to_ensure that
those Governmcnts which obtained concessions shall derive
reasonable profits froin oil wells operated by American
concessionaires. Exploratory talks are at present taking place
with the British Govermment on the technical side, and the latter
wish to come to an understanding as regards princlgles of the
whole question before entering Into discussions between ministers
of the two countries concerncd.
