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in a letter of April the 23rd, the
Premier of New Brunswick informed the Prime ¥inister
that the Now Hrunswiok Legislature im a resolution of
Lpril the l4ith requested the Federal goverament to defer

a oonsideration of unemployment insurence legislation
until after the sudmission of the report of the Royal
Commission on Dominion-Provincial Relatioms.

In a letter of February the 3rd, 1938,
the Premier of Alberta promised to place the proposals
of the Federal govermment before the Alberta lasgislature,

but no further official intelligence was received from
Alberta respecting this,
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
