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LONDON EUCHARISTIC
CONGRESS

The following is a report of our 
London Eucharistic Congress for 
1996 held at Sarnia on Thursday, 
September 24.

At the early Masses at Our Lady 
of Mercy Church and St. Joseph's 
Church, the two churches in Sarnia, 
Ontario, on Thursday, September 24, 
Feast of Our Lady of Mercy, many 
of the faithful, residents of Sarnia 
and visitors for the occasion of the 
Congress, received Holy Commun­
ion. This was the 14th of the 
Eucharistic Congresses held in the 
Diocese of London. This diocese 
claims the honour of having had 
annually an Eucharistic Congress of 
one day between the two American 
InternationalEucharisticCongresses 
—Montreal and Chicago. Sharp at
10.80 Hie Lordship Bishop Fallon, 
assisted by Very Rev. Dean Downey 
of St. Alphonsus, Windsor, Ont., an 
Assistant Priest, and the Deacons of 
Honor, Rev. Fathers Rooney and 
Doe of Windsor and Fathers Joseph 
Cook, Wallaceburg, and John 
Fogarty, Windsor, as Deacon and 
Subdeacon respectively, chanted 
Pontifical High Maas at an altar 
nicely decorated on the church 
grounds of the Church of Our Lady 
of Mercy. Although It appeared 
that it would rain at times and did 
rain nearby there was no rain at 
Sarnia and the day proved an ideal 
day for open air service. The little 
girls dressed in white, with veils, and 
the boys, with a red badge attached 
to their coats, and several thousands 
of people formed the congregation 
on the beautiful lawn decked with 
flower beds. The sermon on the 
Holy Sacrifice of the Mass was 
preached by Rev. Father Dignan of 
the Blessed Sacrament Church, 
Chatham, Ont. Rev. L. M. Forris- 
tal of St. Peter's Seminary. London, 
was Master of Ceremonies and 
the Seminarians filled the other 
offices at the Pontifical High Mass. 
The singing was in charge of the 
Seminary Choir under the leader­
ship of Rev. Father M. Brisson, and 
Dr. Balogh was organist. Imme­
diately after Mass Bishop Fallon 
imparted the Papal Benediction by 
virtue of a special faculty granted 
to him in person by His Holiness 
Pope Pius XI. on the Bishop’s 
recent visit to Rome. Then took 
place the great procession of the 
Blessed Sacrament which went via 
Christina street to the home of Mr. 
Bernard Rooney on Durand street 
where Benediction was given at a 
repository erected on the veranda. 
The order of procession was school 
children of the parishes, members 
of the Ladies Sodality, the Holy 
Name Society, the Religious Priests 
of the Diocese, numbering 76, the 
choir, ministers of the Mass, then 
the Blessed Sacrament carried by 
Bishop Fallon; the Monsignori— 
Right Rev. Mgrs. Aylward, Sarnia ; 
Blair, Toronto ; West, St. Thomas ; 
Parent, Tilbury ; McKeon, London ; 
Brady, London, and last the people. 
Rev. Fathers W. J. Langlois, River­
side, Ont., D. O’Neil, Woodstock, 
E. A. O’Donnell, London, led in 
prayer and the school children sang 
'beautiful hymns to the Blessed 
Sacrament and Sacred Heart while 
marching along the streets. Bene­
diction was given on the return at a 
repository erected on the veranda 
of the Sisters of St. Joseph’s convent. 
The altar at the convent and its 
approach was surrounded by little 
girls representing angels. Again

• in the Church, before he exposed 
the Blessed Sacrament for the day, 
the bishop gave a third Benedic­
tion. Just one hour had passed 
from the time the procession 
left the church grounds until it 
returned to Our Lady of Mercy 
Church. During the afternoon at
8.80 the 24th Annual Conference of 
the Priests’ Eucharistic League, of 
which practically every priest of 
the diocese is a member, was held 
in the Knights of Columbus Hall. 
His Lordship the Bishop presided. 
Rev. T. P. Hussey of Kinkora read 
a paper on the Priest and the 
Eucharist, which was discussed by 
Mgr. Brady and Father Laurendeau. 
Rev. Father Théo J. Valentin, the 
diocesan director, in his remarks 
made announcement that the 15th 
Congress in 1926 would be held at 
Paincourt, Ontario, a parish in the 
country, five miles from Chatham, 
at the invitation of the pastor, Rev. 
A. D. Emery. At 4 p. m. the city 
children in a body made a visit to 
the Blessed Sacrament, singing 
hymns and reciting prayers under
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the direction of their teachers, the
Sisters of St. Joseph. Rev. Father 
J. B. Ffoulkes, D. C. L., of St., 
Peter’s Seminary, addressed the 
children. And the closing of the 
festive day in honor of Jesus in the 
Eucharist took place at 7.80. At 
the Holy Hour, Rev. Father Goetz, 
Seaforth, was celebrant, Fathers 
Rooney, Windsor, and McCarthy, 
Sarnia, deacon and subdeacon, and 
Father Cook, Wallaceburg, Ont., 
Master of Ceremonies. The Bishop 
being called away Rev. A. P. 
Mahoney of St. Peter’s Seminary, 
preached. Right Rev. J. T. Ayl­
ward, D. P., and Father Thomas 
McCarthy, the pastors of Sarnia, 
and the Catholics of Sarnia, are to 
be congratulated on the success of 
the Sarnia Congress, and as Bishop 
Fallon remarked in his address, 
many rich blessings covered and 
open will come from our Blessed 
Lord to the pastors and their people 
because of this public manifestation 
of t aith.

Written in a wholesome, opti­
mistic vein, this book is sure to 
touch a responsive chord in the 
reader’s heart.

