THE OBLATE MISSIONS.

We are pleased to be able to place
‘before our readers the following very in-
torest'ng letters from the Oblate Missions
in the North-West :

Misslon of Providence, Nov, 27tb, 1889.
To His Lordehip Bishop I, Clut, Bishop of

Arindele :

My Lorp aAND VERY DEAR FaTHER—I
have had the honor and pleasure of recelv-
ing your kind letter in which you an-
nounce your intended voysge to St. Boul-
face, for the provincial council. and the

aucoess of your proceedings in Canada to
provide resources for our mistione,

Bat the circular which accompsanied
your letter destroyed all hope we enter-
talned of seelng yom, We have since
learned through the nowspapers of St
Boniface that you were to return to France
to try and recroit misslonaries, Awuredly
that is » useful mission they have given
you, aud our best withes and prayers are
that you may obtaln as parfecs succees as

ossible, without suffering consequent ex-

ustion and loze of strength ; but on the

contrary with progreseive avd lasting im-
provement to your health.

Ibad told you that Mgr. Faraud, hav.

ing ordered me to visit our misslonsof the
Mackerzle, I should bave the joy of see-
ing my old avd new assoclates, I repaired
to Good Hope, where I fourd dear P.
Seguln, whom I bad not seen since 1860.
We had left France and crossed the ocean
together ; slnce then we have lovg drank
at the same source, that fs to say, the
waters of the Mackenz!le. but we had not
yet met, Ah! the dear Father bas grown
nld and bls strength {s diminishing rapidly.
Rev, P. Giroux is his very devoted com-
panion and so likewise ls good old Father
Kearney, who 1s aleo falllng and whom it
will be diffisult to replace. Father Seguin
returned with me, aleo Eather Duacot of
Fort Normap. We found Fathers Rer
angue and Lecomte at Fort Simpson.
They jilned us and we arrived together at
Providence, where Father Roure had pre-
ceded ue with Father Jossot. The Father
entertalned us as hospitably as the poor
resources of his mission enabled bim to do,
We made a retreat, which I preached as
well as I could. Owing to the tardy
arrival of the steamboat we were detalned
much longer than we had expected, and at
length our presence became an ever.in-
creasng welght on Providence. At lact
the steamer arrived and I deecended to
Fort Simpson to return to Fort Liard’s
with Fatbers Rerangue and Lecomte, The
former went to Fort Nelson, where he
passed the winter, Icoul!d notaccompany
bim thither as I was obliged to return to
Providence in autumn., My journey was
made with the advantages or rather dis
advanteges that you know occur in that sea
son. At Fort Liard’s [ saw Father Gourdon
and Father Marc, whose acquaintance I
had previously made.

Potatoes are abaundant but they are
about all there is in the line of provisions.
It appears that hunting, which was a re.
source in my time, has falled there as else:
where. This is the universal refrain and
in nearly every place that I visited there
was an enumeration of deaths that had
been caused by misery and famine among
the Indians. The disappearance of hares,
which is ordinarily a great misfortune for
those countries, Is commencing to cease,
but these animale are still too few to ad-
mit of any of them belng destroyed. In
the meantime they make uee of fish, which,
however, are not alwayes obtaincd with-
out difficulty, Here in the eddy, snd
below in the river, there have not been
any this year, Search was made for them
at Lake Castor, where I also went, bat the
fishing did not prove very succeseful and
the fish were poor and hardly eatable.

The low water prevented the taking of
the desired number, and it wlll be neczs
sary to go to the large leland to fi:h this
winter. Oa the other haud the harvest of
wheat, barley and potatoes has been very
fine notwithstanding & swarm of locusts
vt 1 never imegined would appear here,
Happily the grala was alreedy sufficlently
matured to bs a little too tovgh for these
terrible’ insects, which consquently ald
but little damnge, They luid thelr egge

in the sol), however, and shétld our dear
Lord permit them to be batched our
fislds will certelnly be devastated mext
summer, In December I am golng
the exprees to Fort Ry, when I b
woud’to 8.

