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GERMAN PRISONERS IN A
REMARKABLE  ATTEMPT
10 MAKE THER ESCAPE

Guards Frustrated Effort by Pouring Volleys Into
Prisoners---Expected That They Could Make
Get-Away From Isle of Man.

LONDON, Nov. 23, 10 a.m.
«The ‘Manchester Guardian, re-
ferring to -the rioting last Thurs-
day in the alien  detention camp
on the Isle of Man, in which five
prisoners were killed and twelve
wounded, says this outbreak was
due not merely to .discontent
with the food and  treatment
given them, but was part of a
