For Regulating the Cleaning of 3ide-
walks in the Village of Athens From
Snow, Ioe or Dirt—A Hrief Synovais.
Authority being given by chapter

42, section 496, of the consolidated

municipal act, 1893, the municipal

corporation of ens enacts .as fol-
lows :

1. That all resident owners, ten-
ants or occupants of premises in the
village shall remoye all snow, ice, -dirt |
or other obstrucjon from the aide-i
walks adjoining th@fr premises within |
three hours »fter
storm (Sundays excepted) and where |

in the evening, then before nine in the |
morning following (Sundays excepted.) |
2. The penalty for n li
with provisions of section one
not more than $5 nor less than §1 for
each off at the di ion of con-
victing justice. In default of imme-
diate payment of fine and costs, a dis-
tress warrant against the goods and
chattels of offender shall be issued, and
if no distress is found then the justice
may commit to common jail for not
more than 21 days.
In case any non-resident ewner or
owners of any unoccupied premises in
the village shall neglect or refuse to
bave the snow, ice or dirt removed
within 24 howms after the ceasing of
