A NOVA SCOTIA HERO.
The Centenarian Admiral of the Brit­

ish Navy Dead.

The Capture ot the Chesapeake.

Admiral Sir Provo William Parry 
Wallis, G. C. B., died at London on 
Feb. 13th. Sir Provo was the senior 
admiral of the British fleet. Ho was 
also styled the father cf the British 
navy, and well he might be, for’ he 
served aa midshipman on the “Ch op 
tra” when that vessel was captured by 
the French frigate “VBlo de Milan” 
in 1805.

In his long service un tier the British 
flag Sir Provo saw a great deal of 
hard fighting, but the most notable 
point in his naval reconl is that he 
commanded the British frigate “Shan­
non,” at iheolose of hcr succès ful en­
counter with tlvi American frigate 
“Chesapeako”ofF Boston light on June 
1, 1813. It was really to him that 
the surrender of the'‘Chesapeake* was 
made, though he 'wds only a second 
lieutenant a' the time, for Capt. Broke 
had been seriously wounded and the 
flrit lieutenant of the “Shannon” kill­
ed in the murderous fighting of that 
'famous sea duel.

England had been humiliated by 
disaster after disaster at sea at the 
hand of the Americans, and :t seemed 
as though her severe gnty of iho sea 
was to be disputed. The British sail­
ors were burning to wipe out the in­
dignities which had 'neon sustained, 
and the ‘Shaun< n’ « as one of the ves­
sels that blockaded the American 
ports and wis sailing up and down 

should havej 'the coast in search of battle It came 
r — the form of the encounter with the

renowned “Chesapeake.” The daring 
Capt. Lawrence of the “Chesapeake” 
had urawn up his men, and, appea ing 
at once to their patriotism and cupid­
ity, promised them a largo amount of 
prize mono .. He closed his address 
with the words,“Peacock her, my lads, 
Peacock her!” The ‘Peacock’ was tho 
name of a British vessel that had fall­
en a victim to American prowess. The 

‘Shannon” was short ef provision-, 
and such as they had were stale from 
the long cruising, and Capt. Broke 
felt tho responsibility of the position, 
and realized the necessity of saying a 
few plain words to bis men. The 
time, lie said, bad now come for which 
they bad been waiting to avenge the 
repeated disasters and intuits the nat­
ion had suffered, and the people at 
home explcted news from over the sea 
that Britain’s sons were Britain’s still

Sir Provo- was born at Halifax, j 

Nova Scotia, on Apri 12. 1791 He j 
was the only son of Mr. Provo Featli j 
erstone VV allis, chief clerk of the Hal­
ifax Navy Yard* IIié motliér «as 
the éldest daughter of Maj. Wnt. 
Law lor. He. was entered on the 
books of the navy in May, 1795. but 
he did not &o to sea till 1804.^ Those 
were stirring times, and young Wal 
lis before he* had reached his 26th 
year took part in the capture of six j 
frigates, one colony and a gv- at : many . 
minor affairs.

After the “Shannon” affair Sir j 
Frovo was appointed to the “Snipe,” 
and for a while went out of active 
service on half pay. lie was in Paris 
when Napoleon escaped from Elba, 
and he succeeded in affecting lus es­
cape from the French capital through 
tho ‘ktndncsb of a dignitary of the 
Roman Untholic Church. He married 
a daughter of Archdeacon Barnstable. 
On re-entering active service a few 
later lie gained the rank of post cap­
tain. He was appointed to the “Nie-, 
men” tuid subsequent y became cap 
tain of the “Madagascar,” iu which 
vessel ho protected the British subjects 
at Vera Cruz when the French 11 vet 
bombarded it in the Franco-Mexican 
war. For his services he received tho 
public thank* not only uf the rescued 
bill of the large number of British 
merchants whoso interests had been 
at stake there. He was mode captain 
of the “Warspite” and senior officer 
on the “River Tagus'1 in 1843. IiT 
tho following year he was the special 
envoy of England, when Tangier and 
MogacW were bombarded by the 
French under the Prince de Joinville, 
and for the skilfulnese and success of 
hie services on this mission ho received 
the thanks of both the British Mid 
French government. In 1845 lie wfts 
senior officer on the Syrian coast dur­
ing Syrian war.-- He was sdiuo , years 
afterward made an aid-de-camp to 
Her Majesty, preferring that honor to 
the good service pension offer- I 
ed him. In 1851 he obtained full flag 
rank; in 1857 he was appointed corn- | 
mander-in-chief on tho Southeast 
coast of America. He was recalled 
the following year in c -nsequvnee of 
his promotion to vice-admiral. Since 
1858 he had not been o sea, but in 
recognition of his long and active aer- ^
