Separate School Board’s Selicitor Writes Sharp
Letter to the Mayor.

The Board Wants the Money to Which It Is
Entitled Paid Over.

On behalf of the - Separate  School
Board, M. J. O'Reilly, its solicitor, has
eent a strong letter to Mayor Stewart,
requesting that the City Council direct
that the amount of taxes in dispute,
which the arbitrator, Judge Snider, deeid-
ed the Board was entitled to, be paid.
Mr. O'Reilly gives the Financeé Commit-
tee a shot over referring the arbitra-
tor's report to a subcommittee. The
stand that some of the aldermen and of-
ficials have taken on this question is
that in any event the Separate School
Board has received all it asked for each
Year, that it has lost nothing by any
mistakes that may have been made and
that the only difference it would have
made yas that a lower rate mighthave
been struck for the ratepayers who have
Lo pay Separate School taxes. The let-
ter, which is as follows, speaks for it
self:

“You are no doubt aware that early
in May last this question was brought
before ygu and by you referred to the
Finance Committee and subsequently by
the City Council it was referred to His
Honor, Judge Snider, Senior Judge of
this county, to investigate upon certain
matters complained of to you inmy let-
ter of May 9th last.

Considerable time was spent on the
investigation before His Homor Judge
Snider and the assessment books and
the .collectors’ rolls for the Year: 1907
were thoroughly investigated, and it ap
pearing that several errors Or mistakes
had been made in the books above men
tioned, at the request of the City Soli
citor I consented to have .Judge Snider
report on the year 1907 alone and have
that report brough before the Council
in order to show the Council and the ci-
tizens of Hamilton just where the mis
takes were made and where the Separ

in order to save the city from the ad-
ditional expense of investigating the
Years prior to 1907, thinking that when
the City Council saw the great amount
of errors that were bheing made  they
would at once take the matter up and
deal with the questions complained of
by the Separate School Board in a fair
and reasonable manner. -

persons who were entered on the finally
revised assessment roll for 1906 as Sep-
arate School supporters are entered on
the collectors’ roll as Public School sup-
perters, this being caused by insuffi-
cien® care in comparing the assessment
roll with the collectors’ roll. The ag-
gregate assessment of these 18 persons
is $15,800, and the taxes on this amount
t> which the Separate School Board is
entitled would amount to £05.34. These
mistakes for 1907 make a total of
2050.59, to which the Separate School
Board is entitled for the year 1007 alone.

The mistakes are mot only in one
year, but have gone back for a period
of years. It is stated that a settlement
was arrived at between the Separate
School Board and the city up-to the end
of 1903, but since the close of 1903 and

to the close of 1906 the books in the
City Hall, without taking into consider-
ation any mistakes whatever, show a
balance due the Separate School Board
of rearly $3,000, 1,500 of which has
been paid by theCity Treasurer very re-
cently.

SUNFIELD IS DEAD.

Murderer’s Wife Writes

From Chicago, Sending

An Old Love Letter to Prisoner.
Foreign Friends Think if Thev Had $5,000 They

Could Get

Him Out.

The postman on the Barton street
beat left a letter at the city jail this
week for Jake Tamillo, alias Sunfield,
that must have made the murderer of
Arcrew Radzyk feel bad—that is, if he
has any. sense of feeling at all. The
letter was from his poor wife, who went
to Chicage last spring when she saw
that her husband and the father of her
several children no longer cared for her
o would provide for his family. After
the letter was carefully read by the jail
autlorities it was handed to the jrscn-
er. It read as follows:

“Dear Jake Tamillo,—I want to write
you a few lines and tell you
children were asking for you last Sun-
day when I seen them at 4 o'clock in
the lhome, and I told them that their
father was dead, and they did ot gy
aaything.

T am very sorry that you must l.* ve
this world, and go to the other, +1' for
a woman's sake. It would have leen
lbvll(-r if you had lived with your family
instead of Mrs. Radzyk.

“If you have any money that yon can
sparc you should give it to the chiidien,
for T have to pay $12 a month ana get
their clothes. Besides, [ think )jcu
should do something for your ch laren.
Answer as soon as you can. [ go to see
the clildren every Sunday afternom. I
have one letter from you that :ou scnt
t> me at the shop. I will send it back
to you, and now you read it ovor and
think it over again. 1 am not glad that
this turned out, but I think the Lord
wanted it to be so. I am very g.al tlat
the Lord took good care of me anl rio-
tected me from all harm. [ will send
yot-a picture of mine, and you can look
at me once more and for the last. Good
bye forever. Your true wife.

Erclosed with the letter Sunfisld re-
ccived was one which he had sent to
his wife after she left Hamilton. It was
full of endearing words and contained
aa urgent request that she send him $10
immediately to pay a board bill he owed.
H> promised to return the money when
he went back to Chicago with his moth-
er  “As for your forgetting me, [ know
yon have some one in my place,” he
said in the letter, “but I love you, and
will never forget you. You are the only
one in this world for me. Don’t forgst,
dear sweet Mary, don't forget to send
the money, dear. I am dead broke."

It is said that Sunfield’s language wis
quite bitter when he saw the letter. He
promptly recognized the handwriting.
His solicitor, Mr. J. L. Counsell, says
that Sunfield has shown a bitter feeling
toward his wife since she wrote a letter
to this city, before the trial, to the ef-
feci that he used to abuse her, and *hat
h: had been arrested in Chicago before
h: came to Hamilton to live.

Jake apparently little realizes how
ncar he is to death. Yesterday after-
noon Ald. Gardiner went down to the
ja’l and had a talk with him. He was
quite cheerful and very thankful for
some cigars the alderman gave him. He
expressed himself as eatisfied that he
would not hang, and he does not even
suspect that he will. The police think
tnat when Sunfield's last hope has failed
he will try to cheat the gallows, and
special watches will be put on him.

BANK OF ENGLAND DISCOUNT
NOW RAISED TO 7 PER CENT.

Too Much Gold Going to the States, and Bank
Needs It For Its Gwn Use.

London, Nov. 7.—The directors of the
Bank of England this morning put up
the minimum discount rate from 6 to /
per cent.

The only thing which could have avert-
ed ‘this heavy rate would have been as-
surances from responsible quarters in
New York that the situation there,

which is recognized to be due to exeep- |

tional demands upon capital in conse-

quence of the great commercial activity !

in America, is sufficiently well in hand
to warrant the expectation that there
would be an early cessation of the gold
drain on the market. In the absence of
such an assurance the Bank of England
utilized the only weapon at hand to pro-
tect its reserves. It 1s realized, however,
that even this high rate may not pre-
vent shipments of gold to New York,
but it is hoped that it may attract the
metal from abroad in sufficient quanti-
ties to restore .the equilibrium.

The step was doubly necessary, as the
bank must nurse its suppliss just at
present for the autumn country cash re-
quirements have to be met, as well as
the usual Egyptian demands, and there
is a possibility of demands for gold from
Argentina.
