FIFTEEN HUNDRED FAMILIES HOMELESS.

Quebec, June 9.—One. of the most dis- 
wtrooe fine with which this unfortunate city 
bee been afflicted commenced last night, and 
is only now under control, at 8 a.m. The 
first alarm was from the corner of St. Olivier 
and St Claire streets, at ten minâtes before 
eleven o'clock. Considerable delay most 
have occurred in giving this alarm, for on 
turning the eye in the direction indicated by 
the number of the box, the lurid glare 
of the flames was readily discernible, 
and a minute later the bells from the Basilica, 
St John’s, and St Boot's churches rang out 
the second alarm. The whole force of the

e ground, driven with 
fool-hardy s<pe*d. The book and ladder wag- 
gou, passing down St Oenevtsve street,
knocked down and ran over Mr. Telbot of 
Hamel St Co., bat, notwithstanding that 
this is the heaviest vehicle in the de­
partment Mr. Talbot escaped with slight 
injury. The reflection of the flames 
was so vivid that in a short time 
half the city appeared attracted to the 
scene, and by 11.90 all the avenues around 
md leading to the fire were so completely 

packed with people that it was next to im­
possible to force a way through them. The 
tcene of utter confusion that met the gaze in 
she vicinity of the conflagration beggars de­
scription. Half the people seemed panic- 
stricken, and three-fourths of the others were 
only adding to the general confusion by running 
against each other, and seriating in the de­
struction of property in the solemn belief 
that they were rendering assistance in saving 
it. Parents partially clothed hurried along 
in every direction, with infante in their arms 
wrapped in bedclothes, and leading others by 
the hand. Cow* and horses let loose from 
burning stables rushed half maddened through 
the crowd, or stood dazed with the scenes 
by which they were surrounded. Crockery, 
bidding, trunks, clothing, stoves, sofas, pic­
tures, and every conceivable article of fami- 
ture were thrown or dragged about, often 
into placée of even greater danger than where 
they were taken from. The origin of the 
fire wee in a stable on 8k Olivier 
Si. Marie street. The flames 
spread to the surrounding wooden boil 
in os and to the streets above and 
below. 8ti Olivier, Labourelle, Si Marie, 
and Richelieu streets were quickly 

A MASS or SIM,
for some hundred feet of each in extent, the 
flames from other sides of the streets over­
lapping in the middle and completely closing 
them to all traffic. The scenes common to 
all great fires were readily discernible at 
this stage—even the police and firemen were 
to a great extent demoralized. Daring rob­
bery was carried on freely in the full sight of 
everybody. Liqtipr stores and private dwellings 
attacked by the flames were ransacked for 
liquor, which was openly drunk by the speci­
mens of the lowest class who are common to 
the locality in question, and who frequent the 
low hovels whose destruction is one of the 
least regrettable features of the disaster. 
There were, of course, striking . contrasts^ tq 
the above, and numerous instances of gener­
ous humanity. The sparks whicb,everywhere 
flew from the burning wood en. budding* 
were themselves a terrible source of danger to 
the rest of the city. It was no uncommon 
sight to see men’s coats and hats ablaze from 
the burning pieces of shingles which fell 
upon them. The wind being from the north 
drove the fire rapidly in the direction of Si 
John's church.

The rush of cold air caused by the rapid 
spread and large volume of the flames seemed 
to divide the wind into local currents, which 
Scattered the fire around in every direction. 
The brigade found it more unmanageable than 
ever. They allege that four wooden honsee 
were found on fire by them when they arrived 
upon the scene, and that, with the water 
absent and unattainable for some twenty 
minutes, it was found impossible for them to 
obtain the mastery. Tne hydrants threw 
good streams when the water came into the 
ward, but too late to be of much 
service. The Clapp A Jones steam fire engine 
was got to work as early as possible at the 
well at Berthelot market, but it seemed to 
have but little effect in saving the surround- 
ink property. When the fire spread, as above 
described, the men of the brigade lost all con­
trol over any portion of ii Their necessary 
subdivision into so many parties was weak­
ness indeed.

