The Beaver ae an Emblem

The first occasion on which, accord­
ing to Earnest Gagnon, the beaver was 
used ae an emblem of Canada, was in 
connect! n with the medal struck in 
commemoration of the defense of Que 
bec against the attack of Sir W. Phips 
The medal bore the following inscript­
ion : Francia in Novo Orbe Victrix, 
Kebect Liberate, A. D. MDCXC. In 
paper, ’ Historic Medals of Canada,' 
read before the Literary and Historical 
Society of Quebec on the 9th of April, 
1873, and published in the Translations 
for that year, Alfred Sandham, after a 
brief summary of the event that 
commemorates thus describes the 
medal in question : "Such is a brief 
account of the circumstances which are 
commemorated by the medal, known to 
numismatists as the ‘Kebeca Liberate’ 
and which was prepared by order of 
Louis XIV, immediately on receipt of 
the intelligence of the defeat of the 
English. Tie medal bears on the ob­
verse the head of Lonis, with the in­
scription : ‘Ludovicos Rex Christian- 
issimue.’ On the reverse France is 
seen sealed on a ledge of rocKs (typi 
fying Quebec), and surrounded bj 
banners and armour ; by her side is i 
beaver, and in the background a nun, 
her of pine trees, while at the base of 
the rock is seated a male figure, intend­
ed to represent the River 8t. Lawrence. 
The inscription ‘Francia in novo orbe 
victrix,’ surrounds the upper portion of 
the medal, while the exergue completes 
the significance of the design and in­
scription,by bearing the words, 'Kebeca 
Liberati, MDCXC.’ Save a very 
beautiful private medal of Monsieur de 
Levis, who was nominated viceroy of 
Canada in 1644, but never set foot in 
the country, the ’Kebeca Liberals’
Mr, Sandham says, the earliest 
adian medal of historic interest. 
—Exchange.

At Danfortb, Maine, on Friday, Pilot 
a Jr. won the 2.20 race in straight heats.

A Valia >ble Cargo.

The steamer Bertha, Capt. Hays, ar. 
rived at San Erancisco on Thursday last 
from IJnalaaka and Behring Sea, She 
brought with her one of the most valuable 
cargoes that has ever oome into that har­
bor. It is composed of seal skins, furs, 
whalebone, and gold dust, and It is esti­
mated to be worth between $750 000 and 
$1,000,000. Her passengers report the al­
most utter failure of the whaling fleet. 
Capt Hays says that all the sealers who 
went into Behring Sea fared poorly, but 
he brings a piece of news that 41 voxels 
cleared from Unalaska for Behring Sea, 
nearly every one of them carrying a seal­
ing flag. It seems that the Captains were 
warned by the revenue cutters at Un- 
alaska that they would be seized if they 
went into the sea without the Hag-. The 
captains took the hint. The seals in the 
vicinity of the Privyloff Islands it was 
learned, are fast disappearing, and they 
are even more ssarce outside the prohibit­
ed zone.

The British Dairy Farmers' 
Association contemplate holding their 
annual meeting next year in Canada. 
A communication has been» received 
at Ottawa from the high commissioner 
on the subject, and if satisfactory 
arrangements can be made with the 
steamship people, from seventy-five 
to one hundred representative farmers 
will visit the Dominion It is expect­
ed the federal government will offer 
facilities for the delegates to the 
different portions of Canada.

The stables of the Halifax street 
railway, together with the cooperage 
of the Nova Scotia Sugar refinery and 
some adjoining property, were totally 
destroyed by fire Sunday morning. 
The loss is twelve thousand dollirs. 
This is the third time the stables 
have been burned and twice for the 
cooperage. E. W. Wright, a'neigh­
bor, lost a new barn. Wright has 
been burned out on two former 
occasions. There was hardly any 
insurance. Neither Wright nor the 
refinery have any insurance.

The police invaded a bull ring 
where a fight was in progress at Bay­
onne, France, on Sunday last, and 
stopped the rst of fia series of intend­
ed fights and conducted the cele­
brated Torrero Mazzaantini to the 
Spanish frontier The populace of 
the town hooted the police and the 
municipal officers. Senators and 
deputies of the town vainly pleaded 
for permission for the fights to occur. 
The municipal autho'rities thereupon 
met and decided to resign, which 
decision caused the inhabitants to 
offer them a great ovation.

The house of Mr. Robert Young, at 
Gallaa Point, was destroyed by fire a night 
or two ago. There is insurance for $200. 
The loss is estimated at about $800,

The second trial race to determine 
whether the Defender or Vigilant shall 
meet the Valkyrie, held at New York, on 
Friday, resulted in a win for the Defender.

The Moscow Gazette claims to have 
authority for the statement that Japan 
has agreed to accept only 20,000,000 taels 
as extra indemnity for the evacuation of 
the Liao-Tung peninsula1

The Nebraska delegates have reported 
favorably on Alberta as a field for settle­
ment. They will settle in Stony Plains 
this fall, and they expect fifty or one hun­
dred Nebraska families to follow in the 
spring.

Robert M. Jones, cab driver on the 
Carleton side of St. John, N. B , aged 76, 
went out of his house Thursday evening to 
see about buying a horse. He has not 
since been seen. Search parties are out 
for him.

Distinct earthquake shocks were felt 
about six o*clock, on Sunday morning last, 

Brooklyn, Jersey City, Philadelphia, 
Wilmington, Delaware, and several other 
places in New Jersey, Pennsylvania and 
New York. No serious damage was done, 
but many persona were badly scared.

