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A meeting of the council was held at 
Hilltown schoolhouse on May 8. All the 
councillors were present.

Two communications from the chief 
fire guardian were read, one drawing the 
attention of the council to the fact that 
in consequence of a decision of the Su­
preme Court of Canada railway cofhpan­
ics operating under Federal charters are 
exepipt from prosecution under the prai­
rie %res ordinance; but that by a regula­
tion of the board of railway commission­
ers every railway company subject to the 
federal authority shall establish and 
maintain on each side of the line and not 
less than three hundred feet from the 
centre of the railway a plowed fireguard 
of not less than sixteen feet in width. 
The councillors are instructed to see that 
these regulations are complied with. The 
other communication called upon the 
councillors to rigidly enforce the pro­
visions of the prairie fires ordinance, as 
the laxity of the enforcement of this ord­
inance is being taken advantage of, and 
much loss is being caused by prairie 
fires this spring. Councillor D.S. Me Ivor 
reported that lie had been combating a 
prairie fire all the prevous night. In 
this fire Mr. Allan M. Campbell of Mar- 
wayne suffered the loss of a team of 
horses. Mr. Alexander McDonald’s house 
with $400 worth of personal effects went 
up in smoke, and Mr. Thomas Hurley’s 
barn was consumed. There were proba­
bly other losses of whch he had not yet 
heard. After discussing the matter at 
some length the' council decided that it 
was advisable to interest the district 
wth fire guards. Thefce fireguards could 
be disced and woulâ’ make a smooth 
summer trail. It was proposed that both 
sides of the road allowance be plowed and 
that after a time as the finances of the 
district would allow' this loose soil could 
be run by a grader into the centre.

The secretary reported that he had 
now got the necessary information for 
the completion of the assessment of the 
district and that the current year’s taxes 
would amount to $2,250. It was moved 
by Councillor W. W. Shaw- and seconded 
by Councillor W. J. Wilson tht two- 
thirds of this amount be spent in m- 
provements in each division proportion­
ately. It was decided to let the work 
by contract, and to divide it into small 
sections if necessary, to suit the conven­
ience of any ratepayers who wish to get 
employment of roadmaking or plowing 
fireguards. The Jetting of this work will 
commence on June 22. The next meet­
ing will take place on July 31, at 4 p.m.

The worst prairie fire that lias swept 
over tins district for the past twenty 
years lias practically cleaned out the 
Eagle Hills settlement adjoining this 
town. A number of settlers have lost 
heavily.. Over thirty stables and out­
buildings have been destroyed tnd two 
homes have been completely de­
molished. R C. Laurie, D.L.S., lost 
everything on liis farm. The Royal 
Northwest Mounted Police have, had 
every available man from town out in 
the hills lor tlie past three days assist­
ing in putting out the fire, and it was 
quite amusing to watch tlie people go­
ing down all the back lanes to avoid 
running into a red coat for fear of be­
ing pressed into service. On Friday 
afternoon-it,put into tim grounds^ ot 
the Industrial SehooL'and for V time1 
it was feared that the old historic 
building, which was formerly tlie 
Capital buildings, would be destroyed. 
Mayor Prince issued a proclamation 
for the town to turn out. The fire 
brigade answered the call immediate­
ly. and the engine and chemicals were 
soon on the road for the fire. Every 
store and office was soon closed and 
every available man was loaded into 
some kind of a vehicle and taken out 
as fast as horses could travel. It was 
nine in the evening before ail danger 
was over, and had it not been for the 
united efforts of tlie people of the town 
the school buildings would now -have 
been in ashes. The fire leaped tiie 
Battle River in two places. All the 
beautiful timber in tlie hills is destroy­
ed, and several hundred cords of wood 
that was piled there for next winter’s 
use. There were a number of hay 
stacks through tlie districts that were 
well file-guarded, but the flames leapt 
tlie guards and the liay was destroyed. 
A very bad feature is the matter of 
pasture, which is all burned, and it is 
feared that cattle will now have to he 
taken out of this district till tlie grass 
grows sufficiently. No casualties have 
been reported. Tlie Royal Northwest 
Mounted Police arc making patrol oi 
tlie burnt district.

Fighting for homesteads is a new 
feature in town. There were a few 
choice quarter sections that were can­
celled and would be open to tile public 
for entry on the morning of tlie 8th, 
but as this was Arbor Day tlie Domin­
ion lands office was closed, and U 
would be tlie 9th before the lands 
could be entered for. Just before tlie 
office closed on . Thursday, the 7th, 
enquiries were made regarding these 
lands, and on being informed that 
they would not be open till Saturday 
morning, four men immediately took 
up their positions at the land office 
door to wait for 41 hours to1 secure 
their entries. All through the lung, 
tedious night they waited and man­
fully held their positions; the next 
day was exceedingly hot, and when 
the general call was made for tlie 
prairie fire they refused to budge un­
less the police would guarantee to 
them their respective positions when 
they returned. During Friday night 
the number was increased greatly by 
would-be homesteaders', which re­
sulted in a free fight. One Graham, 
a stalwart, who held a second position 
at the door and was alter land in tlie 
Wilkie district, was mobbed, and in 
tlie morning lie appeared in the office 
with n black eve, thick ear and a 
sleeve out of liis coat. He said I they 
just wanted to get him to fight, so that 
he would lose his position, but now 
tlint he had secured the homestead he 
had plenty of time to hunt up these 
gentlemen and make a settlement with 
them—and he certainly looked quite 
capable of doing it.

A. J. Cross secured a quarter which 
had $300 worth of improvements on it, 
and when asked if lie wished to dis­
pute the valuation said ‘"No; land is 
irth^lr $25 an acre in this district. I 
guess it is cheap enough at $310.” 
There were two policemen on duty 
when the office was open, one at the 
outside of tire door and one in the 
office. Only one person was admitted 
at a time, and with the exception of 
the scrap through the night everything 
was orderly.
