LONDON, June 27.
Trade Union leaders have issued a 

manifesto addressed to their fellow 
trade unionists, saying : “We are fac­
ed with a great responsibility, and at 
the same time presented with a mag­
nificent opportunity. We are called 
upon to assist An' Saving our nation 
and its Allies, who are fighting for 
civilization and international law as 
against barbarism and brute force.” 
After calling attention to the serious 
position of the British and Russian 
armies in the field, in consequence of 
the shortage in munitions, the mani­
festo appeals to every skilled work- 

, man in the engineering and allied 
trades, who is not at present engaged 
upon war work, to enroll himself as a 
volunteer at this hour, and thus de­
monstrate to his comrades in the 
l’-enches and to the whole world that 
British Trade Unionism stands for all 
that is best in the national life, for 
national freedom, in national secur­
ity.

APPEAL FOR PEACE BY SOCIAL­
ISTS.

BERLIN, June 27.
The directors of the Social Demo­

cratic Party in Germany have caused 
to be published in the Vorwaerts a 
full appeal for peace. The documents 
call for peace under circumstances, 
which will make possible friendships 
with the neighbouring nations, and it 
sets forth the opposition of the par­

ty to territorial conqeust and annexa­
tion. The people want peace, it de­
clares, and the Government is called 
upon in the name of humanity to 
make known its readiness to enter 
upon peace negotiations.

WILLING TO DISCUSS PEACE 
TERMS.

AMSTERDAM, June 27.
The Berlin Socialist paper Vor- 

wærts prints an appeal, signed by the 
Social Democratic Party, calling on 
the Government to convey to the oth­
er powers its willingness to discuss 
peace terms. According to the Ber­
lin despatches to-day the appeal de­
clares that German Socialists from 
the start .opposed the war for purpos­
es of annexation, and will support a 
peace agreement on these terms. It 
concludes by urging Socialists in 
other belligerent countries to use 
their efforts to end the war.

DESIRES TO CONTINUE NEGOTIA­
TIONS.

‘ BERLIN. June 27.
The Krieg Zeitung, in an editorial 

article, expresses a desire to continue 
negotiations with the States, with the 
idea of reaching an understanding in 
the matter of submarine boats, which 
shall not endanger the vital interests 
of Germany’s maritime warfare, ei­
ther at present or in the future.

" LONDON, Jtine 27.
A German submarine, which left 

Emden for the North Sea, sank last 
Tuesday near the Island of Borkum, 
after a severe explosion, the cause of 
which is not known.

The Why ot the
Submarine War.

Springfield Republican.—While of­
ficially and in defiance of dates, sub­
marine warfare upon noncombatants 
has been called a reprisal for Eng 
land’s “starving” out policy, it must 
be suspected that rage and disap­
pointment at the smothering of the 
German fleet had much to do with it. 
In commercial and middle-class Ger­
many the fleet created since 1898 was 
as popular as the army was with the 
junkers, and great things were hoped 
from it. The misfortunes of the Ger 
man navy must be kept in mind in 
trying to account for the unheard of 
savagery of the war on noncombat­
ants. The navy was Germany’s new­
est pride and its most sensitive spot.

GERMAN ATTACKS REPULSED.
PETROGRAD, June 27.

As a result of the strong German 
offensive in the direction of Prasnyz, 
on Friday, desperate battle continues. 
In that region the Russians took 2,000 
prisoners. During counter-attacks in 
the direction of Lemberg on Thurs­
day, we took 1,000 prisoners, repuls­
ing desperate attacks of great forces 
on the Dneister. On the Narew front 
an attempted offensive by the enemy 
on the 24th in Omulew Valley, cost 
him severe losses. Rows of bodies 
were left in front of our trenches, 
and the number of prisoners was in­
creased. In the Orzyove Valley on 
the night of the 25th we repulsed a 
fresh offensive by great enemy force; 
then delivering a counter-attack, we 
captured the work which wê lost the 
day before, and took five machine 
guns.

THEMSELVES IN READINESS.

ROME, June 27.
All Bulgarians in Italy have been 

notified to hold themselves in readi­
ness to join the colors at a moment's 
notice.

Nipples may be kept clean if boiled 
for a minute or so when new. After 
that boiling is not necessary and rots 
the rubber. After each feeding wash 
the nipple thoroughly with hot soap 
suds made from white soap. Rinse in 
borax water, then in cool pure water 
shake, stand on a small plate or 
saucer, and cover with an inverted 
glass. This is considered a better 
method than leaving it to soak in 
borax water.

Never test the temperature of the 
milk by putting the nipple in your 
own mouth, and never touch it with 
your fingers or allow flies to light up 
on it. You can heat a bottle pro 
perly by placing it, still stoppered 
with cotton, in a pan of warm water 
and letting it stand until it reaches 
body temperature. Test by dropping 
on the bare forearm.
