That cross forms
the.centre of the flag beloved of
Britishers, the§ triple cross em-
blem that stands for freedom
and justice wherever the winds
* of heaven ripple its folds.. St.
John’s will do itself proud to-
morrow in celebrating - St:
George’s Day, and by the in-
influences thus set in motion,
the sentiment will permeate
Newfoundland, and henceforth
this day will be added to the
calendar of national holidays in
this Colony, with the addition
of St. John the Baptist’s Day,
June 24, upon whose dawn in
the year 1497 Cabot first set
eyes on the shores of Terra
Nova, and made the first land-
ing .on the
Continent of a discoverer sail-
ing a ship flying the ensign of
that day, which was simply the
red cross banner of St. George
on a white field. The appended
article taken from an exchange
is wealthy in detail of all that is
known about the martyr of Lyd-
da, who has been adopted as
the patronal saint of Britain,
and whose decapitation for the
faith occufred on April 23, A.D.
303, over sixteen hundred years
ago:—

“History has told us very little
about St. George, the patron saint of
England. That he suffered for the
Faith near Lydda, in Palestine, prob-
ably before the time of Constantine,
is the sum of what we find recorded;
and even this much is doubted by
many. Tradition, however; has been.
very generous with him; his being
adopted as the patron saint of Eng-
land added to his prestige; and ewen
if his deeds are unknown, his name
is quite familiar. One legend. alone
has gained him the admiration of
lovers of romance, and made him
the patron of soldiers. This is the
famous legend of St. George and the
Dragon, thus summarized by Walsh
in his ‘Popular Customs’:

“He was born in Cappadocia in the
third century. Setting out in search
of adventures, he reached a city, to
find it greatly annoyed by a terrible
dragon, which, unless it had a virgin

to devour every day, emitted a pes-|

tiferous and death-dealing stench.
