AGAINST ANNEXATION.
Erastus Wiman, the well known Can­

adian resident of New York, who bas 
lectured in this city, and who has been 
represented as in favor of the political 
union of Canada and the United States, 
says that the advocacy of political union is 
a mistake, because it keeps the people 
apart. "It is,” said Mr. Wiman, fatal to 
the cause of reciprocity, which would 
bring them together quicker than anything 
else for the purposes of trade, and it 18 
trade we are after these days rather than 
territory. It is a conviction in the minds 
of annexationists that the surest preventa- 
tive of annexation is reciprocity. The 
annexationist argues that to give a free and 
unrestricted interchange of products and 
manufactures would be to a flord to Canada 
all the material advantages which she would 
gain by annexation. To deny her reci­
procity would be to force her into annexa- 
tion, if such a thing were possible, which it 
is not. Hence you will see that annexa­
tion and reciprocity, at any rate for the 
present moment, do not go hand in hand. 
That the advocacy of reciprocity postpones 
annexation is equally true. There is no 
argument in Canada in favor of annexation 
except the material argument, and it the 
material argument is removed by reci- 
procity, annexation 18 indefinitely post- 
poned.”

A PREMIUM ON ROBBERY.

GOLDWIN SMITH’S SENTIMENTS.