Christ lives for us again in the 
intimate way in which, as we follow 
Him along the sorrowful path lead­
ing to the cross, she brings to our 
attention the places and events of 
historical importance. Here we 
have the opportunity of becoming 
more familiar with the days which 
gave birth to our Holy Mother 
Church. Biblical references become 
realities for us, and we appreciate 
“why God chose the Holy Land as 
the scene of the greatest events in 
history.”

Members of religious communities 
will be especially pleased with 
"When the Soul is in Darkness” as 
a book for spiritual reading with an 
enduring inspiration, while all who 
aspire to a more intimate com­
munion with God, and a greater 
perfection of self-will find it invalu­
able both for its spirituality and its 
practical usefulness.

BELGIAN BISHOPS STIR 
SOCIALISTS

DECLARE THEIR DOCTRINES 
TO BE THE REVERSE OF 

CHRIST’S TEACHINGS
By Rev. J. Van der Heyden 

(Louvain Correspondent. N. C. W. C.)

Louvain, Sept. 19.—The Socialist 
and the Liberal press, particularly 
the latter, are spitting fire and 
flame because of a letter which the 
Belgian Episcopate ordered read 
from all the pulpits of the land last 
Sunday.

I give a few quotations from the 
five headings into which the letter 
is divided :

COMMENTS OF THE BISHOPS

" 1. We have been impelled to 
address this collective letter to our 
flocks by the many appeals made to 
us to solve the conscientious scru­
ples provoked by the Catholico- 
Socialist compromise upon which 
the present administration of the 
country is based.

" 2. Once again we condemn 
Socialism, because the doctrines it 
spreads, of which its chiefs are 
imbued, which not one of them dis­
avows or would dare to disavow, 
are the very reverse of Our Lord’s 
teachings and of the teachings of 
the Church on the dignity of the 
soul and the dignity of Christian 
men and women, on the essential 
laws of the conjugal life, on the 
respect due to universal justice and 
to the fraternity of peoples.

" 8. We do not on that account 
condemn the Catholico Socialist 
compromise that is at the basis of 
the present administration of the 
country. The two parties which 
have officially agreed to be repre­
sented in the Ministry have also 
declared that they are fully deter­
mined to maintain unchanged and 
unimpaired their respective pro­
grams and, consequently, the doc­

trines that have inspired those
programs.

“ We, therefore, esteem It wise, 
in the Interest of public order, net 
to refuse a prudent confidence to 
those who have agreed to govern us, 
persuaded as we are, that no intelli­
gent Catholic will confound the 
personal mutual consideration called 
for by a well-defined and temporary 
collaboration with the doctrines and 
the platforms which the collabor­
ators uphold or symbolize.

" 4. All is not bad In the Social­
ist movement, neither is everything 
good outside of Socialism.

" If, during the course of the 
past century, the interests of work­
ing people were unjustly neglected, 
badly safeguarded, and, in parlia­
mentary assemblies, poorly de­
fended, the fault rests with Man­
chesterian Liberalism.

“ Liberalism with its double 
smudge of individualism and of 
pretension to the native goodness of 
humanity is an aberration. Applied 
to the social relations, Liberalism 
has resulted in sacrificing the weak 
to the strong, the most miserable to 
the unlimited egoism of the bad 
rich.

"It is this thoughtless Liberalism, 
into which not a few Catholics 
allowed themselves to be inveigled, 
that is mainly responsible for the 
social disorders whereof we con­
tinue to bear the consequences and 
against which the great Popes who 
have governed the Church dtiring 
all of a century—Gregory XVI., 
Pius IX., Leo XIII., Pius X., Bene­
dict XV., and our present reigning 
Pontiff—have persistently raised 
their voice, unfortunately without 
being listened to by all.

"6. Never has Catholic organi­
zation of social action appeared so 
necessary as at the present hour.

“ Socialism has aided and may 
still aid in redressing certain 
abuses against which we protest 
with the same energy and at least 
with as much sincerity as its parti­
sans do, but it is not capable of 
placing social order upon a solid 
basis.
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"What is wanted Is respect for 
all rights—for the rights of labor 
and for those of capital as well, the 
harmonization of all rights In pro­
fessional organizations supported 
by law, the substitution of the 
reality of nature for the individual­
istic dreams, and a universal suf­
frage aiding in consolidating order 
and peace, at an equal distance of 
the two branches of the alternative 
with which the political parties 
threaten us: anarchy or dictator­
ship , . .

“ The day upon which the work- 
givers’ organizations and the Chris­
tian workingmen's associations, 
instead of arraigning themselves 
into classes tearing each other to 
pieces, will unite, in mutual con­
fidence, to set up the economical 
society upon the foundation of the 
Gospel, the social question will be 
solved and peace reestablished.”

USE CHURCH AS MODEL

Two international expositions are 
now being held in France ; the 
Exposition of Deco-ative Arts, in 
Baris, and the Exposition of White 
Coal and Tourism at Grenoble. The 
Paris exhibit was a Catholic church, 
built, decorated and furnished by 
societies of Catholic artists. At 
Grenoble the organizers of the ex­
hibit also built a Catholic church. It 
is built in the Alpine style, with 
steep roof, on account of the heavy 
snows, thick, low walls and a large 
vestibule where umbrellas may be 
closed, coats shaken free of snow 
and heavy, mud-caked boots scraped 
before going into the church 
proper.

Catholics are very pleased that 
the directors in charge of these two 
exhibits should have thus recog. 
nized the place which belongs to the 
Church in the life of cities.

Let us have no motive for our 
labors but to show love and do 
service to God Our Lord.