Lorser Slave Lake
vla. Wionipeg and Edmonton, N, W.T,

Recelved Aordl 8, 1890.
To His Lordship, Bishop Clut, 0. M. I, :

My LoR0 aND EVER-LOVED FATHER—
Your lLttle note, dated from Paris, found
me the 27th of January, cccapied in
glving a mission at Lic des Eituzgeons.
Uselees for me to tell you it was welcome.
Last autumn I {romlud the savages of
Sturgeon Like that I would visit tbem in
the month of January, s time when all or
nestly all go fishing under the ice, They
are thus occupled during the whole month,
but if fish fs scarce they ralse the
camp, I did not wish to bresk my
promise and still less to lose an opportan.
ity cf doing them scm3 good. However,
according to the orders of my Saperior,
the good Father Oollignon, 1 had to post
pone mv departnre elght days. We
awaited Rave, P, P. Husson and Lesserrec
and Fatber Henri to make our annual re
treat. Oar dear Lozd had the charge of
watching over our poor savages durlng
our retreat, which lasted the time deter-
mioed by our holy rules, The 14:h Jan,
was the closicg day and the day of my
departure for this remote mlisslon, one
hundred miles from Little Slave Lake. I
left at the St. Bernard miscion Revs. P. P,
Colligaon, Superlor of the Distrlet of
the Rlver of Peace, Lesserrec, Huston,
Fathers Nemcz, Ryan, Rshan and Henrl.
I set out accompanied by a Metis and bed
four dogs 1o my sleigh (two old and two
young). The journey took four days.
We had nearly five hundred pounds in
welght to traueport, and the burden was:
not & light one. Fortunately the roads
were tolerably good, and the cold was not
too lntense according to my appreciation,
though others, more sensitive to ite icfla
ence, found it so ; severel had elther their
feet or thelr cheeks frozan, but I only had
the end of my rose frcz'wm, and th's I
sttribute more to my moustache than to
the cold. It is well to have new skin
sometimes, even on the end of one’s noso,
You, my Lord, who bhave travelled
#0 much {n wiater during younr long vears
of mieslonary work in the North-West,
know that it does nst do to have too old
s skin under the feet, and it would be
difficnlt to belleve all 1 suffered during
my journey. From the second day the
soles of my feet were lacerated and 1 wore
a palr of etockings each day. I walked
a8 thongh I were on brokeu glass. Hav-
ing errived at S:urgeon Lake, I bad to
refrein three days from walking, save a
little, now and then, in the house, I
shall say nothicg of my s'eap. I was
threo weeks without sleeplog more than
an hour each night, I was thus deranged
elther from the c:1d or by the children,

Siurgeon Like, thus nsmed on account
of the sojourn of a savage called Namen
(Esturgeon), is a pretty little lake bor
dered by beautiful barberry shrubs. Ite
length may be about twenty-five to
thirty miles and i:s width fifteen miles,
We also taw eeveral curlously shaped
houees In the south east. A fice did great
damege here last summer. Many hab!ta.
tlons were burned. There occurred a
very singular thing last year. I: relates
to the cemetery, The fire raged every-
where. All persons left thelr homes and
took refuge on the lake. The living fl:d
but the dead stirred not. The fire at-
tackcd the cemetery and respected all the
crosses that adorned the graves of Chrls
tiane while it coneumed all the wood rest
ing on the graves of those who had died
without baptlsm, Tala appeared very
elngular to our poor savasge;, and it ani-
mated the Christian portion to lead batter
Ilves and the others to desira the recep
tion of baptiem. The Indlans of Sturgeon
Lake cultivate little gaidens when they
can procute seeds,

These are the good savages. Whata
difference there is between them and
those of Lisc Polsson Blanc! The former

ray to pray, but the latter pray to eat,

he fif.een days I taught catechlsm, to
the children in the morning and in the
evening to all, both young and old. We
recited the beads and then I gave them
an {ostruction. In the afternoon I went
to the different abodes and taught prayers
to children and to elderly persons who
could not asslst at my instructions, My
poor heart overflowed with joy amongst
these good people. Oar Saviour must
alio bave been pleased with thelr elncerlty,
One only thing, my Lord, prevented a cer-
taln number from coming to catechism in
the morning and to the beads at night, and
that was want of clothing and excessive
overty, I baptiz:d a poor widow of
orty years. She had four children, three
of whom were old enough to attend the
misslon, but too poorly clad to expose
themselves to the extreme coldness of the
atmosphere, consequently I vislted, as I
have already mentioned, all the poor of
our good God and Instructed them in thelr
own dwellings,