THIS VLASIES SWEPT ONWARD
with almost lightning rapidity. The fury of 
the devouring element knew no bounds but 
those of the city’s outskirts, and none- who 
fsiled to see them would be inclined to credit 
the rate at which they swept all before them. 
A great part of D’Aiguillon street, west of 8i 
Genevieve, had been destroyed, when the 
flames appeared in Si John street, a little 
farther out than Hetherington’a bakery. 
At one o’clock the clanging of the bells 
of Si John's church in rapid and 
a‘arming tones told of the danger 
of that property, and summoned assistance 
from all who were able to give ii The 
whole efforts of the fire brigade were im­
mediately bent on saving the sacred edifice, 
bet to no avail. Hundreds of willing hands 
belonging to all classes of citizens were also 
stretched oui but in vain. Nothing was 
saved bat the sacred vessels and some of the 
m at valuable of the plate and furniture of 
the sanctuary.

All was irretrievably 
lost The church was worth at leaet$100,000, 
and the insurance amounts only to $10,000. 
At the foot of Jupiter street, below Berthelot 
market, the flamee had crossed from 
the low ride of Si John streei 
and from this point they rapidly flew 
west «long that fine avenue, keeping .pace 
with the other division of the conflagration 
opposite. Nor wee the fire confined now to 
John streei At Jupiter it spread sooth ward 
to the Berthelot market place, destroying 
Gabriel and Si Patrick streets as far out es 
there were buildings to be destroyed. The 
lower field alone stayed the progress of the 
fire Send. At Scott street the fire ran up­
ward» toward the Grand Allie st a terrible 
rate of speed, there being neither water, 
men, hose, nor other appliances to stop ii 
O ily the gap caused by the recent conflagra­
te n ht re stopped the total destruction of the 
whole streei It is impossible to describe the 
spread of the flame» on every ride, and it will 
perhaps he more satisfactory to give an idea of

dolnz was to eurb the fire east at Genevieve 
street, and here in fact tile wind was 
blowing from the Sait and north-east from 
Latoufelle street, up nearly to John street 
The westerly side of Si Genevieve had been 
swept iway. To the north the fire extended 
Se far ee Richmond streei The western 
limit is a little beyond the street car stables 
at Mount Pleasant, near the city boundary. 
The limits south at Burton near Scott and at 
Gabriel street have been already mentioned. 
Briefly summed up, the streets con­
sumed ere, running east and west :— 
Richmond, burnt in part, principally 
on the south side ; Latourelle streei 
Olivier, Richelieu, D’Aguillon, and Si John, 
in Si John's Ward, end in Montcalm, 
Si Gabriel, Nouvelle, end Breton. Running 
north and south the principal street» were: — 
Sutherland, Dellgny, Si Clair, Si Marie, 
and St. Genevieve, west side, besides Jupiter 
streei in Montcalm Ward, also west side. 
Amongst the property destroyed on John 
street were » large number of handsome 
buildings used as stores and private resi­
dences.

THE DAMASK.
It is believed that this fire is equal, if hot 

worse, in every point to that of 1876. It is 
certain that it exceeds it in that there is » 
greater amount of valuable property des­
troyed. The number of houses burnt is esti­
mated at from 700 to 800, and the total loss 
i* the vicinity of one end e half milhoa dol­
lar». Several minor accidente are reported, 
and one woman is known to have been burnt. 
A relief committee will be formed and sub­
scription list* started for the aid of the suf­
ferers, moet of whom are of the poorer classes.

A WB ETCHED WATER ^tjVPLT.
When the fire was first discovered no water 

was to be had, aa it Was turned on in the 
Low» Town. I» Quebec the uppet part of
the city is supplied with water during one 
portion of the day and the lower during 
another portion, and even then the water is 
not evenly distributed, as ih some wards it is 
turned on at different hoots from others, 
owing to a defective system. It takes about 
half an hour to turn the water from one part 
of the city to another, and during this half 
hour the flames had full play and made ter­
rible headway. All attention was directed 
to the spot where the conflagration started, 
and none waa paid for a few minutes to the 
fact that the strong wind was carrying the 
shinglee of the roof of the burning house to 
other quarters. Thus the roof of a large 
brick building about 200 yards off wae in a 
blaze before any particular notice waa paid to 
ii and by the time the water wae turned on 
the conflagration had assumed proportions 
that defied all efforts to subdue.