At Sullivan, fijobile, on Thursday even1 
ing laat, three children of a widow named 
Jèzkini, while at play, went to a place 
near the barn to gather egga.

bitten by a rattlesnake. During the ex- 
oitement the little babe fell into the well 
and waa drowned, and the three other 
children also died.

Alton F. Clarke, stock broker, who 
committed suicide in Montreal on 
Friday last, owed $150,000. His 
father, who is worth $1,500,000, was 
appealed to in vain to help his son 
out of the difficulties into which he 
had fallen.

The barque H. B. Corn, of Yar­
mouth, i,218 tons, from Hamburg, 
for Bique, province of Quebec, in 
(ballast, stranded Aug. 21st, five 
miles west of Wolf Island, on the 
coast of Labrador. The captain and 
crew arrived at Hawkesbury on Fri­
day last.

The brigantine Energy, from Op- 
porto, reports at St. John’s Nfld. 
passing a burning ship on August 17 
in lar. 46.30 N., long. 39.11 W. 
They could not approach nearer than 
six miles. About midnight they 
saw an explosion, followed by dark­
ness, as it she blew up.

The crew of the French schooner 
Jacinto, nineteen all told, which 
foundered on the Grand Banks on 
Aug. 26 were landed at St. John’s, 
Nfld. an Friday last from the Ameri­
can schooner Emma Wethercll 
which rescued them. Several other 
vessels are at St. John’s from the 
Banks in a damaged condition.

The increase of twenty-five cents 
per day in the wages of conductors 
on the main lines of. the Boston and 
Maine R. R., as announced went 
into effect on Monday. The wages 
of other employes are also increased. 
The increase is the result of a petition 
forwarded to the management a few 
weeks ago.

The steamer Monowai, which ar­
rived at San Francisco, on Friday 
last from Australian ports, did not 
stop at Honolulu as usual. When 
off that port the steamer was hailed 
by the American consul in a small 
boat, who announced that cholera 
had broken out in Honolulu. The 
Monowai did not enter Honolulu 
harbor, but steamed direct to San 
Francisco.

Work at the different shipyards in 
East Boston is almost at a standstill 
at present owing to a strike among 
the caulkers. The men now receive 
$3 per day for eight hours work, but 
they claim the remuneration is not 
enough and demand $3.25 per day 
The work on several vessels now at 
the yards for repairs will not be com­
pleted until the matter is satisfactor­
ily adjusted.

The D. R. A. meeting closed at 
Ottawa on Friday last. The Gover­
nor General’s prize was won by Quar- 
termaster-Sergt. Ogg, of Guelph, 
with a score of 95. Gunner Pugh, 
of Quebec, obtained the second place. 
The London Merchants’ Cup was 
won by New Brunswick, with a score 
of 7i4, the second place being won 
by Ontario, with Nova Scotia fourth 
and P. E. I. sixth.

Reports about a general provincial 
election in New Brunswick are tak­
ing definite form. There ate now 
four vacancies in the legislature, and 
the Blair government has little en­
couragement to hope for success in 
Westmoreland after Saturday Aug. 24 
The opinion grows that the leader of 
the government will, therefore, ad­
vise Lieutenant-Governor Fraser to 
dissolve the House within a few 
weeks.

The newspaper Echo de Pari s on 
Thursday last announced that the 
Duke of Orleans, who, upon the 
death, last year, of his father, the 
Count of Paris, became the head of 
the .Royalist parly in France, has be­
come convinced of the futility of 
further fighting the Republic. He 
has, therefore, decided to abandon 
the Royalist propaganda in France, 
cease the payment of subsidies to 
Royalist newspapers, and abandon 
the offices in Paris occupied by the 
Royalist Committee.

A cloudburst accompanied by a 
tornado swept the vicinity of Bloom­
ington, Ill. Thursday last, raging tor­
rents filling the dry watqy courses in a 
few minutes, sweeping away trees and 
tents at the Wild West show at the 
Fair grounds, where 5,000 people 
were panic-stricken and drenched, 
but escaped injury and death. Mes 
dames Riddle and Roberts, of Hey- 
wortb, were driving home with their 
daughters, aged 5 and 7 respectively, 
when their buggy was swept from a 
bridge by the flood. The children 
were drowned.

An excursion train on the South­
ern railway, on Friday list, carrying 
the Knights of Pythias excursion 
from Macon, Georgia to Indian 
Springs for a picnic, left the track 
between Holton and Pope’s ferry 
The baggage car and two passenger 
cars turned over. J. A. Kennedy 
of Macon, and Mr. Hancock of 
Americus, Ga., were killed, and al 
most eveiy person in the two coaches 
were hurt more or less seriously, 
Several of them are lfkely to die. 
There is no way of accounting for the 
accident, as it is said the track was in 
perfect condition.

Word was received at Portland, 
Me. at an early hour on Friday last 
that the Evans house, at Gardiner, 
Me., bad been destroyed by fire. 
For a time it was thought that the 
business portion of the town would 
go, as a strong wind was blowing 
and efforts were made to get help 
from Augusta and other neighboring 
towns. Several of the surrounding 
buildings caught fire from the flying 
embers, but fortunately the Lhzes 
were quickly extinguished. By hard 
and persistent work the fire was at 
last gotten under control before fur 
ther damage was done. Loss un.