Oa my return to Little Slave Lake I
sent some of them clothing which had
been charitably provided for meé. It rests
with G ud to recompense those who enabled
me to do so,

seskiog o suitable place in whish 0 heve &
bouse or rather s bome, I purchaswd &
house adj:ining the cemetery, one which
the fire had not fvjared. It lu the prefticet
place on Biurgeon Like, Itacost is $200
and I am now mkiog myeelfl who i golog
to pay 1t, or rather who will procure for
me the means of diseberglog this debt?
Hete we are among fish boues, that {s to
say, dwelling iu hate the fliors of which
are strewn with fish-bones. Hineeforth
we sha!l not be obliged to live in the howes
of others, consequently there will be more
liberty to do good. I have, however, no
resson to complain, fir | wes well received
by & grod Irisbmean, Me. McDermott, He
is fu the service of the hoporable
company of Hudeon Bay. Bug loog
live *"Home Sweet Home!” The hour of
my depsrture baving arrived, I left ac-
companfed by three doge. I waa obl'ged
to leave one of my old dogs; it could no
longez walk, I was in hopes I would not
be compelled to walk s0 much on my re-
turn, baving less to carry., Oar Heavenly
Father decided otherwise. Not only was
I obliged to walk, but even to run from
morning uatil night, Oar journey was
made in three days—a short time for it.
I found all in good bealth at the mission
and all are well occupied. Good Father
Collignon - had taken charge of affatrs
durlng my sbsence. Besldes his regular
class of children he has undertaken an
additions] one, and owlog to this he {s kept
20 busy that he finds himself not able to
fioish his work before bed time,

The weocks seem to him to pass more
quickly at S;. Barnard than at any other
place. Father Husson is engaged in cutting
wood for s chapel and a house ; praparing
wood for fifteen thousand sbingles Iike.
wise finde the day too short, Good
Father Haeson wished to sccept the in
vitation that Father Collignon gave him.
This is why ba arrlved here on the 7th of
January to pass the remainder of the
winter with ue. We can mnever thank
bim suffiziently for the services he s golog
t> render ue daring bis stay. Good little
Father Fslker {s as good a worker as can
be found anywhore. He studies the cris
with great ardor, He will certainly have
acquired the neceesary knowledge of it by
next spring.

The excellent Father Nemcz la trying hls
best to finish the house which we have
been occupying elnce the 8:h of December.
Oar dear Fathers Ryan and Rohsu also

erform their dutles. In & word, if there
ge any ome a little indolent, it is your
humble servant. We have an aversge of
forty-five children in attendance. As
many as thizsty have takea their meals
st the misslon. I bought 8000 fish last
Autumn and I do not expect to have any
surpluse. Oar potatoes bave been con.
sumed, also some barrels of barley that it
pleased the good God togive us. We had
a passably hard winter, There was
famine at Riviere la Palx and at
Lic Poieson Blanc, Fifteen families
from this place arrived at Slave Lake.
Everyone seeks for sometbing to eat.
Several familiea arrived from Rivlere de
la Palx, It appears that many eavags
dio st this place f:om want of sufficient
nourishment, I have not received any
news from 8 u'geon Lake slggs my
return, 1t is probable that the supply of
fish is glving out. Needless to uSd that
these poor unfortunates do not naw this
miesion without ask‘.ng for comethlog, I
thank the good Gad for haviog allowed
me to fxocure 10 plentifal a provjsion of
fish, I would wish to have more nets, I
might always have yearly a good provislon
of fish and inne sid & greas number of poor,
for here more than elsewhere we bave the
needy continually around us and conse-
quently we shall always bave onr Lord.
it {s for us to keep Him, Yees, my Lord,
how many poor widows in the place, how
many poor orphavs! Ah! if my wishes
were gratified how many mliseries wounld
be relieved ! God’s will be done! I can-
not d>» more. You who are more elo
quent than I, who know better how to
touch hearts, bave at least pity on me
and plead in favor of our poor suffering
ones, Like Mjees I feel my Inability to
speak to the people. You will be, my
L)rd, the Aaron of St, Bernard, You
wlll speak to Carlstians and they will
listen to you. We are golng to commence
our church in the month of March
aod it is necessary that it should
be fisished, at lcast the exterlor,
by the month of May, but, My Lord, we
alio count on your kindness to find us
wherewith to ornsment the Interior and
a melodlous volce which Christiane, even
at & distance, my hear. Not to say
too much, I think, nevertheless, that the
victory of our opponents wiil be under-
mined.