A COINCIDENCE.
It is singular that, with the exception of 

Si Patrick and Artillery streets, this morn­
ing’s fire has destroyed the very portion of 
Montcalm and Si John’s wards left after 
the destructive fire of 1878. The present is 
by far the moet serious conflagration which 
hai visited Quebec since the fire of 1845, 
which almoet wiped out the whole city. Rev. 
Charles Hamilton, of St. Matthew’s church ; 
Rev. Mr. Kerr, of Trinity ; James Ross, one 
of Quebec’s millionaires, and several Roman 
Catholic clergy worked like Trojans.

“ The rumourt circulated as to lose of life 
were not believed tip to ^ jita , bdt flow it 
appears that five lives were lost. Three 
bodies have already been recovered, those of 
Mr. and Mrs. Hardy, of 116 Olivier street, 
whose children are saved, and that of Mardis 
A. Joiner, on Richelieu streei Mire. Geo. 
Laperiére and two children are missing, and 
are also believed to have perished in the ’ 
flames. The discovery of the first remains 
was made by some men while removing rub­
bish from the site of some ruins, when they 
suddenly came on a human head so burnt as 
to be hardly recognizable. It proved to be 
that of Mr. Hardy.

AID FROM THE LEGISLATURE.
In the Legislative Assembly this afternoon, 

Hon. Mr. Chapleau in a feeling speech, in 
which he referred to the suffering that must 
result to the poor of Quebec from the terrible 
fire of this morning, moved a vote of $10,000 
towards the relief of the sufferers. Mr. joly 
seconded the motion in a sympathetic speech. 
He was followed by Messrs. Lynch, Mercier, 
Robertson, and Irvine. Mr. Nelson followed, 
and expressed the sympathy of the sister city 
of Montreal with Quebec in her trouble. 
After remarks from Mr. Mu 
tion was adopted.

According to reports in the possession of 
the authorities up to this mo~mng nine per* 
sons are missing. Seven bodies have been re-.

THE BURNT DISTRICT.
Now that the smoke from the smouldering 

ruins has somewhat subsided, a more vivid 
idea can be formed of the utter destruction 
and desolation of the burnt district. Noth­
ing but whole acres of standing chimneys and 
bare walla meet the eye. Some idea of the 
intow, heat generated .by .the mass . of 
testing, fire.. can be foreed. from the 
burnt appearance of the stone» in the staed- 
mg walls. In the process of rebuilding, very 
few, if mv, of these standing walls can be 
utilized. The atiyee are crumbling to pieces 
and the sooner a number of the tottering 
walls are pulled down the better. To-day 
matter» are beginning to be put in order. 
Some proprietors are boarding up the doors and 
windows in their wells, while others are already 
actively at work cleaning out the foundations 
with the view of commencing to rebuild. The 
telegraph wiree encumbering the roadway 
have also to some extent been removed, but 
some still impede the roadways. Vendors of 
eld iron are making a rich harvest in buying 
the broken stoves and other iron débris, heavy 
loads of which they ere carting away. Artists 
and photographers were also busy on the 
scenes of the rains this morning making 
sketches end taking photographs to meet the 
present and 'coming demand.

churches to find that the frame dwelling, 
store, and large furniture and undertaking 
warerooms of W. P. Prower were threatened 
with destruction. The fire brigade confined 
the fire to the rear part of the buildings, 
where it originated through some de­
fect in the stovepipes or chimney. 
The buildings are considerably damaged 
both by fire and water. The furniture and 
undertaker’s furnishings were also much 
damaged' by hasty removaL The owner of 
the buildings, John J. Tilley, Public School 
Inspector, Bed an office in the building, and 
nearly all of his valuable hooka and papers 
are destroyed. The west end waa oocupied 
by John Griffith, saddler, whose stock was 
more or less damaged by removal. The fol­
lowing insurance companies are interested : 
—Hartford, Imperial, Western, and Lanca­
shire. The loss is fully covered by insur­
ance.

Kincardine, June 13.—At five o’clock 
yesterday evening a fire broke out in the back 
part of W. B. McLardy’s tailoring estab­
lishment on Queen street, and quickly con­
nected with the stove and tin store owned 
and occupied by Georoe Sturgeon, the drug 
store occupied by J. P. Wnght, and owned 
by Mrs. Pemberton, the harness and boot 
and shoe shops occupied by E. Leslie, and 
owned by Mrs. Pemberton, the photograph 
gallery of H. M. Legar, and an unoccupied 
store owned by John McLeod. Notwith­
standing the energy of the fire brigade and 
citizens, nothing could be done to save the 
buildings namea, but much of the stock was 
removed in a damaged condition. The 
buildings are all frame, and burned like tin­
der, no rain having fallen here for several 
weeks. A fierce wind was blowing at the 
time the fire originated, but in about a quar­
ter of an hour afterwards the wind ceased 
and rain commenced to fall. This 
proved of great advantage to the fire brigade, 
who worked throughout like heroes. A fine 
wall separating the block of wooden buildings 
from McKibbins’ three-storey brick block, 
stayed the progress of the flames and really 
proved the salvation of the west side of Qneen 
street. The losses are :—Geo. Sturgeon,

Belleville, June 18__At about 9 o’clock
last night a fire broke out in the kitchen of 
Mr. Lewie Hyman’s dwelling, Foster Avenue, 
and so rapid was the progress of the flames 
that it was with difficulty the inmates 
made their escape. Only a few articles of 
furniture were saved. Mr. Hyman’s lose is 
$1.500, on which he has $700 insurance in the 
Northern. Mr. Falconer’s loss on building is 
$1,600 ; insured in the Queen for $800.

Ludington, Mich., June 13,—Nearly the 
whole business portion of this village waa 
burned on Saturday night. Loss, $200,000.

Avonmork, Ont., June 13.—A fire was dis­
covered yesterday morning in an unfinished 
building in the neighbouring village of 
Newington, belonging to J. N. Dixon. The
flames spread to the adjoining building, owned 
by Mrs. Steen and occupied as stores by G. 
R. Forbes and L. Waldroff, which was quick­
ly destroyed. Attempt» made to subdue the 
flames proved fruitless. Waldroff succeeded 
in saving the greater part of his stock, Forbes 
only a very small portion of his. Two horses 
were also consumed. The cause of the fire is 
unknown. Forbes’ loss is about $6,000, and 
WaldrofFa $500. There is no insurance on 
either. .

London, Jnneftt—The Victoria inquest waa 
resumed this evening at 7.30.

John W. Rogers, sworn—I am a ehip- 
builder and aailorjand assisted in making re­
pairs DU the VictotiB this spring. I put iti a 
number of pieces iti the hull, about ton or 
twelve feet in the hew. The pieces were 
some eighteen or twenty inches long, and 
about Seven inches Wide. I put in two-inch 
plonk of pine fastened on with wrought 
spikes. I put on a piece of fender on the 
bow about five or sht feet In length, and one 
stanchion of pine four inohee square, also a 
piece of rail and a lot df ribbons. I repaired 
the rudder by meting it double. I moved 
the boiler this «Mon forward five feet. 
When I removed it it Waa fastened 
with eight boite, dour at each end. 
The lugs of the boiler were bolted to blocks, 
and the blocks boiiied to the deck. The blocks 
were about nine inches square. The bolts 
passed through tbe deck. The forward end
wae fastened by grip bolt» with no nuts on 
them. The after end by screw boita With 
nute on the bottom. When I moved the 
boiler toil season I fastened the forward end 
in the same way. The after end I did not 

i. I got the boite ready, and then left 
everything in charge of the engineer, 
Roberte. I told him to put the bolt* iti, but 
do not know whether they were put in. If 
he had put these bolts in the boiler 
would have been the aeme aa Last
year identically. The boat this spring 
did not show much straining from what she 
had undergone during toe winter. The in­
structions I got from the superintendant 
were to have the boat fixed up iti good shape. 
I directed caulking to be done inplacee, Bui 
not a great deal waa required. The bottom 
was overhauled. The sides were pretty 
much all caulked. Tbie, year so far as I 
know she was in « good a' condition as last 
year. Capt. Rankin waa continually around 
and taking an interest in having the ship in 
good shape.

To the Foreman—After launching the boat 
I waa around her for five or six days She 
leaked nothing in that time. There Were no 
iron braces to the boiler fere end aft. My 
son built the boat, and I was foreman for him. 
I delivered toe boat thii season, as she ought 
to be. This afternoon

of the hull, Wher* a plank hpd been stove in 
by striking something. This hole is ebout 
midship*. I don’t think this was done at the 
time of the accident.

Slr Charles Tapper Ably Vindicates the 
Government Policy.

Pictou, June 11.—The nomination of can­
didates to contest the county of Pictou, Nova 
Scotia, took place on Saturday. Ther 
over two thousand people present,1 
excitement ran high." Mr. Carmicf,
Grit candidate, spoke first for about1 
hour, condemning the National Policy ahd 
the general policy of the Government. He 
was followed by Sir Charles Tapper, who 
made an excellent speech, and thoroughly ex­
posed the inconsistency of Mr. CermiohaeL 
Hon. Mr. Anglin followed Sir Charles, and 
came to the rescue of Carmichael, occupying 
the floor for about an hour. He indulged in 
the stale and exploded argumenta of Opposi­
tion orators on the subject of the Pacific rail­
way contract and the National Policy, with 
special reference to the duty on coal. His 
remarks were not well received, the audience 
evincing considerable impatience. Sir Charles 
replied, exposing the absurdities Mr. Anglin 
had inflicted upon the meeting, and 
in à most comprehensive manner defended 
triumphantly the National Policy and the 
position of the Government regarding the 
Pacific railway. Mr. Anglin followed, and 
made, in speaking of toe competition of 
labour, a moet unwarranted attack upon the 
French population of the Dominion, and the 
hopelessness of competition by the people of 
Nova Scotia with Upper Canadians now en­
gaged in manufacturing. Sir Charles again 
took the floor, and made perhaps the beat 
political platform apceoh ever delivered in the 
Dominion. Mr. Anglin appeared completely 
crushed, and made no reply. Sir Charles’ 
speech waa acknowledged by the entire meet­
ing to have been a complete vindication of 
the National Policy.

At the cloae of the meeting the enthusiasm 
was unbounded, the audience appeared 
electrified, and cheer after cheer was given 
for Sir Charles and Mr. Macdongald, the Con­
servative candidate. Three-fourths of all 
present were evidently in favour of the 
Government candidate. The opinion is gener­
ally expressed that Pictou will be carried by 
about four hundred majority.

From the 
appearance of that hole I should think it 
would take but a very few minutes to fill the 
the hold. I think without that hole with the 
number of passengers bn her she would have 
come safely to London.

We are also of the opinion that tiré engineer 
was guilty Of great negligence in the dis­
charge of his duty in not seeing that the hold 
was clear of water, and in not Conveying in 
person to the captain information of the dan­
gerous condition of the beet. We think that 
the captain waa to blame in accepting the 
dual position of captain and wheelsman, 
which prevented him from giving his in­
dividual attention te the proper man­
agement of the beat. We are also of 
opinion he wae to blame for lwving Spring- 
bank without making a proper examination 
of hie boat, as there wae undoubtedly water in 
the hold at that time. We are further of the 
opinion that the manager did not do hie duty 
in not employing sufficient hands to man his 
boat, and that he shoe Id have had the

Thirty-six houses burnt.
Destructive Fire at the Thetford *,1—-!•-« 

Mines.
Sherbrooke, Que., June 14.—By a fire at
